possibility arose today that the 
propoeed partition of Palestine 
Into aoverelgn Arab and Jewish 
countries might be delayed until 
Oct. 1,1948.

ThM situation was created aa 
result of Britain’s declaration that 
British troops could not be with­
drawn from the Holy LdUid before

'^nder a U. S.-Sovlet compromise 
plan for enforcement o f partition, 
the British would terminate their 
mandate over Palestine by May 
and independence of the Arab and 
Jewish countries would become ef­
fective July 1.

Suggest PoealMe Change 
But in view of Britain's an̂  

nounced withdrawal deadline, mem­
bers of a four-power United Na­
tions working group, including 
the United States and Riisaia, sug* 
gested that the dates for termina­
tion o f the mandate and indepen­
dence may have to be changed.

The working group, composed of 
American, Russian, Canadian and 
Guatemalan representativea on 
U. N. Palestine subcommittee, 
scheduled a session st Lake Suc­
cess at 3 p. m. (e. s. t.) today to 
consider a change in the dates and 
to iron out minor points on pro­
posed U. N. administration of the 
Holy Land.

Meanwhile, the General Assem­
bly scheduled another p lena^  aee- 
eion for 11 a. m. (e. e. L ) at Flush­
ing Meadow park to decide wheth­
er to hold the 1948 Assembly meet­
ing In Europe.

The convention adjourned last 
night after a lively squabble. Many 
delegates ahouted “ Machine poll 
tice!” at Preaident Walter Reuther. 
Reuther later told reporters it had 
been “ the moat orderly and con­
structive convention in UAW  his­
tory.”

Reuther forces had swept nearly 
an elective offices.

He told reporters the four top 
officers of the union would sign 
non-Communist affidavits today as 
required by the Taft-Hartley act 
before unions can seek protection 
o f the National Labor Relations 
Board.

The convention last Monday di­
rected officers to file such state* 
nente.

In the final day and night, the 
convention couldn't find time, for 
several Importapt resolutions, in­
cluding one on wages and prices, 
and another on U. S. foreign poli­
cy. Both were referred to the 
new Executive .board for Its No­
vember 24 meeting in Detroit.

Paris, Nov. . 15— CP)— Tha 
French Communist party declared 
war today on Premier Paul Rama, 
dler’s policy of raising railroad, 
gaa and electric rates aa a result 
of tha cancetlatton of state sub- 
aldtea to the nationalised coal in­
dustry.

A  communique issued early to­
day after a lung meeting of the 
party's political bureau said the 
CCmmimlaU would "prepare 
everything to assure the success 
of the action of the popular 
masaea agalnat high prices.”  

Denauucea “ Famine Policy"
The Paris conimtttee of the 

party backed this up by denounc­
ing "the famine policy of the 
Ramadier government” and by 
calling on ’’all Parisians to fight 
the new famine decrees."

The government yesterday de­
creed 45 per cent IncresMs In gas 
and electric rates and a 25 per 
cent hike In railroad and subway 
fares because It said the end of 
aubsldles to the coal Industry had 
boosted coal prices more than 
1,000 franca (about 18) per ton.

The new Communist m,ove con­
stituted a new phase of tlte fair 
left struggle against the Rama­
dier government which began 
when Communlsto were ouated 
from the French cabinet last *(ay. 
It alao was a further step in the. 
party's campaign against Social­
ist and agalnat Americans, which 
began with the recent formation 
of the nine-nation Oomlnform.

The Paris communique began: 
“The Ramadier government, on 
orderi from American capitalists, 
have Just struck a real blow at the 
people of Paris."

Hartford, Nov. 15—(J*)—A chal­

lenge to the sales and use tax by 
two public utilities brought to the 
State Supreme court contentions 
that laglilation more than 30 
years old protected them from the 
leyjr, and answering arguments 
that It waa lm(K>salb1e for one 
Legislature to tie the handa of 
another, and thus grant perpetual 
tax immunity.

Plalntlffa In the case argued 
yeaterday were the CMnnectlcul 
Light and Power company, the 
Southern New England Telephone 
company and M. J. Daly and Sons, 
a Waterbury corporation which

Legislature could grant unaltera­
ble Inununlty from revision of a 
tax law by a subaequent Legisla­
ture, Rubin told the Supreme coiurt 
that the right of the General As­
sembly to take aw4y prejriously 
granted privilege shad been upheld 
repeatedly. •

Never Beea Repealed 
Howard argued that the old 

statutes not only never had been 
repealed, but also that the last 
Legislature gave "striking evl- 
dence" that It waa aware of the 
provialona of the 1013 law. This, 
he said, was shown when it passed 
a bill taxing telephone directory 
advertising "notwithstanding any 
provialona of Section 1321 (the 
1913 statute).’’

If the Legtslature had intended 
that public utllltlea pay a sales tax 
on Ungible property bought by 
them It would have said so, he ar- 
gued.

