Navy that were made prior to 
June so tnit not reported to the 
Treasury lintU later.”

A tomic Ovens May Furnish 
Clues to C ancer M ystery

may also hold the clue to the un­
known causes of these malignan­
cies, and the radioactive atoms of 
the atomic ovens may be the keys

This waa predicted to the Radio­
logical Society of North America 
by Dr. Paul C. Abersold, of the 
Atomic Energy commission. Oak 
Ridge, Tqpn., In telling the X-tpy 
experts of important new tools to 
come to them from atomic sources.

X-rays In excess, and also ths 
gamma rays of radium, are known 
to cause cancer, even though they 
also cure when glvni in correct 
doses. Both these, and other equal­
ly useful radioactive rays, come 
from the atomic oyen radioactive 
'Stoma.

Caa Be Deed aa Tracers 
These atoms. Dr. Abersold sak), 

con be used as tracers to explore 
eversrthing In cancer metabolism. 
And, be added. It Is reasonable to 
expect that the tracer atoms will 
give Inlbrmstlon on the start and 
the cause o f cancers as well as how 
they are cured.

This fine dividing line between

xancer and healthy tissue was il­
lustrated to the radiologists by 
their oam hands In an exhibit by 
Margaret Dixon, Argonne Nation­
al laboratory, Chicago, one of the 
Atomic Energy commission's great 
atomic centers.

Nearly half the doctors who use 
X-rays and radium for medical 
treatment, she reported, suffer 
changes in their finger tips. The 
ridges, which make finger prints, 
become altered, being either too 
thick .or too thin. I f  this goes far 
enough, skin cancers develop on 
finger tips. -  •

Vela Chaagea Shape
Ute radioactive exposures also 

cstuw another change, at the hose 
o f the doctors’ finger najls. There 
a tiny, hairpin-shaped vein, 
changes ita eh iM  and becomes 
curly. The vein also either distends 
or gets narrower. In many elderly 
persona of 65 and mors exactly the 
seme linger nsll changes are com­
mon.

Luncheon D iplomacy

■nilp traek at Loiuloii. the lUpIo* 
matic ooBteat bettrean the Unltail 
States and Russia has shitted 
away from the formal council ta» 
hie into a deUcate but meaningful 
battle o f luncheon strategy, In 
wMch Secretary o f State Marshall 
ttas Just scored a surprise victory.

The other day. Secretary Mar­
shall, for the Srst time in the 
course of his diplomacy, made a 
gesture toward normal Intercourse 
with Russian diplomats.

Ute outside world Sint knew ot 
this opening in that mask of-cold 
rsserve and haunty IndUference 
which has been his mien toward 
tbs Russians when It was an­
nounced that Soviet Foreign Mln- 
tstar Molotov had proclaimed hlm- 
ad f prevented by previous en­
gagements from accepting Mr. 
Maishall’a apsoial inVltation to a 
private luncheon.

For Secretary Marshall, obvi­
ously. the issuance of the Invita­
tion represented an unbending, 
piece of initiative toward better 
understanding and better relation­
ship between himself and the Rus-

But it must be assumed that 
Mr. Molotov placed the most un­
favorable interpretation upon this 
invitation—that it seemed to him 
that he was being auminoned at 
the beck and call of his adversary, 
whereupon It behooved him to 
demonstrate that his own tough­
ness was still unabated. It  may 
even be that he regarded the 
American invitation as a sign of 
American weakness, indicating 
that Russia’s toughness was win­
ning the day, indicating that Rus­
sian toughness finally had Ameri­
can toughness on the nm. where­
fore the Russian cue was merely 
to stand firm a little longer and 
reap a complete victory.

It was in such reasoning, we 
suppose, that Mr. Molotov plotted 
his next move, which would In- 
>*olve an assertion of Russian dig­
nity, and seek to throw the onus 
of avoiding direct meeting back 
to Secretary Marshall.

Having excused himself from 
accepting the Marshall invitation 
an the ground of previous engage­
ments, he turned about and issued 
an invitation to Mr, Marshall. 
Would Mr. Marshall have lunch 
with Mr. Molotov? Mahomet hav­
ing refused to come to the moun­
tain, would the mountain come to 
Mahomet 7

We can feel very sure that Ma­
homet Molotov had little expecta-., 
tlon that his invitation would be 
accept^. It  seemed a perfectly 
safe gesture, which would end 
with Mr. Marshall’s regrets that 
he, too, was busy elsewhere. And 
thus, of course, the deadlock of 
toughness between Russian and 
American diplomacy' would re­
main unbroken.

