—The Senate today batted 
dowTi a Democratic proposal 
to grant President Truman 
“mandatory” authority to 
require industry to parcel out 
scarce cost-of-living commod­
ities. The Senate defeated an 
amendment by Democratic 
Leader Barkley (Ky.), to a three- 
point anti-inflation bill aponaored 
by Senator Taft (It., Ohio).

Could Prevent Paaaage 
The action may reault In Demo­

cratic oppoaition which could pre­
vent paaaage of the meaaure in 
the apecial aesalon of Congresa.

The vote against Barklcy’a 
amendment waa 47 to 32.

The Senate then defeated by an 
announced vote of 48 to 35 a 
aimlliar Barkley amendment which 
would have conferred the some 
mandatory power on the president, 
but give Congress authority to veto 
any of hla orders within 30 days 
after issuince.

The Taft bill would authorize 
the president to consult with In­
dustry on voluntary agreements 
designed 'to hold prices in line 
under temporary suspension of the 
anti-trust laws.

Barkley wanted to give Mr. Tru­
man power to Issue orders and reg­
ulations wnlch would compel such 
agreements.
Would "Cliange Nature" of Bill 
Taft opposed Barkley’s amend­

ment on the ground It would 
"change the entire nature" of his 
bill and "impose compulsory con­
trols over all industry."

The Ohioan said adoption would 
have made it "Impossible" to pass 
the Republican bill before adjourn­
ment of the special aesalon Friday.

Barkley disagreed and said he 
docs not believe 'rthe president of 
the United States ought to be re­
quired to huckster among busi­
ness.”

Rased On I'opiilalion
Hagedorn made his motion after 

discussion in which he remarked 
that while he conslderetl the peti­
tion had merit he would like to see 
the districting based on population 
centering Instead of geographic 
hounds. Ills view was strongly 
supported by Director Richard 
Martin who stated that In his opin­
ion districting, If entered Into cor­

Would Not solve Problem 
Director Harold Turkington op-

Experience near the armory 
has shown, ho stated, that the 
nearness of a polling place U not 
the deciding factor In a record 
vote.

In this opinion he waa not fo l­
lowed by Director Hultlne, who 
asserted that aa conditions stand, 
voting interest is light, and If ad­
ditional political activity foaterad 
■by greater cose o f voting would 
be engendered by ease of castRig 
a Itallot, then the picture might 
be greatly chungeil. Hultine ue- 
plorcd the local voting record re­
cently,

Hultlne said (hat the arousing 
of sectional political interest, in 
Ilia opinion, was not necessarily an 
evil, and Plight instead have a 
beneficial effect In increasing voter 
Interest in local issues. " I  think 
the present voting percentage is 
far too low m w ", he said.

The variance of opinion among 
Board members was reported to­

The Russian delegates, while 
going through with this reversal 
o f Russian policy, were “ smlUag" 
and "affable," and the change in 
policy was hailed by one member

One o f the most basic char­
acteristics of human conduct la 
that those who are most sure of 
their own rightness are also the 
onse most capable o f restraint In 
advocating their point o f view, 
and .most naturally tolerant of 
what they believe to be the mis­
takes of others.

Tboee who are moat sure o f 
the soundness and rightness and 
Justice of their own position are 
those most Hkely to hold Ihelr 
position with dignity, to rely on 
logic rather than upon notse, 
u|M>n persuasion ralher than up­
on pressure.
And if they aren't that way In­

stinctively. It always behooves 
them to learn how to become that 
way, to learn how to rely upon the 
strength of logic o f their convic­
tions rather than upon crtide and 
exuberant techniques. For. assum­
ing they have a good cause, their 
failure to have confldence in its 
own naUve strength la actually a 
damaging betrayal of that cause, 
and the tactics resulting from 
their own basic lack o f confldence 
In their own cause frequently 
boomerang.

Alt this choice phUosophy o «  
the coloring of human conduct 
Is offered for the beneflt of the 
CIO, aa organlsalloH which con- 
alders Itaelf the sacred defender 
o f the rights and privUegea of a  
certain section o f our popula­
tion, and aa organisation which, 
we trust, considers Itaelf to be 
right In oppoaing the Connecti­
cut salea and use tax.

But that organisation’s lack of 
really mature confldence' in Its 
own cause has M  It Into behavior 
In which It has *ade  lU  own 
Itloa seem weak, and in whic! 
baa done the cause Itself more 
barm than good.

I f  the CIO was sure that It was 
right, why was It neccessary to 
give boos and catcalls to the Gov­

ernor o f the sU to? How much 
further, with him, and with the 
people of the state, would a mod­
erate and digniflod oxpreasloa o f 
the organisation's position have 
gone? I f  It was their strategical 
object ..to place the Governor on 
the defensive, moderation would 
have accomplished that object 
perfectly. But aa It was, they res­
cued the Governor from his plight, 
turned public sympathy toward 
Mm, and did much more good 
than harm.

Again, If the CIO were sure o f 
Its grotind, why, when It came to 
the procedure of conducting a poll 
among its members on the ques­
tion o f the salea tax did It yield 
to the temptation to load the ques­
tion and the poll? Why so phrase 
the question that they themselvfs 
could not conceal their amasemefit 
at the fact that there w'ere any 
voles, at all cast against It? I f  
they were sure of their ground, 
why dl<t they not trust the com­
mon sense of their members to 
make the right choice between the 
real alternatives Involved?

All this, of course. Is labor In 
polllirs. Home o f us freely con­
cede the right o f labor to en­
gage In politics, but also note 
that experience bas shown that 
aa exaggerated over-playing of 
lalKir's hand repels the voters 
and defeats lalMir’s own ambl- 
tlons. Wo have been saying that 
labor must be pardoned Its flrst 
crudities, and that It will. In 
time, develop mnlurlly and re- 
spensIhlUty. That theory Is In 
need o f suslenance.
