Jerusalem, Dec. 23.—(/P)—  
British Tommies fought to­
day against Arabs who at­
tacked highway traffic north 
of Jerusalem, and Arab bul­
lets raked a Jewish funeral 
processsion on the sacred 
Mount of the Ascension. A 
green-turbaned Arab in a 
green ■Ilpover xwenter led the 
higkwny attMdcera la a wild ex­
change of fire with a British con­
voy, Army aourcea aald. The con­
voy blasted hiUaldea above Bab el 
Wad. from which attackers' bul­
lets wounded a Swedish joumallat 
and eight Jews thU morning.

(The wounded Swede was Iden­
tified in Stockholm as Harold 
Hagg. an artist assigned to Pales­
tine by a news agency a week ago).

Two Arabs were wounded In a 
gunfight with machine-gunners of 
Hagans, tha Jewish militia. In the 
old city of Jerusalem. Two Hagans 
fighters were reported arrested. 
Arab sources said a large con­
tingent of volunteer Arab fighters 
entered the old city just after 
dttiric.

A t Haifa, meanwhile, British 
forces brought to port a two- 
maated refugee achooner carrying 
about SM vlaaleaa Jewish Immi­
grants.

Immlgnwta Sent to Cypms
The British tranaport Ocean 

Vigor sailed for Cyprus late today 
with the vlsaleaa Immigrants from 
tha intercepted refugee ahip. Sick 
passengers Xnd their .relatives, 26 
in all, remained In Pa'lestine.

Troops of the Sixth Airborne 
division transferred the immi­
grants to the British vessel, for 
shipment to Cypnia' detention 
camps.

Arab casualties were unknown In 
the highway duel In which, one 
British officer was wounded. Army 
sources said the convoy raked the 

' attackers' poaitlon with 10,000 
rounds.

David Ben-Gurion. chairman of 
the Jewish Agency Executive, was 
reported to have been a passenger 
in one of the convoy cars under 
attack.

Should Look Ahead
But businessmen should look 

ahead, the report cautioned, to 
times when abnormal export and 
military demands, pent-up short­
ages and bad crops no longer buoy 
up the market. Hence the council 
s^d, businessmen now should 
seek a return of prices and pro­
duction that will maintain a ‘‘sta- 
blo oqullibrium of a high pro<iuc- 
tion economy’’—in other wonts, 
prosperity without booms and 
busts.

"Real price competition,’’ the 
council asserted, "means the low­
est price consistent with a fair re. 
turn in a stable economy, rather 
than the highest price that the 
traffic will bear In an unstable
economy."

The presidential advisers pick­
ed the housing industry as per­
haps "the best illustration of the 
need for keener market analysis, 
and for a much more realistic 
pricing, so that maximum produc­
tion may be sustained.

"While we are now producing 
housing at an extremely high rate, 
measured by any prewar stand­
ards, this production . ■. . is con­
centrated almost entirely on meet­
ing the needs or desires of those 
In the upper income brackets," the 
council reported.

Cost INsprnporlloiiate
To the extent that homes for 

poorer families are being erected, 
it went on. the cost is so dispro­
portionate to Income that "econ­
omic problems” some day will 
confront the home-buyer. Thus 
the price pattem "does not augur 
well for sustained high levels of

Panama, Panama, Dec. 23. 
— (/P) —  Panama’s National 
Assembly unanimously re­
fused last night to ratify a 
signed agreement giving the 
United States the right to 
lease and man 14 military 
and air Held sites as defense 
bases for the Panama canal.

The Assembly’s action took the 
form of a flat rejection of the 
pact and seemed to dose the door 
to future negotiation. Informed 
aourcea ffWre expressed belief the 
issue might wind up in the lap of 
the United Nations or some tnter- 
national arbitration tribunal.

The rejection, voted 51 to 0, 
touched off a wild celebration In 
the capital. ’Thousands o f persona 
marched through the streets 
shouting gleefully: " It  did not 
pass." In the midst of the demon­
strators was Former Foreign Min. 
later Richardo J. Alfaro, who re­
signed Dec. 9 because of opposi­
tion. to the pact.

Alfaro’a successor, Florencio 
Aroaemena, quit yesterday, a few 
hours before the Assembl;- voted, 
because of hia .tarty's opposition 
to the agreement.

Reverts to Prior St«*ua
The situation now apparently 

reverts to the status of Sept. 1, 
1946, when Panama notified the 
United States that a 1942 agree 
ment authorizing the leasing of 
Panama canal wartime defense 
sites had expired.

The United States argued then 
that the 1942 agreement was ef­
fective until a year after the 
peace treaty with Japan had been 
signed. Pa.mma .contended the 
"one year after" clause - meant 
year after General MacArthiir'a 
signing of the Japanese surrender.

The United State r owns the 
Panama Canal Zone, which splits 
the republic of Panama In two. 
The defense sites in question, in 
eluding the big Rio Hato air base, 
are all on Panama soil.

W e put his creche In our homes, re­
calling the wonder of His birth, but

o f His nativity, they only infre­
quently are told the story o f Hia 
life in such fashion that he be­
comes the captains o f their souls."

The Cardlnalc, who romped over 
the ferocious Bears twice this 
vsar to gain the Weatern Division 
diadem and thus qualified to 
tangle with tha Eaatern winners, 
win be strongly backed to cap­
ture the grand finale. They have 
diepoaed o f the Eaglea each time 
In two meetings this season- 38-21
