Dr. Howard Boyd, whose auto
was parked in St. James street,
was noticed going to it, and called
in to administer to the atricken
priest. A call to 8t. James's rec-
tory revealed that both assistants
at the parish were at the homes
of their parents, Rev. Frederick

‘Rev. Robert J. Wood in Bridge-
port, having left Christmas after-
noon and being due to return
terday. Father McLean left m
Haven at 1 o'clock and, under nor-
mal conditions, would have been
at the rectory to go on the smick
call which was attended by Father
Dunn. Due to the atorm, however,
it took Father McLesn six hours
to reach Hartford, and when he
called St. James's rectory he was
greeted with the shocking news
of the death of his beloved superi-
or.
Priest From St. Bridget's

The call for & priest was re-
layed to St, Bridget's rectory and
Rev, Bronislaw Gadarownld, as-
sistant at that parish, immediate-
ly answered and administered the
sacrament of Extreme Unction to
the dying priest.

Greek troopa, fighting up the
main highway from Joannina,
made contact with guerrillas hold-
ing the vital Bourozani bridge in
the Konitsa area, key to the main
communications lne from Joan-
nina,

Guerrillas Using Artillery
Guerrilla forces meanwhile,
were reported employing artille
and mortars extensively in an ef-
fort Lo prevent any reinforcement
of the Konitsa garrison which al«
ready has been attacked three
times and ia In & state of semi-
slege,

A brigadier named Assimakis
was driving forward with frosh
troops rushed in from western
Macedonia to relieve the garrison
whose wounded commander, Brig,
Constantine Dovas, has been di-
recting the defense of the town
from a hospital bed.

A Third Army communique said
95 guerrillas were killed and 63
taken prisoner in northern Greece
during the past 24 hours. Bcores
of guerrillas reportedly were Kkill-
ed when they unknowingly moved
into barbed wire entangiements,

Severe Fighting In Frogress

Bevere fighting was in progress
north of Kalpaki, 20 miles north
of loannina, where the main high-
way forks northeast to Konitsa.
Guerrillas, offering ferce reaist-
ance from hills covering the road,
were being steadily pushed back
with heavy losses,

The most viclent fighting oc-
curred along this road to the
Bourozani bridge, 11 miles west of
Konitaa. Several attempts by
guerrillas to Infiltrate through a
mountain pass (n this reglon re-
sulted in niany casualties, reports
sald,

Advancing government relief
forces smashed a strong guerrills
defense point five miles northeast
of Kalpaki, and military author-
ities claimed the units which cap-
tured the Bourcsani bridge had
come from Albania.

Six Powerful Attacks

Reign of Terror
Grips China’s Colleges

Pelping, China—A relgn of ter- |
ror grips Chinesa colleges and unl. I
versities today.

The eminent professor in a
Peiping university who made
that blunt statement asked m»
not to identify him for fear he |
would  suddenly disappear, as|
have numerous other professors,
also critical of the Natlonallst!
Government, '

The majority of people T have |
talked to in China are sick and|
tired of the present administra-
tfon, which one summed up as
“the inefficient, bureaucratic,
corrupt Nationist Government."
And the most outapoken of all
are college studenta; hence the
government has used Iits most
rigid measures to squelch this
colleglate eriticism,

Right now, two students from
Pelping University, Meng Hsien
Kun and Lee Kung Yi, are being
held by military authoritiegy for
having expressed opposition to
the gavernment. No one has been
successful  in efforts to  learn
where they are being held or
when they will be tried.

Military authorities have admit-
ted they hold the two atudents, as
well ag two teachers from the
Bridgeman School, and hint that
they will be given a mlilitary
trinl, which usually means n
rlosed  hearing before a court
martial board.

A few months ago a girl stu-
dent, Kung LI Kong, left home
to call on a liberal professor to
return a novel she had borrowed
810 falled to return, and the next
day her frantic parents learned
from friends that the professor
had been under surveillance by
the secret police, She was selzed
because she was seen entering the
house of the liberally-inclined
teacher

A atrike of students in Shang-
hal, Peiping and other cities re-
sulted in Kung L4 Kone's release
n few dayns later. But before they
let her go, secrel police threat-
ened serious consequences if she
talked about her experiences.

As a result of the student pro-
tost strike, some 400 students and
30 professors In the Shanghal
urea alone  were barred by the
military, under various pretexts,
from returning to school this se-
mester,

Yeng Ching University, on the
outskirts of Peiping, g consid.
ered a typical Christian college
on the liberal side. It has 624
students, half of whom receive
scholarships or aid from alumni
or American and British con-
tributors. It prides itself on fits
emphasis on giving impoverished
students an opportunity for high-
er education. Yeng Chiang's act-
ing president is Cornell-educated
William Adolph. Its former presi-
dent was Leighton Stuart, now
United States Ambassador to
China,

At Yeng Ching T talked to stu-
dents and professors representing
a variety of political viewpoints.
one wanted his name used be.
cause of the government's activi-
ties axainst those who are openly
anti-Nationslist The govern-
ment brands all such people as
“radicals” or "Communists,’” and
keeps an eapecially close watch
on student leaders.

Stuch activities are bitterly con-
tested by the college students.
They remember that when the
Nationalist Government was
elected, one of [ts pron.ses was
freedom of speech. At Yeng
Ching, students say the secret po-
lice have tried to get agents en-
rolled in  some of the colleges,
but, according to a professor, the

agents were not able ta pass the
cm.(ln'e examinations,

muniat party line, sald he doubt-
ed “if more than eight per cent
of the 924 studenta at Yeng Ching

j could be classed as Communists.

About an equal number are defi-
nitely anti-Comunist, The great
majority of the students are
plainly and aimply anti-govern-
ment, opposed to the corrupt, In-
efficlent Nationalist administra-
tion."

The middle-of-the-road students
I talked to told me: “It's not that
we want Comunism or belleve
In It. It's just that we want a
change, and we want It with all
our hearts. If something {s not
done soon to correct conditions In
the government, many of these
people who merely want a change
will begin looking oward Com.
munism as the only possible way
of getting that change.”

Lemon Julce Is No Cure-All

Lemon juice may destroy tooth
structure particularly If It is taken
dally at other than mealtime,
Two Mayo Clinic doctors recent-
ly examined 50 patients who had
developed destruction of their teeth
aa the result of using lemon julce

as a medicine, Most of them were
women (four to one), and they
came from 22 states, Mexico, Can-
ada and Puerto Rico, which indi-
cates how  wideapread this prac-
tice has become.

In each case lemon juice was
taken in water between meals,
most often upon arising in the
morning. It was taken as a rem-
edy for rheumatism, constipation,
| Possibility that acids are de-
|slwylnx teeth ia suspected when
persons complain of sensitivity to
!hnt food and drink. Another sign
‘of acld injury is abrence of stain
and stain lnes on teeth,

Should Be Used As Food

In the cases reported by the
Mayo Clinic doctors, the degree and
rate of enamel destruction varied
even though the same quantity of
lemon juice was taken in about
the same manner. Some teeth
showed marked destruction after
only a few months of use while
others had undergone less destruc-
tion of enamel following use for
more than a year,

Etching and decalcification of
the teeth by action of lemon juice
has been known for a long time,
Lemons are a dependable source
of vitamin C and should be used
as a food with meals.

Question: My husband has been
told that he has silicosis which
was contracted in 2 mine. Can
anything be done to help him?

Answer: In sillcosis, the deposits
of silicate in the lung cause scar
tiszue to develop,; and this cannot
be cured by medicine. Silicosis
patients must learn to adjust
themselves to their limited lung
capacity.
