We are now in Greece to help
the Greeks.

That is
tragic for the Greek people, trag-
ic for America’s reputation
abroad, and also tragic for the
world, since great nations who
wander up blind alleys are alwaya
tempted to use war as the escape
from their predicamient.

This country needs to re-exam-

Curbs Again

Government Reimposes
Price Controls on
Meat and Butter

Ottawa, Jan. 16— (#—Canadian
consumers, beset by steadily soar-
ing living costs, looked for at feast
partial rellef today in the gov.
ernment's reimposition last night
of price controls on meat and but-
ter,

In addition, the government said
it will ask Parliament to extend
rent controls until March 31, 148,

Controls on meat and butter
were lifted last fall, and since that
time prices have climbed, accom-
panled by the angry protests of
consumenrs,

In -©ttawa, butter Is currently
melling for 78 cents a pound whole-
sale, and residents who have a
fancy for beefsteak find It
priced at 60 to 65 cents.

(Butter costa consumers around
95 cents a pound in New York City
and steak costs them from 65 to
0 cents a pound).

Finance Minister Douglas Ab-
bott, who announced the re-imposi-
tion of controln on the two prime
staples last night, said = ceiling
price would be fixed on butter in
a day or two, pegged on a whole-
sale price per pound in Montreal of
67 cents, It will take about two
weeks to evolve a meat celling, he
said.

Although Abbott said meat ceil-
ings will mean Cahadisn wholesale
and retail prices for pork will be
conkiderably above those of .a
month nﬁo. they will be lesa than
many prices reported during the
past fortnight. Beef, lamb and
veal prices will be fixed at prices
“moderately above" cellings abol.
ished iast October.

Bacon, beef, and other prices
tilted sharply upward Jan. 2 when
Canada concluded new food cors
tracts with Great Britain at ine
creasen of seven to 22 per cent.
Abbott announced also that
margin of profit controls are be-

increasingly expensive . imported
fruita and vegetables.

In addition, he sald, prices of
certain types of fertilizsers which
have jumped briakly recently, are
to be cut by government action,
including a rollback of the price
of basic chemical Ingredients,

But the finance minister, who
warned that the war-time Prices
and Tradea board is considering
prosecution of persons “who ap-
pear to have been sellirig at prices
higher than is reasonable or just,”
indicated the control program was
a stop-gap measure. He told
Canadians the government does
not intend to return to a general
price control program.

Canada, Abbott continued, will
retain price cellings—carried ever
since the war— on sugar and
molasses, olls and fats, certain
canned frults and vegetables
primary iron, steel and tin, until
circumstances justify their re-
moval.

Last June, Canada removed I8
remaining w~ar-time controls gen-
erally and prices went up slightiy.
In Novembér, hoivever, when the
government announced its  pro<
gram of restricting imports 10
conserve dollars, prices spurted
upward.

Canada first began price con-
trols in 1941, and until January,
1946, nearly all goods and services
were controlled. With the begine
ning of 1846 the decontrol pro-
gram began, including five major
steps which removed ceilings from
products of which there appeared
an ample supply. '
