‘Sheer Ignorance of Eu-
ropean Listeners’ As-
serted Handicap

New Haven, Jan, 20—(A—
Charles W. Thayer, chief of the
State Department’s International
Broadcasting diviison, sald during
a Bromley lecture delivered at
Yale university yesterday that the
task of his office was handicapped
by “the sheer ignorance of our lis-
teners sbout the United States and
democragy.”

Thayer in discuasing “the Voice
of America’” broadcasts beamed to
pierce the so-called “lron curtain™
of eastern Europe, told his listen-
ers that while It is correct to say
that “in the long run, the truth
will out, the long run in these days
of supersonic speeds I8 sometimes
too long, and unless we help It
along, the truth will catch up too
Inte.”

In the sec-
ond place, as & United States
United Nations official, as Repub-
Hean adviser to Secretary of State
Marshall, and as a participant in
the important international con-
ferences of the period, he is =&
statesmsan and diplomat.

It is not even possible for us, he
said, to buy peace with money
" alone. If we want to do anything,
must provide also “the con-
structive ideas for which the

whole world stands in walt."

abandon the reticence he has hith-
erto imposed on himself because
of his official connection with
American policy is a development
of some significance. 1t is a de-
velopment which holds out the
hope that this America may atiil
catch and restrain itself before it
betrays ftself by a headlong role
in the creation of another war. [t
s significant when & man who
has been po close to the formation
and execution of American for-
eign policy publicly warns his
own country against a policy
dominated by the military, and
publicly proclaims what has al-
ways been the truth, which is that
American |deals, and not Ameri-
can force, are this country's true
winning weapons. It la important,
and something of a revelation jus-
tifying the fears and comments of
some of the rest of us, that Mr,
Dulles should feel that he must
speak out for sanity, let the infer-
ences of national insanity fall
where they may.

We are not sure that the good

and sane does not always out-
weigh the evil and the Insane in
this country of ours. But there
are periods when the good and
sane timidly subordinate them-
selves to what seems to be the
prevalling public mood of the mo-
ment, or abdicate before the pol-
icies of “practical” and “realistic”
men, or mistakenly think that
they can engage in some eventu-
ally advantageous compromise
with things they know to be fun-
damentally wrong.
If we are emerging from such
a period, into a period when men
are beginning to realize that they
have perhaps one last chance to
speak the truth that is in their
own hearts, one last chance to re-
exalt the principles which have
made this nation great, one last
chance to'choose the hard work of
peace rather than the easy fatal-
ism of war, one last chance to re-
gard the lessons of religion not as
something in & special compart-
ment, but as the lessons by which
the every day world must be run,
if it would swrvive for fts own
great and glorious future, then
there can still be hope, and a clear
opening of the road down which
men of sanity and good will must
and should fight their way.

Mr. Baruch's Heresy

his appearance before the Senate
Foreign' ,/Relations Committec.

Object to Percentage Culs

But there was gomae ohjection
to Knutson's proposal for per-
centage cuts ranging from 30 per
cent at the bottom to 105 for
those with high-bracket incomes.
The best guess was that thege
percentages would be trimmed all
along the scale,

Republican  spokesmen have
adopted the wiew that upping of
the personal exemption along with
the community tax plan will ap-
peal to the largest number tax-
payers and voters and will soften
objections to some reduction for
high-bracket individuals,

Any bill faintly similar to the
Knutson measure s expected to
draw a velo, but Republicans are
hopeful they can attract enough
Democratic support to override a
presidential objection.

Mr. Truman, insiating the gov-
ernment’s totsl revenye must not
be reduced, has called for a new
excesy profits levy to offset the
$3,200,000.000 reduction he pro-
posed in individual income taxes.

Sea No Change For Plan

Even the most optimiatig Demo-
crats have conceded privately that
there is no chance for the pres'-
dent's plan, although they plan to
make a fight for It when the G,
O. P. bill reaches the House floor,
perhaps late thia month.

Besides the tax issue, today's
Steering committee decision also
was looked to as a gulde for the
congressional Budget committee
called Into session Thursday to
look over Mr. Truman's $39,700,-
000,000 budget for the fiscal year
starting July 1. Republicans are
calling for cuts ranging up to
$5,000,000,000.
