DIecloee Mlantest Details 
The book’s 362 pages disclose 

the minutest details o f the two- 
year Moecow-Bcrlln honeymoon 
which began when the men who 
now rule Russia negoUated a non- 
aggression pact with Hitler and 
which ended with Hitter’s ]treach- 
erous attack on the Soviet Union 
June 22, 1941.

It gives the word-by-word deals 
which led the 1939 friendship 
treaty as well ae the texts o f the 
then top secret additions under 
which Germany and the Soviet un­
ion carved Poland and northeast­
ern Europe Into spheres of Influ­
ence or outright control.

And It tells how Premier Stalin 
demanded, without even getting an 
answer, a free hand In Finland, a 
military baae near the Dardanelles 
and a dominant voice In the oll- 
rlch Middle Blast In return for s 
four-power Axis.
Actloa Follows Long Dtacnaslon 

The Stats department volume 
was published last night after 
months of discussion among fhp 
officials here as to what disposi­
tion should be made of the docu- 
menta which were captured by 
American forces when Berlin fell 
and which Russia fought succesa- 
fully to exclude from the Nuern­
berg war crimes trial.

Originally it was announced that 
these and a great mass o f other 
captured records would be pub­
lished by common agreement 
among the United States, Britain 
and France jn a series of books 
giving a total picture o f Hitler’s 
International Intrigues.

In condemning all attempts to

Drunk Driving 
Cases Boosted

Over 1 4 00  in the State 
Last Year to Reach an 
Alarming Peak
Hartford, Jan. 22—(Special)— 

Drunken driving cases in Con­
necticut courts totaled 1407 last 
year to reach an “alarming’’ five- 
year peak for such arraignments. 
State Motor Vehicles (3ommimloner 
Elmer S. Watsen said hero today.

The state official declared that 
an increase cf 169 sueh esses over 
the 1946 total of 1238. which vras 
second highest, “ represents an sl­
at ming situation of genuine peril 
or. Connecticut roads and high­
ways."

The five-year peak waa reached 
from a low of 1016 drunken driving 
cases tn 1914. with 1235 such cases 
recorded In 1943 and 1086 in 1945.

Provisional figures of the de­
partment showed today that moro 
than 820 convicted drivers waited 
at least six months each last year

The railroada feel it is due shippers. 
pa.ssengers, empluyea, stockholders, slid 
the general public to know that through­
out these negotiations and in mediation, 
they have not only exerted every effort to 
reach a fair and reasonable settlement.
but they have also met every requirement 
of the Railway laibor Act respiting the 
negotiation, mediation, and arbitration of

1,175,000 ero^oyes, represented by nine­
teen unions. Hut these three! unions, rep­
resenting only 125,000 men, are trying to
get more. They are demanding also many 
new working rules not embraced in tho 
settlement with the conductors and train­
men.

Incidentally, the Switchmen’s Union of 
North America represents only- about 7 
per cent o f all railroad switchmen, the 
other 93 per cent being represented by the 
Brotherhood of Railroad lYainmen and 
covered by the settlement with that union.

S trike  Threat
The leaders of these three unions spread a 
strike ballot while negotiations were still 
in progress. This is not a secret vote but is 
taken by union leaders and votes are 
signed by the employes in tho presence 
of union representatives.

When direct negotiations failed, the 
leaders o f these three unions rcfusixl to 
loin the railroads in asking the National 
Mediation Board to attempt to' settle the 
dispute, but the Board took jurisdiction 
at the request of the carriers and has been 
earnestly attempting since November 24, 
1947, to bring about a settlement. The 
Board on January 1.5, 1948, announced 
jta inability to reach a mediation settle­
ment. The leaden o f the unions rejected 
th6 request o f the Mediation Board to 
arbitrate. Tbs railroads accepted.

The threat of a strike cannot Ju.stlfy grant­
ing more favorable conditions to 125,000 em­
ployes than have already been pul in effect 
for 1,175,000, nor sill it alter tbe opposition 
of the railroads to unwarranted wage in­
creases or to changes in working rules which 
are not Justified.

