The most elogquent and startling
statement in the report the Comn-
necticut Public Expenditure Coun-
cil made to Governor McConaughy
In ita taxation survey was only an
incidental statement, and perhaps
the most newaworthy thing about

Public Expenditure Council com-
ment upon the two facts it hap-
pened to link together, incidental-

Early in the course of its report,
the Connecticut Public Expendi-
ture Coutncil surveyed Connecti-
cut's present tax structure, finding
that “total state tax receiptsa for
the year ended June 30, 1947, ex-
cluding gasoline tax receipts
which are dedicated to highway
puposes, were $36,792,332."

Thea, with the lightest touch
of a comparison, the Councll
observed that:

“Thus a new tax producing
$26 millions would yleld about
10 per cent aa much as all other
state taxes combined were pro-
duciog In 1047."

Having watched the Public Ex-
penditure Council in operation
gince Ifg Inception, we are quite
sure thit it made this Incidental
and very light comparison of two
figures with at least a touch of
pu aslde from the announced
subject of the paragraphs in ques-
tion, which pu to concern
themsaelves with tax structure an-
alysis,

There is a certain eloquence In
the figures themselves. Up 10 now,
the state's normal take from all
taxes except taxes for mgh\‘;f:g
purposes. has been $38,000,000.
Now, in a twinkling, on the basis
of present emergency expendi-
tures, but permanently by all the
natural rules of political govern-
ment, the sum of $26,000,000 n
year s being added to that $36,-
000,000, Or, to put it another way,
the burden of state government
upon the state is suddenly 70 per
cent greater than it ever has been
before.

What was news was that the
Connecticut Public Expenditure
Councll, which has previously
saluted each new state budget
with a warning that state eéx-
penditures are perpetually crosa-
ing into mew high ground, should
prove able to cite wsuch figures

Be Benefited by Plan
Of Public Provisions

Connecticut will recelve $421.-
800 each year for five yeara for
biillding of hospitals and public
health centers, Stanley H. Osborn,
M. D, Commiasioner of Health,
announced today. Thomas Parran,

' Jr., M. D, SBurgeon General of the

United States Public Health Ser-
vice hns approved the Connecticut
State Plan for the construction of
hospitals and public health cen-
ters, It {s hoped that Manchester
Memorial hospital may benefit In
the: progrant.

These funds are made avallable
to the states under Federal Public
Law 725 of the 79th Congreas,
also known as the Hospital Survey
and Construction Act.

The purpose of the law i3 to as-
sist the states to:

(A) Inventory thelr existing
?&oaplul and public health facill-

es,

(B) Survey the need for con-
struction of these facilities,

(C) Develop a statewide pro-
gram for construction based on the
data of the survey.

The law provides that each $1.00
of federal money must be matched
by $2.00 from the individual con-
atruction projecta. This would pro-
vide for §$1,265400 worth of hos-
pital and public health center con-
struction each year In Connecti-
cut for a period of 5 years, or a
grand total of §$6,327,000 for the
five-year perfod.

According to the Connectiout
Hoapital and Public Health Cen-
ter Survey report, Windham and
New London Counties are most in
need of such construction and have
the highest priorities, Next in or-
der are Middlesex, Litchfield, Fair-
field, New Haven, Hartford and
Tolland counties. Thess high prior-
ity areas were determined from
findings of the survey in Connecti-
cut.

Applications for Individunl
building projects are being sent
to hoapitals in the high priority
arean. Before construction can be-
gin, each application must be ap-
proved firat by the Connectlcit
State Department of Health and
then by the Burgeon General of
the United States Public Heallh
Service.
