Surplus Seen
Nub of Issue

One Per Cent Sales and
Use Tax Hinges on
Question of Use

Hartford, Jan, 27 — The
workability of a 1 per cent sales
and use tax today appeared to
hinge on the queation as to wheth-
er the anticipated three-quarter
surplus ahould be used to “cush-
{on” the tax during the remaining
15 months,

The Connecticut Public Expendi-
tures council, In reporting today
to Governor McConaughy that
such a tax would not provide the
necessary revenue, based its pre-
diction on the premise that the an-
ticipated big surplus from the
present tax would “not be applied
to deepen rate reduction.”

Favors Different Premise

However Governor McConsughy
has indicated he wishes to work on
A different premse,

The governor has' frequently
said the surplus from the 3 per
cent tax—estimated by some to
run about $18,000,000 or more for
the first nine months—should be
applied to make the deepest possi-
bie rate and exemption cuts during
the remaining tive quarters in the
two year fiscal period.

If this policy ia followed, it still
remains an open question as to the
feasibility of a 1 per cent tax
based on a short run.

Carter W. Atkins, in expiaining
the council's analysis of the 1 per
cent levy, sald today It was based
on the actual revenue produced by
the tax—without the use of the
surplus.

Should Be For Longer Rum

He smud the tax changes should
be made for the longer four-year
run of the tax—rather than on the
15-month basis for modification
urged by the governor, He indleat.
ed the tax should be madied so
that changes in rate and exemp-
tions by the 1040 General Assem-
bly would not be necessary to bol-
ater future revenue.

Tax Commissioner Walter W,
Walsh recently sald he favored a
