1048, and 
that for the final quarter of 1047 
there were 'only* 748 res'gnatlons 
as compared to 1,081 for the aame 
period In 1048.

Mr. Slkoraky, englrt^artiur man­
ager of Sikorsky Aircraft Division 
of United Aircraft Oofporation 
and the man who gave America 
its first successful helicopter, to- 
dsy reviewed • the steps which 
brought the Slkoraky craft to its 
preaent stage of development and 
commented upon future helicopter 
trends.

Tracing helicopter progress 
from his first craft, the VB-300, 
which made its initial flight In 
1939, Mr. Sikorsky said: "Strange­
ly enough, this first craft had sub- 
stantlBlly the same configuration 
as our present production model, 
the S-91, that is. It had a single 
main rotor and a single torque- 
compensating rotor at the tail.”

Is Best Arrangement 
Studies thus far show that con­

figuration to be the beet arrange- 
ment, Mr. Sikorsky believes, but 
adds that the helicopter la still 
new and new knowledge is con­
stantly being gained. "We start­
ed with the basic idea of a single 
main rotor carrying all, or most of 
the w elA t of the aircraft,” he 
says. “To date our experience has 
only served to confirm our idees 
on the subjci^ There is a possi­
bility, thoughTthat we may return 
to the use of an auxiliary rotor to 
carry a part of the weight and to 
furnish a means of longitudinal 
trimn'.ing, or possibly, longitudinal 
control of the aircraft.”

Favors Three Blades 
Mr. Sikorsky favors a three- 

bladed rotor over one with two

'The company atorted tta second 
month with 50 subscribers and the 
world's first telephone directory.

Ten o f the original subscribers 
still are Hated In the New Haven 
telephone director^’, including The 
New Haven Evening Register and 
The Yale Dally News, which i>ub- 
llahed its first issue on the day the 
first telephone exchange open­
ed.

The first telephones were wood­
en instruments into which the sub­
scriber shouted r'.!,l then bent an 
ear to listen. To make a call he 
pressed a button which rang a bell 
in the central office where the op­
erator, usually a young man, was 
standing in front of the switch­
board. The operator would ray 
"Hello," or "What'a wanted,”  gnd 
throw a switch to make the neces­
sary connection.

Notified by C'Inekkig Noise
When a subscriber received a 

call he was notified by the cluck­
ing noise which came from the 
diaphragm of his tclephoito. The 
device which generated this noise 
got to b2 known a.s "Coy’s chick­
en."

But, as the bell replaced "Coy’s 
chicken” so did girls, who were 
called more reliable and courteous, 
replace the boys who sometimes 
argued with the subscribers.

And with these and similar 
changes, the New Haven District 
Telephone company carried on a 
fight for recognition against the 
strong opposition of the telegraph 
interests.

Twelve years later this pioneer 
company became the Southern 
New England Telephone company 
which serves 646,<W0 subscribers 
in Connecticut and is part o f an 
industry whieJi permits telephone 
users to make 140 million tele­
phone calls daily to almost any­
one, anywhere, anytime.

collection agencies to get scrap 
metal flowing tnv.’srd the mills, 
and added:

.‘The steel industry in this 
country requl-ea 35 to 50 tons of 
scrap to produce IM  tons o f fin­
ished steel . .

"The present shertaga o f scrap

furnaces as rapidly a/t possible. 
*t>Be of Urttlea* M ortage*"

‘ "S^rsp metal is ?ne of our most 
critical ahortogea." Wilson aaid 
in a massage to employes. "The 
lock o f It held production down in 
1947.

"Scrap metal drtvea were one 
o f  the fimatest contrfbutlona 
made by civilians during the war 
to keep our wartime steel output 
up. Today, the economic import­
ance o f getting the scrap iron and 
steel into the mills U aa great as 
the patriotic motives were during 
the war."

pbrary lessening of pressure be- 
t#oen Russia and ourselves, to be 
Mtowad. inevitably, by new Rus- 
rian sturneoa the moment we have 
responded by going soft.

A t the predse moment, tbe 
MBnhall Plan is up for action In 
OBBgrese. Tbe Unitod Statas la 
bEsUy and speedily expanding Its 
military posltiao la tbe Mediter­
ranean. where It directly chal­
lenges Rnasiaa military strength. 
Tbe united States Is on the oSen- 
Slva la the "cold war,” and show- 
UM every disposition to be ready 
to tnm It Into a "hot war” any 
moment Russia wants to have it 
that way.

TUs is the strategically perfect 
hnment, then, for Russia to make 
thntative gestures which might 
opsrate to take the steam out o f 
America’s diplomatic, economic, 
aad military affensivs.

