Truman Asks Co
To Extend ° Control
Power Until Oect. 31;
President Sends Spe-
cial Message After
Request Put Aside

Washington, Jan. 29.—(#)
—President Truman asked
Congress today to extend un-
til Oct. 81 his power to con-
trol use of grain, saying the
present shortage “jeopard-
izes the national security.” In
a special message to Con-
gress, ‘Mr. Truman recom-
mended that his authorily over
grain be extended under the sec-
ond war powers act “with respect
to allocation and inventory con-
trol of grain for the production of
othyl alcohol regardless of the use
to which the product is to be put.”

The message was read to the
House. The 3enate was not in ses-
alon. .

Mr. Truman acted after a House
committes shoved aside his re-
quest for legislation providing =
temporary extension of controls

*which would affect the amount of
grain allocated to distillers for
use in whiskey-making.

Power Will End Saturday

The power to control distillers’
use of grain will end Saturday.

The president's message was re-
leased after a White House con-
ference with Becretary of Agri-
culture Anderson.

Mr, Truman called attention of
Congresa to the gravity of *a
critical shortage of grain which
threatens to become even more
perious during the next few
months.”

“can not be solved” by voluntary
agreements within the industry.

London, Jan. 20—(#)— Britain's
government worriedly eyed the
Middle East today, fearful of a
crisls in their relationa with the
Arab states, -

Officials conceded that recent
riots in reflected a seri-

ular Arab opinton.
were In protest against a revised
British-Iraql treaty of alliance.

Some informants sald the Brit-
ish may try to retrieve lost
ground by proposing slight modi-
fication of the treaty, which waa
signed Jan. 15. It has not been
ratified. The government of Pre-
mier SBalih Bey el Jabur, which
negotiated the revision, quit Tues-
day.
The treaty would permit Brit-
ish troops to enter Iraq in event
of war and would allow the Britlah
to use Iragi air flelds,

British officials sald that even
some Britons who had helped
write the treaty acknowledged
they had misjudged popular Arab
opinion.

Normally, they said, there s
little variance between the official
Arab view and that of its people,
but in Iraq a serious difference
quickly became apparent.

There was some hope, however,
that a new Iraq government might
be formed which would be able to
convince the people the treaty is
in their best intereats.

Foreign Secretary Firnest Bevin
had expressed hoﬁ the British-
Iragl treaty would be oné of a’sys-
tem of alliances to form a British-
Arab bulwark against the spread
of Communism in the Middle East,

Provides Touchy Problem

But the trigger-quick temper of
the Arabian man-on-the-street
provides a touchy problem.

An {llustration of Arab nation-
allsm was given in London yester-
day by an unidentified Trans-Jor-
dan official. He said:

“If the people of the mideast
had to choose  between being
Arabs under Communism and be-
ing subjects of a foreign imperial-
lsm, whether British or American
imperialism, unquestioningly they
would select Communism.,

"“The British ought to have real-
ized that after the Egyptian dead-
lock arose last year, but they did
