Rev, Martin -Niemoeller did n a
pastoral letter last Sunday, they
are using words and logic already
used by the Russians in their crit-
jcism of the Anglo-American re-
gime in Germany.

Rightist Germans, and Germans
who want to protect the erstwhile
Nazis from justice, are now mak-
ing common oratorical cause with
the Communists.

The other day, the United
States and British Military Gov-
ernora acted together to remove
one of these QGermans, -Dr.

Johannes Semmler, who was eco-
nomica director for Bizonia, from
his office because he made a
speech attacking our Military
Governments, His party, the Right
Wing Social Union of Bavaris,
immediately put out a statement
upholding his views and condemn-
ing the Military Governors as un-
democratic.

A little later another German
official, Dr, Erich Koehler, presi-
dent of the Bizonal Economic
Council, suddenly announced to
the German people that food com-
ing from the United States could
be considered a “gift.” In making
this statement, Dr, Koehler dellb-
erately chose to ignore the facts,
which are that we expect the Ger-
mans to pay for this food through
their own exports. His statement
was, then, nothing but an act of
sabotage against our regime in
Germany. But whereas we purged
Dr. S8emmler from office, we sud-
denly chose to forgive Dr. Koeh-
ler. Apparently, we can't purge
all the Germans If we are to have
any left to hold position under
our sponsorship,

Then followed an attack on our
Military Government by Dr. Kon-
rad Adenauer, titular head of the
Christian Demoeratic party, and
then the attack by Pastor Nie-
moeller.

And, amid such revoits against
the political diet we are giving
Germany, the strikes against the
number of calories we are supply-
ing German workmen flare up
again and again.

All this {llustrates two things.

First, although our effort In
Germany has been to bring both
generosity and justice, we are al-
ready beginning to run into that
resurgence of feeling on the part
of a defeated nation which consid-
