The second course for training 

paid nurses' asstotanto will begin 
Monday, February 9, at the Man­
chester Memorial hospital under 
the able direction o f Mrs. Geor- 
glana Booth, who was formerly 
clinical Instructor at the Somerset 
hospital In Somerville. N. J. This 
course, like the one which preceded 
it. w ill be patterned In principle 
after the nurses' aide program 
which proved It* value to the hos­
pital during the last war.

The ever-lncreaslng demand for 
hospital servlcea haa multiplied the 
need for professional nurses and • 
our own hospital in Manchester la I 
not an exception. However, there

ing this wsr year*. Therefore. In 
an effort to solve this problem. 
Manchester Memorial hospital, the 
same as many other hoapitato. Is 
offering courses to the women of 
Manchester to become paid nurses’ 
assistants. These saslstant* will 
not In any way replace the gradu­
ate nurye but will relieve her of 
much of the non-professional work 
she has had to do, giving her more 
time for her professional duties.

Is Highly Recomroended 
The National headquarter* of 

I the American Hospital Association 
I haa recommended this program to 
i many hospitals.

The first class of training for 
nurses' assistant* began at the hos­
pital on January 26. These wom­
en r.rc now In ser4’lcc at the hos­
pital helping In various ways such 
a* serving trays and nourishments, 
arranging flowers, making bod* 
and giving bath* and in other non- 
professional ways.

This ha* been found to help sup-

at the hospital and Annex. There­
fore, a second class will start on 
Monday, February 9. and any wom­
en between the ages of 21 to .50 arc 
Invited to apply by calling the hos­
pital, 5131. and making an a)>- 
jjointnient to see Mis* Booth be­
tween 9 and 3 o’clwk daily.

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Stupid But An Too  Possible

General Dwight Elaenhower, in 
hU farewell press conference as 
Chief of Staff, scoffed at the Idea 
that Russia Is about to start a 
war. According to the story of 
the New York Times correspond­
ent, he “absolved the Soviet Union 
of any IntenUon of deliberately 
provoking war.”

This ties In, Incidentally, with 
the conclusion of Drew Middleton, 
erstwhile Moscow correspondent 
tor the New York Times, who has 
been writing a series of arUcles on 
Russia, and who led off with the 
concluaion that Russia vi'ss actu­
ally incapable of sUrtlng any 
war for at least ten years.

Nevertheless, General Eisen­
hower saw some cause for worry. 
“We arb afraid," he said, "of stu­
pid things starting a stupid war.”

That is a little closer to the 
truth. For it does not happen to 
be particularly Important that 
RusHa doea not want to start a 
war, or Is even not able to start 
a  war. Nor la It particularly Im- 
porUnt that ntoat Americans feel 
that w « do not want to start a 
war, and that we would never be 
Me ones to start a war. Neither 

us wants war. But the point is 
Mat our mutual stupidity may 
produce war.

One at the most stupid and 
dangerous elements in American 
poUcy General B^nhow^r was 
atma«if seeking to combat by bis 
statement that Russia neither 
.wants nor intends war. For the 
'American warmongers have, with 
oonsiderahle success, qiread the 
tlisocy that this country Is about 
to bo attacked by Russia. Further­
more^ and still more importantly, 
Ihia oounuya actual military pol 
ley in the world today la based cm 
■fmrrt***n that Russia does want 
war, and that sudi a wan will be 
itoufht.

The stupid and dangerous thing 
'About such a theory in American 
policy Is that It can lead us Into 
those very acts which will make 
war inevitable, even though nei­
ther we nor Russia wants war. 
This theory that Russia does want 
war with us is being used to Justl 
Xy'our own progress toward war. 
It  is being used to harden the 
American position into one in 
which the firmness and toughness 
<s eyerjrthlng and the once-men- 
ttooed patience nothing, in an eX' 
treme, which we hope will never 
arrive. It could be uaed to make 
us the ones U’ho start the war.
' This psychology that war is in- 
svitable, and that therefore any 
and all expansion of American 
diplomatic and economic and mill 
tary pressure against Russia u 
Justified, carries a terrible risk. It 
is the risk that we ourselves shall 
become so defensively militant, so 
hot in the so-called “cold war” 
that we convince Russia that 
there is no hope for peace and 
M aI  her own favorite nightmares 
iue reality.

