The Ruasian protest with regard
to the activitiea of American mill-
tary personnel in Iran has been
met by us with forthright denial
of the most lurid Russian charges,
such as that alleging conatruction
of an air base against Russia, and
by a statement of the truth,
which is that our American mili-
tary mission in Tran is there at
the invitation of the Iranian gov-
ernment, The suspicion is that
Russia trumped up its lurid
charges about the activity of our
military experts in Tran as an in-
direct vehicle for the resentment
Russia felt for the part American
diplomacy did play in Iran's re-
cent abandonment of its proposed
oil concession treaty with Russia.
While British diplomacy favored
having Iran go through with Its
agreement, our advice and pres-
sure was exerted to persuade Iran
to renege, which It did.

That looked more like American
domination of Iran than any
purely military policies we are
carrying out there,

In all three instances of Rus-
sia's protests, It is noted that the
American acts and policlies In-
volved were not acts and policies
which we Americans would justity
to ourselves in normal times. Our
answers may have been technle-
ally correct answers, but they
were not the full and real answer,
That full and real answer is that
America is waging such policiea
only for the purpose of mecting
and counteracting what America
considers a threat from Ruasia.
They are our part of the power
politics war now going on between
Russia and ourselves,

It is to be hoped that we, at
least, still have the capacity to
give up .our power politics tech-
niques the moment peace can be
negotinted between Rumssia and
ourselves. It Is to be hoped that
we never become 50 enthusiastic
over the power politica mgthod
that we forget what we tell our-
selves—that we are playing this
highly dangerous game only for
the purpose of bringing Russia
into a mood for negotiation. It
is to be hoped, finally, that we
never close our minds to the pos-
sibility that power politics meth-
ods may really be a complete err-
or on our part, and fated to
create war rather than avoid (L
At best, they are the negative
side of American foreign policy,
always Involving our own violation
of the principles we Insist other
nations should honor, never in-
volving that positive advocacy of
peace which should be the great
world destiny. of 'lhe American
people.

It is fortunate indeed that, in &
time of fiseal trouble and con-
troversy, there should have been
bequeathed to the State of Con-
necticut & magic mirror which has
many pleasant and timely prop-
ertiesa,

We were looking Into that mir-
vor, for instance, while we heard
Governdr McConnughy deliver
his radlo speech on the special
sesslon, and an ho appeared fo
us In that mirror he appeared
definitely n the guise of & public
here who was golng to “eut
taxes” for the people of Con-
necticut, And judging from cer-
tain passages of the speech, he
had boen looking in the mirror,
too, and there saw himself as the
first governor in  the siate's
hiMtory who had ever reduced
taxes, Looking Into the mirror’'s
compartment  for the political
future, one can cven se ' the good
Governor campalgning, next Oc-
tober, as the great reducer of
taxes. And, In the mirror, it
looks good, Very good.

The magic mirror {g also the
best place to view certain other
aspects of the state’s financial
gituation and policy.

To ordinary vision, there might
appear to be two ponsible chal-
lenges to a certain statement in
the aame radic address, It was the
statement which offered the cheer-
ing news that “there s no red ink
on our books now, and there will
be none” °

Ordinarily, two clouds might
threaten that fine statement. One
cloud would recognize the fact that
the state's actual financial position
is, from ycar to year, o source of
some controversy between the
state comptroller and the state
avditors,

The other cloud might come up
bearing the etatement of Governor
McConsughy, the very next day,
that “additional appropriations™
might be necessary to finance the
new pay Increases for state em-
ployes for ths balance of the pres-
ent year, which might indicate, to
the ordinary mind, a condition of
runn in the red until the next
Gen Assembly can make such
appropriations.
