The exchanges now make their 
own rulea on margins. On wheat 
for Instanoe, a trader buying for 
future delivery must put up 33 1-3 
per cent of the price. Anderaon 
argues that speculation tends to 
exaggerate a price awing up or 
down and that If he had power to 
Increase mar^ns he could dis­
courage speculation.

Creekmore said he believes pres­
ent wheat margin requirements 
are at least partially responsible 
for the recent slump In that mar­
ket.

These margins, hs said, “detsr- 
red prospective buyers from going 
in and supporting wheat on this 
declining m arket”

Creekmore argued that small 
speculators produce an “orderly, 
atUvs and efficient market re­
sponse to prospective supply and 
demand.”

He said high margins cause a 
dull and Inactive market and the 
"farmer would receive much less 
for hia products.

“No legislation can eliminate 
apeculation,’* Creekmore said. “We 
have It and will continue to 'have 
it in all walks of life legardlesa of 
any law enacted, but legislation 
can drive a controlled and well 
regulated speculative activity in­
to an uncontrolled, more dangerous 
and probably into a very harmful 
operation.’’

Europe and in this country, and 
much has been accomplished for 
Indian girts.

Services Of 'The YWCA
Mrs Cofey told of the services 

of the YWCA with regard to Im­
migration to this country, and of 
Its great value during the war 
years, when young girls entered 
the service and were sent here and 
there all over the country. Local 
branches In centers of population 
where women and girls were em­
ployed during the war, did a splen­
did piece of work In keeping up 
the morale of the workers with 
various forms of entertainment 
and recreation. Many of the leaders 
of the Manchester branch gave un- 
stlntingly of their time to organ­
ize and promote programs for the 
benefit of the women In Industry.

About him. He was a hero. Ha

laughed like the sunrise and hla 
deeds wers strong ss ths rock and 
as sweet as the fragrance of rosea. 
The angels appeared to hla mother 
and predicted that the aon whom 
■he would conceive would become 
the greatest the stars had ever 
seen. He was so great that he 
even forgave the crimes of his 
g r e a t e s t  enemies and ahook 
brotherly hands with those who 
had plotted against his life.

’His name was Lincoln and 
the .country In wMch he Uved la 
caUed America, which la so far 
away that If a youth ahould Jour­
ney to reach It he would be an 
old man when he arrived. Tell 
of us that man.’ ”

"To Tolatoy,” Sandburg con­
tinues, "the incident proved that 
in far places over the earth the 
name of Lincoln was worshiped 
and the personaUty of Lincoln 
had become a world folk legend. 
Tolstoy beUeved Lincoln no great 
general Uke Napoleon or Washing­
ton, nor as akiUed a statesman as 
Frederick the Great and othara. 
Then, ran the inquiry, why ahould 
Lincoln overshadow all other na­
tional heroes? He waa supreme, 
reasonM Tolstoy, through ’pe­
culiar moral powers and great­
ness of character.’ Many hardaMps 
and much experience brought him 
to the realisation ‘that the great­
est human achievement is knre.’ ” 

’ ’W ashington,” ’Tolstoy con­
cluded, “was a typical American, 
Napoleon waa a typical French­
man, but Lincoln waa a humani­
tarian as broad as the world.”

Xn all the Honioiati, Sandburg, 
Tolstoy, the Circassian tribesman, 
and wa onnalVcs have merely 
been the sertaats of the almost 
unearthly wisdom and charity 
and love which were In Lincoln 
himself and which were expressed 
la ao many aota and sa many 
words, but never more clearly, m 
any slagte sentence, na when 
Lincoln turned to the woman who 
quastlonad hla. klndneaa toward 
the enemies sbs thought he should 
be destnylng. and asked:

"What, Madam? Do I  not de­
stroy them when I  make tbam my 
Mands?^

Unearthly poUcy? Tea, but only 
becauae most o f us ao classify It  
Linwdn regarded It as earthly and 
as poBBible. and ha practiced it on 
'earth, and that waa tha key to 
Ms greatness. There Is no Lincoln 
■plrttually bestriding ths world 
today, more the pity, and the 
more tha need for aU of us to try 
and graap and practice for our­
selves some small humble share 
of tte t clear and final wisdom 
wMch was Ms, a wisdom rooted, 
as ’Tolatoy analysed, in Lincoln's 
own realisation “that tha greatest 
human acMsvemeat is lova.”