Rubin, denying there was any­
thing In the language of the sales 
tax law that could be Interpreted 
as exempting iitilltfes, said that 
the phrase "In lieu of" In the old 
statutes to which Howard had re­
ferred meant in lieu of other taxes 
imposed by the 1915 Legislature. 
The 1015 Legislature c ould not 
have contemplated exempting pub­
lic utllltlea from a sales tax be­
cause no such tax ever had been 
considered then, he said.

perior O o rt Judge Thomas E. 
Troland haa ruled that a atate- 
ment about the killing of. James 
A. Leach which James O. Buteau 
made to a state police officer waa 

freely and voluntarily given” and 
may be used aa evidence agaliuit. 
him.

The ruling came yesterday aa 
the fifth week of Buteau's trial dn 
a first degree murder charge end­
ed. Buteau, a Meriden resident, is 
accused of participating with a 
companion in the killing of L«ach, 
a Meriden assistant store mana­
ger, during a robbery attempt In 
October, 1946.

TTie statement in question was 
made to Capt. Leo F. Carroll last 
Sept. 3. the day Buteau was ar­
raigned tn court at which time 
SUte'B Attorney Abraham 8. Ull- 
man asked for the impaneling of 
a grand jury to investigate 
Leach’a death.

Illegal Detention Claimed
Buteau's counsel contended that 

the defendant waa "Illegally de­
tained" on that day when he waa 
questioned in the state's attor­
ney's office and was taken by po­
lice on a tour of the crime scene

In Meriden. He should, instead; 
have been lodged in the, county 
Jail, said his attorneys, contend­
ing that the allegedly “Illegal" de- 
tenUon had a  “casual relation" 
with CaiToU'a procurement of the 
statement.

Opposing the defense plea for 
exclusion of the statement, Ull- 
man told the court it waa “moiff 
significant" that Buteau had given 
it after appearing tn court and 
hearing the request for a grand 
jury to Investigate Leach's slay­
ing.

“He should have been on hla 
guard," Ullman remarked.

In ruling the statement admissi­
ble. Judge Troland coihmented on 
the defense objecting to Buteau's 
having been taken to the crimo 
scone by saying:

"The deviation from the jail to 
Meriden hasn’t  contaminated or 
affected or caused his confession. 
Which I find to have been freely 
and voluntarily given."

Russia la now fingering iU ace in 
the hole, there la some evidence 
that the acf la no longer as good 
as It might have- been a few 
months ago. Russia's present 
move Is not in the nature of a 
triumphant forward move. It ts 
rather a desperate attempt to.sal­
vage what does look tike defeat.

But meanwhile the peace of the 
world is in precarious balance. If 
the Communist movements In 
France and Italy can be halted. If 
they can be stopped from snow­
balling, Russia will have played lU 
ace and found it trumped.

I f  the Communist movemenU 
attain a limited success, adding to 
the misery and paralyiatlon of 
conditions In France and Italy, 
they will have succeeded in in­
creasing the burden and lessening 
the chances of success for the 
Marshall Plam

But if the Oimmunlsts do some­
how succeed in rolling to power m 
either France or Italy, w’o would 
then have a situation in which, by 
every reality of our own past pol­
icy, we Would be compelled to 
open the last war.

Aided By State Funds 
The district setup, which ia aid­

ed by state funds, does not take 
away any of tbe local authority 
now exisUng in health mattors, 
nor does It Interfere with any 
health or nursing agency, it woe 
pointed out. Towns joining ta the 
district may wdthdraw at any 
time. Tha Idas of a district baalth 
arrangement Is based on a con­
clusion that health problamz for 
on entire area may be handled 
more efficiently and economically 
than by townwide agency. And 
also that, by grouping soma amall- 
er towns with larger center* to 
which small town reaidantz natur­
ally go for medical attention, the 
health problems of an area may 
be effectively handled.

Dr. Dolce said that the legisla­
tion providea that a district would 
have a full Uma health oflicar who 
would actively suggest Improve­
ments In ganernl health and sani. 
tation lines, but would have a po­
sition calling for the exercise o f 
educational, rathn than police 
powers.

Cost Factor Oeacrlbed 
The coat factor also was ex­

plained. On a per capita baaio. It 
was brought out, Mancheater now 
pays 81 cento for health, Bolton 71 
cents, Andover about 71 cents and 
Coventry 42 cento. Charges, If the 
district plan were adopted, would 
bo stabilized on a uniform ^ r  cap­
ita baals, but the atate would “pay 
annually to each town, city or bor-. 
ough one-half of the amount, up 
to 34,000, it has paid to the health 
diatrict. Total state aid for tha 
towns conatituUng each district 
shall not exceed 3^,000 in the ag­
gregate."

The Next Problem 
The move In this area was start­

ed in Mancheater since tjila town 
is considered to be the medical 
center for the section which It la 
contemplated may join ta creation 
of a health diatrict.