It  was at this point that Mr. 
Marshall did the unexpected. He 
graciously accepted the Molotov 
invitation. He will have luncheon 
with Mr. Molotov Friday, and 
whatever fruitful conversation 
suep a meeting might produce can 
take place. \

But II Is our Interpretation 
of the Boston remark that 
Governor Mct.'onaiighy la not 
averse to having It believed 
that he was In such Isolation 
while the General Assembly 
did Its sales tax business. He 
Is, In other words, disassociat­
ing hlnwrlf from the record of 
that General Assembly and 
also from some of the defense 
o f that record which his own 
party machinery has been 
grinding nut so obviously and 
laboriously In succeeding 
months.
Another of his unguarded ' re­

marks came during a recent New 
Haven address when he rather 
surprisingly strcHsed the fact that 
his administration to'ik over a 
state In distressed financial posi­
tion. Only a few months before, he 
himself had acquiesced In the po­
litical punishment of the state au­
ditors, who had committed the 
crime of maintaining that the 
state’s financial condition was ac­
tually leas rosy than pictured by 
the state’s clique of regular fiscal 
officers.

The Meyers Pension
The manipulaOoha o f Hijr. Geh. 

Bennett E. Meyere In government 
bonda, contracts, and girl friends 
direct some blame at high  ̂Army 
offlciala, because Meyers contin­
ued to be succeeaful In these op- 
erxtlona even after an anonymous 
letter had pointed the finger at 
aome of them.

But, except by Its own negli­
gence, the Army system did not 
contribute to these aspects of 
General Meyers’ grafting.

The Army itself Is directly In­
volved, however, in the final 
"touch” General Meyers made up­
on the naUon. That was hla ra- 
tlrement on "total disability” pay 
o f $880 a month, said "total dta- 
ablllty” being based on hla plea 
that he developed a "nervoua con- 
diUon” in the course of hla serv­
ice of hla (country. This pay was 
made Income-tax free.

Until he got Into trouble on 
other' scores. General Meycra was 
all aet to get this pay for the rest 
o f hla life, without the trouble of 
subjecting hlmaelf to any medical 
review to aee whether hla "total 
disability” was continuing.

I f  General Meyers had not been 
a regular Army otnccr,.lf he had 
been n reserve officer, he would 
not have received such a life pen­
sion ’free from all future medical i 
examination. But bring a regular 
Army officer, he was a member of 
the ” club” and thus given very 
preferential treatment.

There are reported to be a good 
many cases of similar penalons, In 
some Instances covering officers 
who passed rigid physical exam­
inations during thrir aervice but 
who then, at the close of the war, 
pleaded disabilities of one kind or 
another. It Is for the papers and 
records . on these pension cases 
that President Truman has now 
called, and It la the possibility of 
disclosure of similar favoritism to 
"high brass’* which has Washing­
ton military circles alarmed. 
What General Meyers did on the 
outside was only Indirectly the re- 
sponaibtllty of the Army. But the 
question of his pension, and ot 
others which may be like it, puts 
the Army itself on the spot.

Of the 
total, $280,000,000 would be used 
to buy oerenla, $81,000,000 for 
other foods, $184,000,000 for coal, 
$35,000,000 for petroltom, $38,- 
000,000 for fertiliser and other 
agricultural auppliea, $4,000,000 
for medical supplies, and $88,000,- 
000 for cotton.

The State department has said 
that $42,000,000 would be used for 
Auetria. $227,000,000 for Italy and 
$328,000,000 for France.

Tha House committee’s bill 
doesn't any how much shall be 
allotted to any country. It merely 
Btotoi that $590,000,000 may . be 
spent to help Italy, Austria, 
France and China, with the State 
department apparently to decide 
the exact amounts.

The conunlttee also urged that 
petroleum sent abroad under the 
program be obtained outside the 
United States to “ the maximum 
extent possible and decreed that 
not more than 28 per cent o f the 
goods, supplied may be purchased 
outside' the Uhlted States at prices 
higher than those in this country.