A Rabnff To The MUitary
Preaident Truman's instinct to 

place military men In almost 
every conceivable type of govern­
ment position—and an under- 
atandable and somewhat tardy re­
action against such a policy -are 
both on view in the controversy 
over the President's nomination of 
MaJ. Oen. Laurence S. Kutcr to 
he chairman of the Civil Aeronau­
tics Board.

The Proaldent wanted not only 
the privilege of naming a general 
to this "c iv il" board, but he alao 
wanted the privilege o f retaining 
for the general his full status in 
the Army, so that he could remam 
a general and receive a general's 
pay while serving in the proposed 
civil post.

I t  hss been the Senate Armed 
Servioea Committee, a group cer­
tainly aympathetic to the military 
side o f things, which has placed 
lu  eoUd BO in the path o f the 
Preeldcnt's deelgn.

The first time it said no, the 
President attacked the committee 
for its disservice to the nation, as 
I f only this particular general 
could possibly be qualified to 
serve on the Civil Aeronautics 
Board.

Subsequently, the President 
summoned the members o f the 
committee to the White Houae, eo 
he could put personal pressure on 
them.

The committee responded by 
agreeing to reconsider its previ­
ous V(ke, which it did. But when 
It took Its new vote, the outcome 
was the same as before. The com­
mittee still said no, and, accord­
ing to reliable report, its decision 
was based clearly on Its feeling 
that there must be some limit to 
the encroachment o f mlUtory per­
sonnel on clviUan fields.

Such an awakening o f tradition­
al American prlnclplea on the part 
o f Congrees must ba dlaappolntlng 
to Admiral WUUam D. Leahy, the 
Presldent’a peraonal aide, who slU 
la the intimacy o f the White 
House urging a  tougher and 
tougher America, driving civilians 
like James F. Byrnes out o f their 
posts, and industriously spinning 
the web o f infiuence which can 
turn America into a. purely mill- 
taristic state. I t  would be further 
good news i f  the Congressional re­
buff to Mr. Truman should open 
hla own eyes to the effect that he 
haa been the Leahy ChasUc Mc­
Carthy long enough.

Tuesday night, at 6 o'clock, he 
began predicting anow, to begin 
Wednesday afternoon and con­
tinue until n ight Wednesday 
morning he, like the rest o f us, 
woke up to snow in fa c t  and then 
predicted that it would total from 
six to eight Inches before it ended 
late Wednesday.

Wednesday morning, about 8 
•o'clock, he offered a possibility 
that the anow might, later In the 
day, change to .sleet and rain. As 
we beard thia particular broad­
cast, we looked out the window, 
and the anow had already turned 
to rain.

Meanwhile, the factor that 
makes our poor luckless official 
weatherman the underdog ia that 
Hartford's Superintendent of 
Streets has purchased the services 
o f a private weather forecasting 
firm In Boston. Thin firm called 
him shortly after three o'clock 
Tuesday afternoon, warning ut 
anow on the way, and also warn­
ing that from one to  three Inches 
o f this snow would have arrived 
by 8 o'clock Wednesday morning. 
Still later, the Boston private 
serv le t called again to warn that 
the anow would begin soon after 
midnight.

Aa compared with such accura­
cy, the official weatherman was 
late in discovering the atorm, off 
almoat 12 hours in scheduling Its 
potential arrival, and actually be­
hind developments outside his own 
window when he predicted that it 
might turn to rain. And, for that 
matter, ha made precisely ths 
aasM error la  timing in his pro- 
diettoas ootussmlng the storm last 
werimid.,

For such a  pitiable underdog, 
we have a consolation and a sug- 
■Mttoa. First, hto plight o a a i 
posribly get worse. There must 
be better days coming. And, in

I t  seems to be s  mstter of tra­
dition by this time that ths an­
nual banquet o f the State Develop­
ment Commission shell wend Its 
genial and sometimes hilarious 
course through the major part of 
its evening only to come up sharp 
against something o f a sermon to­
ward the end of the evening.