. That Is one view ot a collection 
sC recent Rassiaa moves, isnd we 
U t  afraid that that' view;'' 
lu lling  else, will be the reaction 
Ot odOdal Washington. But there 
l i  another attitude and another 
nq^onslbility whidi must alao be 
taken, every time Russia moves in 
bar present directions. If thU 
aauntry Is to live up to Its own 
Mshast obligation to Itself aad to 
a s  world.

Without relaxing our firmness, 
without dropptng our guard, we 
must still nonstheless be reason­
able ourseivoa, wa must still dem­
onstrate that so far aa wa are 
oonoemed the door Is always open, 
wa must never allow ourselves to 
appear In the poaltlon of having 
choked off or scorned any Indlca- 
tlen o f g o ^  fassensblenees. ThU 
BHist U £^1attltude even though 
we may be autuidn ̂ ;p w n  fnlnds, 
that Russia is merely pbiyiac tMqi 
us. I f  that is true, the end o f Rus- 
Ma’s game must soon InevltaMy 
appear, and the. nature o f tbs 
game be self-cxpoeed. I t  wlU con­
demn Itself, and our own reputa- 
tloa for reasonableness, provided 
wa have maintained that reason­
ableness, will be enhanced. If, on 
the other hand, are do brusquely 
discount and choke off every So­
viet move whidi pretends to be in 
tbs right direction,'^ are ■bail be 
weakening our own moral position 
aad laying ourselves open to the 
charge that we were the ones who 
dosed the door.

Those are the general principles 
arhlcb should govern our present 
taactloo to the present aeries of 
Russian straws In the wind.

These straws Include Russia’s 
action in decreasing Its claims 
upon Austria, which is a gesture 
toward the reopening o f negotia­
tions over tbe Austrian peace 
treaty. They include Russld’s 
•greement to put a flicker o f Ufa 
back into the United Natlona oon- 
ddwatlca ot the atamio energy 
qpMstton by discuaslag the |wo- 
pessd composition of aa interna- 
tlenal atomic authority.

Stirs London

Tlie National Point Of View
For a variety of her own rea­

sons, France has devalued the 
franc. One of the objectives 
France is seeking is the same ob­
jective sought by Russia in its re­
cent devaluation of the ruble—a 
check on domestic inflation.

France also had other objec­
tives. She wanted, for the re>*ival 
of her own domestic economy, to 
make It easier and more attrac­
tive for other countries to spend 
money in France. An American 
going to France now, for Instance, 
will have something of a Held day, 
with his dollar worth a great deal 
more than it was a few days ago. 
But the more Important increase 
In spending la France which 
France Is now seeking to stimu­
late is not that o f the tourist 
trade, but that of other countries. 
Devaluation means that the prIcM 
of the things France has to export 
will be cheaper. France Is, there­
fore, bidding for a world market 
for Its own products.

The moment France begin do­
ing this, through what amounts 
to a manipulation of Its own cur­
rency, Fgance is automatically 
putting pressure 'on other coun­
tries to do the same thing. Thus 
Italy is already talking of a new 
devaluation of its currency, so 
that It will still be cheaper to buy 
things in Italy than to buy them 
in France. And Britain's stem 
objection to the French action is 
baaed largely on fear that the 
French action may force Britain 
to devalue its currency.

What threatens, in other words, 
is a nationalistic ciirrency war In 
which nation after nation will In­
dulge la artificial manipulation of 
Its currency In order to gain what 
will amount to only a temporary 
advantage over other nations. If 
all play the game, none gains in 
tbe end, but all lose through the 
Instability Inherent In the rules eX 
the game. It Is International dog 
eat dog, and no winners.

It  was primarily for this reason 
that the International Monetary 
ftoid, which was created to help 
In tbe stabUixatlon of national 
currencies, so violently attacked 
the French plan. The French ac­
tion is a step away from Interna­
tional stability toward nationalist 
anarchy.

France insists she bad to do it̂  
that her pectiliar problems made 
it compulMry for her to do it. 
Once again, then, as also in the 
question o f Germany, France is 
going her own way, for reasons 
of national compulsion. Who can 
blame Fran<j ,̂ which has three 
times bowed to the war Industry 
of Germany, fo r . banging back, 
from the Anglo-American plan to 
rebuild Germany as the Industrial 
trarkshop of Burope? Yet, so 
JMnglhfl hack on Germany, and 
fo<4|evalulng Its currency, France 
Is violating the unity o f western 
and democratic Bhirope before 
that unity is even established. 
From the French point of view, -.I 
would-be difficult for her to do 
anythihg else.