A t the moment, for instance, we 
are the ones who are actively 
pushing out our own military 
Strength and consolidating it In 
earlous poaitlons. To us, such 
Utrategy is purely defensive. We 
dre merely getting ready to “stop 
Russia." But It would be some­
thing ot an International miracle 
tf RnsHa should prove capable of 
toeing our moves in that light 
;|HiBl]Arly, It is poHlbls that Rus­
s ia  ooBceivea o f her own movea as

small reassurance. The closer we 
get to each other, the more dan­
ger there Is that the discharge of 
a cap pistol In the hands of some 
third party can start both of us 
fighting the war neither of us 
wants. The problem before us 
both Is to withdraw from that 
defensive-agBressive contact In 
which such a stupid thing could ho 
easily occur. Neither of us Is now 
seeking that, or talking that. And 
that Is stupidly suicidal on the 
part of both of us.

Henry Stimulates Harry
President Truman's message to 

Congress urging legislation to 
strengthen this nation's practice 
of Its own principles with regard 
to the civil right.s of Individuals 
is a logical development which 
seeks merely to carry out the ree- 
ommendatlons of the President's 
Commission on Civil Rights, head­
ed by Mr. Charles E. Wilson, pres­
ident of General Electric. Never­
theless, the political word from 
Washington is that President Tru­
man's chief motive In .sending the 
message to Congress was to com­
bat the possible appeal of Henry 
Wallace and his third party ticket 
to those groups which are still de­
nied their proper civil liberties In 
this country.

Wc don't suppose those expert 
observers who so explain the Pres­
ident’s act arc aware of how they 
arc actually flattering Mr. Wal­
lace, smcl assailing the normal 
course of American politics. Is 
this country so blind to its own 
good principles that only a politi­
cally threatening crackpot can 
compel normal politicians to do 
what they should know to be the 
right thing? Are we tW"uesume 
that if It were not for Mr. Wallace 
President Truman would politely 
Ignore the recommendations of 
his own Commission? Are we to 
assume that the only chance 
Americom minorities ever have of 
making an advance in their pos­
session of civil liberties lies in 
their occasional opportunity • to 
vote for a third party ?

Unfortunately, wc arc afraid 
that this cynical explanation of 
the President's action is too near 
the truths and that it la only the 
exUtence of Mr. Wallace which 
persuades him to go through the 
motions of doing what happens. In 
this instance, to be the right 
thing. Some of Mr. Truman's oth­
er efforts to outbid Mr. Wallace 
have been less right and worthy, 
as in his very political tax plan. 
Mr. Wallace is obviously no very 
reliable or consistent conscience, 
and to follow him would bo 
impossible for any sane Amer­
ican. But ho does possess a cer­
tain stimulus, doesn't he?

The Hon. Chniincey E. Hutch­
ings, repri'aer.tntlvr li. the Con- 
njjcttcut Houfo fnim the town of 
Harwinton, is u solid, thoroughly 
practical K'gi.-.lalor of many years 
experience. It wn.s to be hoped, 
therefore, that when he set about 
the tn.sk of tiescribliig. for the new 
edition of the State Regl.*ter and 
Manual. 'The Pa.saago of a Bill 
Ttiroiigh the Coniiectii ut General 
Assembly,” the Gentleman from 
Hanvinton would be an author 
admirably fitted to describe the 
legislative process in terms of real 
practical guidance for the poor, 
benighted laymen of Connecticut.

And that, we are sure, is whst 
R'presentalive Hutchings set out 
to do, within rea.sonable limits of 
discretion. If there is more to tell, 
it would be more fitting for It 
to come from a helpful outaidcr, 
rather than from an official cog in 
the legislative process. We offer, j 
therefore, a few amendments and i 
additions to the Hutchings pre­
scriptions for passage of a bill.

"A fter the bill has been drafted | 
In proper legal form,” wrltc.s Mr. 
Hutchings, "It is given to the Clerk 
of the House or the Clerk of the 
Senate.”

Whoa, there. Chauiirey! We 
want to pass this bill, don't we? 
Then how about submitting it to 
our stale central committeeman, 
who can tell us whether It is so 
relatively unimportant that it 
needs only his o. k., or whether 
it needs to be submitted to party 
headiRiartcrs ?

"A t the piblic hearing on the 
bill,” writes Mr. Hutchings, "any 
citizen can support or oppose the 
proposed mea.rure.”

Whoa, again! It la true enough 
that any citizen can support nr 
oppose, but It Is still assumed.
Is It not, that It Is our object to 
pass the bill. And in that case, 
it behooves us to hire the proper 
lawyer, for a proper fee, to ap­
pear at the public hearing and 
support the Mil. Helec.tlon of the 
proper lawyer may seem a dif­
ficult task, but It Is really not 
so at all. Th« law partner of the 
enmmlttee ehalmian is always a 
sure bet. 8o would b< the law 
partner of any party nffielal. In 
any ease, your state eentral eom- 
mltteeman < r party headqiuirters 
eould suggest the name of the 
partleiilar lawyer who would be 

the strategie eholee for the receipt 
of a particular fee and the ad­
vocacy of a particular legislative 
cause.
Mr. Hutchings draws near the 

end of his legislative process with 
the following description:

"A  committee, when it has com­
pleted action on a bill, will, if it 
has rendered a favorable report, 
si'.bmit the bill to the Legislative 
Research Comml-ssioner to make 
whatever changes may be neces­
sary and to in.siirc it.s constitution­
ality. Its eorrcctncs:! of phra.se- 
ology and its ron.sistency with 
other statutes The bill is then 
transmitted, together with the 
Committee’s report, to the clerk 
of the House or Senate.”