Tlie public hearings on tbe tax 
sttuatlon conducted by ths Legls- 
laUve Finance Committee left the 
problems facing the special session 
complstely unresolved. The only 
dear thing wMch developed be­
yond heavy controversy was the 
fact that a good many Interests 
are In favor of a sales tax, prodd­
ing it does not apply to them- 
aelvea, or ao long as somebody 
else does tbs paying of i t  It alao 
dsvtiopad, which was no surprlss, 
dthsr, that those in favor of an 
ineoma tax were, in the main, in 
favor of an income tax to be paid 
by somebody else.

'The tax wMch is always paid by 
Bomabody alas has not yst bssn 
daslgncd.

But it is ths yearning for such 
a tax wMcb poses the most im­
portant political problem before 
those who will have to shape what 
changes are made In the sales tax. 
Somehow, the Legislature must re­
solve the battle between various 
aleroenta in the Connecticut econ­
omy who waat to escape from or 
raduoe thdr share of the future 
SBlaa tax.

Gandhi’s funeral um wss re­
ceived from the train which took 
it to Allahabad by Prime Minister 
Pandit Jawaharlal Nehru, his de­
puty, Sardar Vallabhai PateL and 
Gov. Sarojtni Naidu of the United 
provinces.

Cannon Fired 78 Times
The government radio said that 

as the solenm procession prepared 
to start out on the final lap of the 
long Journey to Triveni Sangham 
the dull boom of a cannon rolled 
out at two-minute intervals. It 
was fired 78 times, once for each 
year of the assassinated Indian re- 
liglotis leader’s life.

Followlnc the um of ashes were 
nine amidublous vehicles (ducks), 
the radio report said. In these sat 
the principal mourners.

Some of the huge throng watch­
ing. eager to catch a last glimpse 
of Gandhi’s remains, waded neck- 
deep in the water. Others went 
farther out, swimming into the 
current.

Police boats patrolled the waters 
where commercial craft moved, 
the announcement added.

.Five Ministers at Bites
The radio said five government 

ministers attended the rites. They 
were Nehru, Patel, EducaUon 
Minister Maulana Abdul Kalam 
Asad, Relief Minister K. C. Neogy 
and Food Minister Jairramdas 
Deulatram.

All were dressed in white, a sym­
bol of purity. Platforms and vehi­
cles were decked in white too. 
Much of it was the rough, home­
spun cloth which was always a 
favorite with Gandhi.

The government radio announce­
ment said the um contMnlng the 
ashes and the palaquin unon which 
it rested will be returned for pres • 
ervatioB in New Delhi.

Before the immersion, the radio

said, Gandhi’s bones were washed 
in a ceremonial mixtura of sand- 
alpaste and water as Hindu scripU 
ural verses Were chanted.

The radio said that after the 
regular immersion ceremony 
Gandhi’s sons Ramadas and De- 
vadaa continued with Hindu ritea. 
They assisted Prof. Ramdhun 
Sbahstri, officiating priest.

Accident Reports

Hartford, Feb. 12.-I/T; A two 
week special session of the Legis­
lature was predicted today by 
House Speaker Fred H. Holbrook, 
Madlaon.

To avoid undue <*elny, the 
speaker and Lt. Gov. James C. 
Shannon, Bridgeport, in a joint 
letter today to legislators act next 
Tuesday, the opening day, a.s the 
time to present all bills.

The letter reminds the lawmak­
ers that the public "expects 
prompt and Intelligent action" and 
Bays that "an affirmative, forth­
right program rather than parti­
san quarrelling and quibbling is 
demanded by the serious nature of 
our buslneaa.”

It makes It plain that only bills 
pertaining to Ihe "emergency" 
(tax matters) should be presented 
for consideration.