Tellingly, he 
touched on the matter of state sal­
aries, pointing out that no execu­
tive o f the great State o f Connec­
ticut even approaches the salary 
be would receive in private Indus­
try, pointing out that no state 
executive cornea clom to the 818,- 
000 the city o f Hartford is paying 
its new city onanager.

Then, aa bis main tbems, he 
toudied on the two dominant na­
tional queatlons o f 1M8, the prob­
lem o f domeatle Inflation and the 
problem of aid to Bkirope. In his 
own dlacusslon he tried to raise 
these two problems to where he 
thought they should be—above the 
realm o f party politics. He gave 
a somewhat moving dracrlptlon of 
the way in which Ambassador 
Douglaa had, the previous day, 
presented the Marshall Plan to the 
House Foreign Affairs Committtee 
In Washington. He gave, and in­
tended to give, the Impression that 
these are days testing America, 
and American democracy, aa they 
have never been tested before.

Bat o u r ' ^unsnawy et his 
speech does not snooeesfully 
convey tbe nwln point, which 
waa that In this spee^  Oov- 
eraor McConaughy was that 
serious. Mg, broad-minded, con­
structively tolerant Individual he 
la aad can be whenever he de- 
Mdee to be hlmeeit aad not both­
er to trifle with tho asore ob­
vious manners o f the political 
game. FoT many e t those et 
the dinner he had been, perhaps,’ 
through the paetl year, a  far-off 
symbol o f troahle and vr.atro- 
versy at Hartford. Not e per­
son at the dinner left oltbont 
Increased respect fo r hto.

us o f being up and down on Oov 
emor McConaughy ao erratically 
that we seem in serious need of a 
mental sedative. W e admit the 
vacIllaUon, but wo will at least 
try to claim for ourselves that it 
derives from our sealous admira­
tion of the man at his best,' and 
from our perhaps too eager wish 
to sec him at that high atandard 
all the time, and for him to know 
that in it lies his own basic pollt 
ical strength.

As Leader o f Can*

{ Ottawa, Jan. 2J.— — Prim* 
FVlnUter William Lyon Mackensie 
K iac aaya he wanta to retire aa 
leaser o f Canada'a dominant Llb< 

,eral partly, and thua—according to 
dnninion tradition — aa prime 
mtnlater, aa aoon aa the party 
aamea hla auccoaaor.

In an addreaa before the National 
Uberal federation'# Advtaory coun­
cil Tueaday night, he asked that a 
Uberal convention be aiimmoned 
next aummer to aelcct hla eucrea- 
ao> aa the {larty'a boaa.

Political circles interpreted the 
78-year eld prime minister’s care­
fully qualified remarks to mean 
that he wanta to get out of office 
and polltica thia year, but that he 
Would conaent'to being drafted if 
the country needs him further.

Would S«lrpaas Empire Record
King, who has been in office for 

all but five and a half years since 
Doc. 29, 1981, would by April 20, 
IMS, aurpaas the empire record for 
length of prime miniaterial aervice, 
art up by Robert Walpole o f Bri­
tain, who aerved for 7,019 days 
early in the 18th century as head 
o f  Brltaln’a government.

Informed political sources pre­
dicted that Louis St. LaurenL 06- 
yearold , minister of external af-

fairs, would be chosen to succeed 
King, both to the party leadership 
and the. prime mlnistor'a post.

Under the Canadian political fqrs- 
tem it has been traditional for the 
same man to hold leadership of 
the party in power and the post 
of prime minister.

King succeeded the la\e Sir Wil­
frid Laurier as Liberal leader In 
1919 and first became prime mini­
ster In December, 1921, serving un­
til 1930 with the exception of the 
summer of 19M.

Headed Oppoaltlon Five Tears
In 1930 he was defeated by R. B. 

Bennett, Conservative, and for the 
next five years headed the Liberal 
opposition. In October, 1933, Jie 
was returned to office with the 
greatest majority any party ever 
had in the Canadian Parliament. 
He was re-elected In 1940 and 
again in 1915, but with lesiler ma­
jorities.