That Is the key to something 
more Important than either ot 
theae two specific policies. Once 
again It la the naUonaUatic point 
of view which prevents the 
growth of unity In the world. This 
time It Is Ffancc. On other cru­
cial questions since the war. It 
his been Russia, or the United 
States, which has proved unable, 
because of absorption in the pure­
ly national point of view, to toler­
ate the practice of International 
Ideals.

France Is behaving like France, 
like a separate community, and 
not like a true member of a world 
community, and that story, many 
times over. In instance after In­
stance, Is tbe trouble with the 
world today.

Loretta Young^a Oliseiv 
vations About Trip Hit 
Front Pages Today
London, Jan. 28— —Holly­

wood Screen Star Loretta Young’s 
observations about her recent 
trip to London hit the front pages 
today. The reaction generally was 
a shocked but re.<itralned: "Loret­
ta. how could you!”

Miss Young was quoted as say­
ing British factory workers faint 
every day around 11 o’clock for 
lack of food. She said, according 
to the published quotes, that Eng­
lishmen have beards because there 
are no rasor blades available, that 
people walk on cardboard patch­
ed shoes She tromped on a lot 
of toes when she said that fish— 
the partner of chips—la fried In 
paraffin because of a lack of fats. 

British eyebrows were high.
The Dally Mirror printed Miss 

Young’s comment under the head­
ing:

“The Things Some People See, 
and suggested she had returned to 
America with “an aching heart 
for all the hunger and shivering 
she thought she saw.”

The News, largest circulating 
afternoon paper in the world, 
dead-panned Its story by printing 
Miss Young’s remarks in two 
colunms headed: "Life in Britain, 
by Loretta Young.”

The Dally Herald said it didn’t 
ordinarily print "fiction,” but 
thought Its readers might be en­
tertained. An editorial gave the 
actress a  sober lecture. It explain­
ed, In replying to another story 
aaertedly told by Miss Young, 
about rationing. The actress had 
said that when she gave a little 
girt some chocolate, the child re­
plied: “Do I lick it or bite it?” 

Chocolates and sweets, said The 
Herald, are enjoyed today by a 
great number of English children 
“whose parents before the war 
couldn’t have afforded to buy them 
aa much aa the present ration al­
lows.”

Soberly, Tbe Herald concluded: 
“ I f  she Is aware of the achieve­

ments of our nation in Industrial 
output dur.ng the past two and a 
half years, che must surely realize 
that a ‘tired people, drained of 
feeling,* could scarcely perform 
speh feats.’’

Actrett Comments 
On Press Reaction

Hollywood, Jan. 28—(JP)—Ac­
tress Loretta 'Young, commenting 
ot London press reaction to her 
recent remarks about conditions in 
Ehigland today made this state­
ment:

" I  have no apologies to make for 
any accurately interpreted state­
ment I  have made of conditions I 
saw in England but I  do refuse to 
accept responsibility for author­
ship of Inaccurate or garbled quo­
tations attnbuted to me or quota­
tions emotionally Interpreted.

“My every expression has re­
flected my deep respect for the 
magnificent courage and unity 
with which England, rich and poor, 
shares the austerity restrictions of 
its present prstwar situation.

“ I  admire the great spiritual

strength of the English people and 
their Inspiring devotion' to their 
king and queen. No more admiring 
visitor ever left London—nor one 
more dedicated to a good neighbor 
helpfulness,

“ Specific replies to such garbled, 
generalized statements as have 
been reportedly attributed to me in 
the London papers will be made as 
soon as I am fully informed as to 
what I  am suppoaed to have said 
I- the first place.

“ Nothing uill put an end to my 
earnest desire to do those humble, 
helpful things that lie within any 
good neighbor’s power."

• As Conspiracy
Klau lilies Aetton by 

Senators to End Amer­
ican Passivity
Hartford, Jan. — Judge

Joseph E. Klau, prefeldent o f the 
Connecticut Zionist region, charged 
today that the present strife . in 
Palestine “ is only a conspiracy to 
frtghtan wqrld opinion into be­
lieving that the United Nations 
is helpless tc carry out its deci­
sions.”

The Hartford attorney wrote 
Senators Brien McMahon and Ray­
mond E. Baldwin to urge them to 
Intercede with the president snd 
the State department to end the 
present passivity by the United 
States.

“The daily events In Palestine In­
dicate that the decision o f the 
United Nations, in favor o f par­
tition, will become a nullity unless 
the great powers snd more es­
pecially the United States, take 
Immediate ateps to Implement that 
decision,’’ Mr. KIsu wrote.

The state Zionist leader said the 

present'bloodshed in Palestine re­
sulted from a “ conspiracy by the 
Arab nations, encouraged and ah- 
betted by the Brtttoh, to nullify the 
partition docision o f the United 
NaUons.”