Somewhere at th!s particular 
! stage, time has to be found for 

the bill to go Into the hands of 
the famous Screening ('oiiimit- 
tee, which may also make some 

j changes, whieh may even reverse 
1 the committee’s report, and 
I whieh may even forget to do 
{ anything it all with the hill.

Freedom of Espreeeion

To the Manchester Herald:
In Russia, the conrmtm people 

are completely dominated by the 
Kremlin and they have no right 
whatsoever to express their views 
on government,affairs. In Ameri­
ca, the people have the privilege 
of freely stating their opinions to 
their government on national pro­
blems and we must take advan­
tage of our precious heritage.

The United States cannot afford 
to again take a chance and remain 
weak in military power, as It did 
before the la.st war, for Congress 
almost plunged America into dis­
aster by Its failure to enact laws 
to strengthen our military defense 
until we were practically at war 
with the Axis powers. World War 
II might have been avoided, had 
we had greater military strength, 
for the enemy would not have 
been so bold In their efforts to 
conquer the world.

Now, another nation ia rising in 
tyranny against the rest of the 
earth. We have no guarantee that 
it will not attempt to destroy the 
United States, for weakness In 
military power Invites attack by 
imperialistic nations. Today, our 
most important means of defense 
is to have a powerful Air Force, 
for without it, the atomic bomb 
and other future weapons would 
be of little avail. The Aircraft In­
dustries Association states that 
the output in our airplane indus­
try for 1947 was approximately 
1800 combat planes, while Russia 
Is reported to be building from 
T.'i.OOO to 100.090 planes a year. 
.\ten.sures must be taken at once 
to strenglljcn our air power.

Every move that Russia ha.s 
nin.le since the end of the war has 
lieen for its own gain. It has seiz­
ed control of the governments of 
many countries in Ehirope and has 
placed Oommtmists throughout the 
world, to grasp power wherever 
fvi.Hsible; it has also feverishly 
worked to increase Its mlittarv 
strength. In contrast, the United 
.States has sought to help the de­
vastated European countries and 
has given the Philippine Islands 
its independence. We have .had 
little interest in sti^ngtheniDg our 
military defense, until Imperialls- 
llc acts by Russia have forced lu 
to seriously consider the question'. 
Still. Russia has the audacity to 
call the United States the aggres­
sor and to say that we are trying 
to incite war. We must not be mis­
led by Russian propaganda, tor 
Russia will stop at nothing to keep 
the United States weak in mili­
tary power.

The American people must keep 
well-informed in world affairs so 
that we will be able to tblnk 
clearly and act accordingly. Time 
was when the United SUtes could 
he Isolationist without Imminent 
danger to our security but pro­
gress has brought the nations of 
the earth within a few hours dis­
tance from one another and today, 
the state of the rest of the worM 
directly affects us. The most sen­
sible solution to the problem «ff 
world peace would be to have In­
ternational law and world dlsann- 
ament under the United Nations, 
hut Russia has given every Indica­
tion that it would never agree to 
such a plan. In the meantime, It 
goes right aheatJ building up its 
military machine and until Russia 
concedes to this plan, there is no 
other way for the United States 
to protect Itself, but to strengthen 
our own.

Congress Is responsible to the 
’.'.ill of the American peopla, for 
we elected Its members into office; 
therefore, it is up to us to see that 
It passes laws for national defense 
for Congress holds the keys to the 
future of America. We mut wrlta 
to our Congressmen to show them 
that We do not Intend to be caught 
in another surprise attack 1^ s.n 
enemy, so that, as In the word* 
of Abraham Lincoln . . . “ the 
government of the people, by the 
people, and for the people, shall 
not perish from the earth!"

Leap From Bridge;

San Francisco, F«b. 7— — A 

leap from the Golden GaU bridge 
was the Uggast Jump In the barn­
storming Ufa of Hollywood Stunt 
Man Alfred (Dusty) Rhodes - sad 
the last.

His wife. Lorraine. 28. mother of 
two. watched the death leap, and 
a Hollywood cameraman.