Prompt and dirert action, the 
letter says, will enable the Legia- 
latiire to "keep the time and ex­
pense of the special session at a 
minimum."

In explaining his two-week 
prediction to the press. Speaker 
Holbrook said he was counting on 
the General Assembly to complete 
Its reorganlrjitlon work and re­
ceive all bills the flrat day.

"This would permit the Legis­
lature to adjourn regular dally 
meetings for the remainder o f the 
week, letting the-Flnance commit­
tee take over with the considera­
tion of tax bills, wTltlng a com 
mittee bill and holding public 
hearings,”  he aald.

The second week, he said, pro­
posed tax legislation will . reach 
the floor of the House and Senate 
for debate, amendments and vot­
ing. With that completed, the Leg­
islature will adjourn Ita apcclal 
session.

He 
brought out that although cancer 
is the seeond major caii.se of death 
In the United States, it Is no long­
er the unknown dl.soase it once 
was. "Modern pioneers are mak­
ing progress in the study of cancer 
aitd other dUseases which, when 
your grandparents were born, 
wore comparatively unknown,"'he 
stated.

Two Interesting facts contended 
by Dr. Roberts were that cancer 
is not caused by a germ, and fur­
thermore It is not contagious. It  
can be Induced In some individuals 
by continual irritation. For exam­
ple the chimney cleaner in London 
could become Irritated from the 
soot and develop cancer o f the 
akin. A tooth irritating the skin 
could give cancer by continual Ir­
ritation. Smoking is another cause 
of cancer In some people.

; “ Cancer Is a disorderly and un- 
I controlled growth in some part of 
! the body," Dr. Roberts gave as a 
I definition. He spoke of normal cell 
division as the basis o f growth 
and contended that when a cell re- 
volt.s and continues growing, "we 
have no way o f finding out why." 
the result is a disorderly growth 
called cancer.

"When cancer spreads is when 
It begins to become dangerous." hr 
further stated. Dr. Roberts went 
on to speak of the method of 
eradication of cancer and of recent 
discoveries made In this field 
through the study o f mice.

The assembly was then opened 
to questions from the floor and 
conchidc<l, in the first assembly, 
wdth a discussion of the symptoms 
o f cancer.

The third assembly for fresh­
men was devoted to the exhibition 
o f a movie entitled "Charm and 
Personality,” which was shown to 
the upper classmen the following 
day.

TTic movie stressed the "do's” 
and "don'ts" of modern day man­
ners. Bad manners and bad per­
sonality were emphasised by over- 
exaggeration on the part o f the 
actors.

Opportunities In electronics and 
radio were discussed Wednesday 
at Manchester High school by 
Dana S. Merrlman, Administrator 
o f the new C. R. L. School o f Elec­
tronics, Inc., o f Hartford. Agpong 
other things he mentioned a num­
ber of devices which bec^iuse of 
general usage are nowadays ac­
cepted a ; quite ordinary but which 
actually are electronically con­
trolled in one way or another.

Among those used in industry 
are all aorta of gauges, mea..uring 
Instruments for temiieratiire, in­
struments for testing the strain 
potentialities o f materials, par-i 
Ucularly metals and, of course, all 
types o f electrical motor equip-' 
ment.

Many o f the hearing 
aids for deaf people arc electroni­
cally controll^ , aa well as the 
automatic railway block system 
signals, two-way police and fire 
communications, the hidden traffic 
cop which measures the speed of 
an automobile without the driver 
being aware o f it. Mr. Merrlman 
went on to say that with the tre­
mendous advances made in televi­
sion and FM, there was an increas­
ingly heavy demand for techni­
cians to handle this equipment.
"Only yesterday," Mr. Merrlman 
stated, "a  Hartford concern visited 
the school looking for at least sl.x 
qualified graduates capable o f in­
stalling and servicing television 
equipment."

During the course of his talk Mr.
Merrlman Introduced Walter M. A.
Anderson, Chief Engineer o f Crys­
tal Research Laboratories, Hart­
ford. who answered many techni­
cal questions propounded by the 
boys and demonstrated the newest 
type o f electronic metronome 
which Me- Anderson Invenvcd and 
develop^.