Reports in political circles have 
It that S t Laurent was persuaded 
to remain in the cabinet after the 
end of the war on the assurance 
that he would succeed King as 
prime minister .

One of the most important fea­
tures of King's career has been 
the development of Canada's rela­
tions with the United States. St. 
Laurent, if he succeeds King, pro­
bably will be committed to the 
same course.

Some political writers took the 
view that King's cautious asser­
tion of a desire to retire from ac­
tive politics was deliberately 
worded to leave the door open for 
the Liberal party to draft him for 
continuous service.

Mer«l3' Typical Statement
Others said it merely was a 

typically qualified King statement 
and that be.Intended to put hlm-

jolf defliiilcly out ot the political 
picture after the convention was 
held.

King at one point said he wish­
ed "1 could feel it were In the In­
terests of the party not to con­
template that severance” of active 
political relationships. He said If 
he were 10 years younger he 
"should greatly prise the oppor­
tunity to continue in a position of 
leadership in times like the pre­
sent."

But, referring to the fact that 
no party convention bad been held 
since his nomination as leader in 
1919, he added that he felt It "im ­
perative that the party should 
have at least the opportunity to 
consider what in its own Interest 
may be for the best."

Emphasises Great Concern
At the same time he emphasized 

the great concern be felt over the 
International situation.

Throughout his speech, however, 
he emphasized the fact that he 
bad long desired to give up active 
politics and write memoirs.

Some observers said they were 
sure King sincerely desires to re­
tire after the convention but that 
he might be prepared, if the inter- 
n a t lo ^  picture grew worse to 
continue further as prime minis­
ter, possibly separating this job 
from the party leadership.

"Preaenta Serious Challenge” 
“From Monday to Friday of last 

week I personally signed 414 final 
decrees of divorce. During the 
same five-day period the Marriage 
License bureau in the county Is­
sued 474 marriage licenses. The 
number of broken homes presents 
a serious challenge.”

Judge Cunningham attributed 
many family break-ups to new so­
cial and economic pressures and 
added "we are living in a changing 
world and the multitudes of di­
vorces are forcing some unpleasant 
changes in the American way of 
Hfe.”

He cited as a contributing factor 
a  “tendency for everyone to be oc­
cupied with too many activities.

"Children at an early age be­
come engrossed in extra curricular 
activities.” he said, “and both 
father and mother are Inclined to 
belong to too many organisations 
and then spend too little time at 
home enJojring. their children and 
seeing th^t they receive the proper 
home training, love and affection.”

Farmers Told 
To Pay Debts

Dewey Gives Advice on 
‘Beat Protection' in 
Possible Recession
Albany, N. T., Jan. 22— on — 

Gov. Thomas E. Dewey advises 
Amsrican farmers thst their "best 
protection” against a  possible re­
cession is to pay their debts now 
and not expand any further.

The govemoi, a candidate for 
the Republican presidential nom­
ination, gave the counsel last 
night at ths 116th annual dinner 
meeting of the New York SUte 
Agricultural society.

He said that if economic condi­
tions should dictate large govern­
ment subsidies, "it seems to ba 
much more logical to subsidise s 
continued high consumption of 
full agricultural production" 
rather than pay for crop curtail­
ment.

“People Need to Eat" 
“People need to eat," he ob­

served, “even if they are in a 
depression.”

“Every attempt to Impose arti­
ficial restrictions or controls in 
agriculture Is IneviUbly fore­
doomed to faUur.," Dewey main­
tained.

“The New Deal policy to meet a 
collapse," he asserted, “is to col­
lapse the fsri.iers. I have always 
opposed thst policy and would 
consider production controls only 
sa a last rssort"

Government support of prices 
of farm products, in Dewey's 
opinion, "should not be high 
enough to make production con- 
trala necessat-y.

“Such proposala aa minimum 
Income payments for ail farmers," 
he continued, “might turn our 
fkrmers into a dependent class."

The govemot', who owns a large 
dairy farm in Dutchess county, 
said he had been naked many 
times lately how farmera should 
protect themselves against a  re­
cession.
“SkuBld Not Expoad Farther”

“Of course,” h. said, "the best 
protection of any farmer is to pay 
off debti now. Also, farmers 
should not expand any further. If 
a real collapse should occ^ , gov­
ernment will be using desperate 
remedies for both c ity  and rural 
population.”

In cautioning against fuVther 
expansion, Dewey made it plain

ha was not advocating curtail­
ment of production but was urg­
ing farmers to keep within their 
present opcrstlonal limits. *

Dewsy advocated letting the 
farmera tbemseivsa plan and car­
ry out agricultural programs, with 
govsrnmsnt confined to the role 
of helper.

Governor Non-C^mnilt- 
lal on Exempting Pro- 
diirtion Materials

Hartford, Jan. 22—le i—Govern­
or MeConaughy gave no Indication 
toilay that he would favor exempt­
ing Instruments of production 
from the sales tax.

Asked how he felt'about the de­
mand of industry to exempt ma­
chinery. equipment and other arti­
cles purchased or stored for use, i 
the govcinor observed that no In­
stance where industry has left the 
state or new industries have re­
fused to come in because of the 
sales tax has come to his atten­
tion.

Industrial leaders are now ask­
ing for relief from this tax on 
equipment supplies after having 
lost a test case in the Connecticut 
Supreme court.

He pointed out that the last Leg­
islature reduced the unemploy­
ment Insurance tax on employ-era 
which a-lU yield them much more 
than they will have to pay out In 
sales taxes.

Carter W. Atkins, director of 
the Connecticut Public Ebependi- 
ture council, has recommended to 
the governor that these Instru­
ments of production for industry 
and agriculture be exempted at 
next month's special sesalon of the 
Legislature. The governor made no 
committments but indicated itner- 
est In a "broader interpretation” 
of this phase of the tax. He re­
ferred to the Colorado law which 
exempts materials and equipment 
which become an integral part of 
the product.

On the broader question of tax 
modifleation the governor said 
that the second half returns would 
determine how far the state 
should go in lowering the present 
three per cent rate In handling 
the exemption problem. He aaid 
he would not oppose a one per 
cent rate If It did not reault in 
aerioua withdrawals of exemp­
tions that would reduce Income 
too far. He felt that modification 
should be based on the total in­
come possibilities fer the entire 
four-year period of the tax. He 
aaid the aurplusea of the first 
three quarters should be used to 
reduce the tax as far as poasible 
for the last five quarters.

Tax Oommissloner Walter W. 
Walsh la suggesting a one per 
cent rate with a minimum of ex­
emptions, but the governor aaid 
that he had not talked with the 
commissioner on this subject.

"I do not believe that food pur- 
rhased for home consiimpt'ion 
should be taxed." the governor 
said. He also indicated a similar 
attitude towards low cost meals 
consumed outside the home.

A reduction to two per cent in 
rate with broader exemptiona bas­
ed on experiences to date with 
various groups affected now looms 
as a probable compromise modi­
fication. The increased school 
grant and the annual fixed 
charges on the veterans’ bonus 
were being characterized a-s 
"anchora” to any sales tax pro­
gram that may be adopted. Any 
impairment/of Uieae two prime 
financial *needa by the special ses­
sion or even the 1949 regular ses­
sion was being discounted as un­
likely.

and the expanding ambitions she 
had in Europe and Asia during the 
time Stalin was willing to do bust 
ness with Hitler.

By comparison with the Krem­
lin’s objectives then, the record 
since the war ended with Russia 
on the Allied side shows that Sta­
lin hat succeeded during the past 
30 months in establishing a much 
vaster sphere of control than he 
ever had demanded of Hitler.

High Point of Collaboratioa 
The high point of Russo-German 

collaboration, the new publication 
shows, was reached In the summer 
of 1940 when Soviet Foreign Min­
ister Molotov was recorded in Ger­
man memoranda as having "ex­
pressed the warmest congratula­
tions of the Soviet government on 
the splendid success of the German 
armed forces" which then 'were 
smashing the free nations of west­
ern Europe.

It was later that year, after 
Russia had become alarmed by the 
new three-power pact among Italy, 
Germany and Japan, that the ques­
tion arose of Russia’s making the 
Axis a four-way hookup.

The deal was suggested to Molo­
tov by Nazi Foreign Minister von 
Ribbentrop- later to be hanged a.s 
a'war criminal at Nuernberg -dur­
ing Molotov’s famous visit to Ber­
lin in November. Ribbentrop of­
fered two secret agrcer.ients which 
would have had the effect of divid­
ing Europe, Asia and Africa 
among the four powers, excluding 
America and Britain from those 
continents and assuring the Soviet 
union of control of the Darda­
nelles.

Wider Soviet Sphere Sought 
Later, in a note sent to Berlin 

from Moscow by German Ambas­
sador Count von dcr Schulenbuig, 
Molotov offered to conclude such a 
pact provided a wider Soviet 
sphere was guaranteed.

The Russian demand covered 
inclusion of Finland in this sphere, 
a Soviet-Bulgarian mutual assist-1 
ance pact, a Russian land and sea I 
base witliin range of tl.e Dar-1 
danelles and flat assurance that 
the "area south of Batum and 
Baku in the general direction of 
the Persian gulf Is recognized as 
the center of the aspirations of 
the Soviet Union.”

Hitler’s government never re­
plied to these proposals. Instead, 
documents from the German 
secret files showed Uiat on Dec. 
18, 1940, Hitler ordered his
Armies to prepare "to crush 
Soviet Russia In a quick campaign 
even before the conclusion of the 
war against Eiigland.”

Balkans Domination Issue 
One of the sources of conflict 

which eventu. lly seems to have 
brought HItlier’s decision to at­
tack Russia was the Issue of who 
was to dominate the Balkans.

The original Moscow-Berlin non- 
aggression pact carried a secret

pub­
lished for the first time, assigning 
Russia the Baltic states, except 
for Lithuania which she later got 
anyway, and the eastern section 
of Poland beginning immediately 
east of Warsaw. Russia was also 
given a largely free hand to take 
Bessarabia from Romania, but 
the complete control of the Bal­
kans which she obtained with the 
.end of the -ar waa not provided 
for.

One of the first troubles which 
followed the slgnj.rg of the non- 
aggresslon pact came in the sum­
mer of 1940 when Russian forces 
seized BesMrabia and also north­
ern Bucovina withopt what the 
Germans considered adequate con-. 
.sultatlon. The Germans objected, 
too. wheir the Soviets casually 
took over a strip of Lithuania 
which had been assigned to Ger- 
trrany.

From the first page of the 
State department volume to the 
last entry the theme la one , of 
R.iS8ian efforts to be friendly with 
Germany.

Closer ReUtlons Suggested
In the opening document Rus­

sian Aipbassadoi' |lerekalov had 
called at th4 Gel-man Foreign Of­
fice In April, 1939, and suggested 
that closer relations were possible 
between the iwo powers.

Soviet-German trade talks, then 
political negotiations, the non-ag- 
gressiop pact, the secret agree­
ments on the partitioning of Po­
land and the Baltic countries, the 
almnit-.successful negotiations for 
a four-|>ower Axis pact and ftnuily 
the rapid breakdown of relations 
ending in war.

“Oorae onl" "Dig!” "Go get 

’em!" ‘these were some of the

Y. M. C. A. In New Haven, Satur- 
day, as the local mermen edged 
out a tough East HaVen opponent, 
40-85.

It  waa the second win. for the 
locals. The victory was »)■» a 
moral one. This 1s the first time 
East Haven had been beaten this 
year. East Haven, one of the 
leading teams in the state, was 
tied with Hartford Public for 
State honors previous to the Man- 
cheater encounter.

Five firsts, three seconds and 
twro thirds were gained by Man­
chester.
