Bumably on an International baaia, 
before May IS.

"Tha commlaaion,’'  Ita mambara 
aaid in a atfongly worded report 
iaaued laat night, ”haa decided to 
refer to the Security CouncU the 
pIrohMi of providing that armed 
aaatatanea which alone would au- 
able the epmmiaaion to diacharge 
ita reaponriliUltlaa . . . ”

Hyerea, France, Feb. 17—(IP)— 
An offleor and seven men of the 
U. 8. aircraft carrier Midway are 
unaccounted for in the swamping 
of a  liberty launch off the Riviera 
today, a  French police offleial 
aaid.

The official, from the prefecture 
of nearlqr Toulon, aaid no bodies 
had been recovered. He aaid the 
officera of the carrier did not 
know whether the men drowned 
or merely failed to report back 
from shore leave.

Sea Very Bough
’Ihe French preas agency earlier 

said 15.hodiea had been recovered. 
Tbe Toulon official said he be­
lieved hia version was more exact. 
The official added that the aea 
was very rough when the sallora 
were returning in the early morn­
ing hours from a  party ashore.

(In London, the U. 8. Navy said 
ei|^t men were ”uhaccounted for” 
in figures atlU subject to revision. 
’This report was sent by Vice- 
Admiral Forrest P. Sherman, 
commander of U. 8. Naval forcea 
in tha Mediterranean, to Admiral 
Richard L. Omally, commander in 
chief of U. 8. Naval forces in the 
Baatera Atlantic and Mediterran' 
can. Oonally’s headquartera are in 
London.)

The accident occurred aa tha 
aailora vmra returning from a 
Riviera party t  otheir ship, ancb< 
ored near one of the Hyerea 
islands off tho southern coast of 
Franco, midway between Maraellle 
and Cknnaa. Hyerea is 10 miles 
aast of Toulon.

Aa the result of action-taken b y ! 
the School Board, a t last night's j 
niebtlng no child will be allowed. 
to enter the public schools of Man- 
cheater at tha opening In Saptem- 
bar unless ha or she has reached 
tha age of flve years by Septem­
ber 1. PrevlouBly children were 
allowed to enter the schools If their 
birthday would occur before Jan­
uary 1. This action was taken In 
order to make poestble caring for 
the number of children who will 
enter kindergarten In September.

If tha old rule was followed It 
was catlmated that there would 
ba 775 children eligible to enter 
sibooL By passing toe new rule 
that number ^11 be reduced to 586 
of which number about 475, it ia 
estimated, will attend kindergar­
ten, Thla rule will be carried 
through tha entire system with the 
only alteration being an additional 
year for each auccaastve grade, 
^erefo re, no child can enter the 
'first grade unless the alxto birth 
day la reached before September 
1.

DouMr Heaalona Plan
In an effort to care for the In- 

fcreaacd enrollment in the lower 
grades the Board haa adopted a 
plan for double seuiona in Hollis­
te r Street wdiool affecting seventh 
and eighth grades only. Starting 
In September the eighth grade will 
attend achool In toe afternoon and 
the seventh grade in toe morning. 
Thla will release three rooms for 
occupancy by pupils of lower 
grades. Another room will be 
opened In Bunce school and the 
Aaaembly Hall in the Manchester 
Green school will be used for first- 
grade claases. An altered trans- 
portetion system will be adopted 
which will transport children from 
th e  Lenox street area to toe High­
land Park school. i Thla will re­
lieve congestion In Lincoln school 
and will make available two more 
rooms for the lower grades. This 
will necessitate toe engagement of 
seven more teachers plus the ap­
propriation of additional funds for 
transportation.

Tet even such an extraordinary 
individual finds himself lost, when 
he sits down to prescribe policy 
and suggest thinking for his own 
nation, between his own iM jor 
oonchislons and his subsidiary con­
clusions, between his hope and his 
det^alr, between the one real an­
swer to all our problems, and 
those partial answers which are 
BO BBSwsr at all.

Thus, It U, that General Eisen­
hower, la his fareweU report as 
Chief o f Staff, can recommend 
expansion o f American military 
strength, the establishment o f a 
MaglBot Line in the Mediterran­
ean, and the Immediate adoption 
o f eoBocrlptloa for young Ameri- 
cans, had also, la the oanm docu- 
Bwnt la which ha recommends 
such things, state the following: 

“ Security cannot be measured 
by the slM o f munitions stockpiles 
or the number o f men under arms 
or the monopoly of ah Invincible 
we^ion. That was the <Oerman and 
Japanese idea o f power which, in 
the test o f .war, was proved false. 
Even la peace, the Index o f ma­
terial strength la unreliable, for 
arms become obsolete and worth- 
leoo; vast arml.es decay Impercep­
tibly while sapping the strength 
o f the nations supporting them; 
monopoly Is soon broken. But i^- 
equate spiritual reserve, coupled 
with understanding of each day's 
requirementa will meet every issue 
o f our time."

Thus It Is that after spending 
a  major part o f his report urging 
American preparedness. General 
Eiaenhower can say:

"National preparedness is rela­
tive security against quick or 
overwhelming military defeat. But 
It does not guarantee the Repub­
lic's sxlatence, should there be un­
limited atomic devastation in an 
other total conflict The surviv­
ors then • • victor and vanquished 
alike • • • will possess a  wasted 
world in which civilized life, as we 
know I t  cannot endure."

Thus It is that General Elsen­
hower can deliver himself o f this 
somewhat Impassioned denial of 
the inevitability o f war and plea 
for a  new kind o f attack on war;

“ Surii universal peace has been 
both an Idealistic dream and a 
social goal for centuriea Many 
attempts have been mads to at­
tain It by political, religious, and 
even military measures. Despite 
partial aad tsmporary success ail 
eventually failed, giving support 
to the pessimists who declare war 
la inevitable In human existence 
because man la by nature a war­
making anbnal. In this claim is 
enough substance from centuries 
o f expericDoe, to lead a specious 
appearaaca o f  factual verity. But 
even the awat cynical will admit 
that sack vacU lo war la the re­
sult o f ECtlcBS and policies, lined 
la  a  asquenoa o f cause aad effect 
until the final outooms la reached. 
By hindsight, after every war. It 
can he datarmlaed where and

proved ineffectual, it is high Ume 
that men examine the sources of 
InteraaUonal oonfilct aad seex 
means to remove them. Were as 
much study and research devoted 
to the causes and prevention o f 
war as have been to the causes 
end prevenuon o f disease, we 
should in time attain the same 
control over its eruption and 
spread as we have over the phy­
sical plagues. And were the study 
of war, it’s causes and prevention, 
given the place in our education 
ctuTicula that Its importance to 
the Individual citizen merits, we 
would have better hope of finding 
a practical basis for enduring 
peace.”

And then, after such a worthy 
exposiUon of the possibility of 
curing war. General Eisenhower 
can himself relapse into a pessi­
mism which Is, It seems to us, al­
most final pessimism, when he 
says:

“ A generation, or even a cen­
tury, may pasp before the nations 
in concert develop pracUcal meas­
ures to banish war from intema- 
Uonal relaUons. But if men can 
learn only by repeated experience, 
the next war will surely be con­
vincing.”

If we need another war to con­
vince us, we are already lost.

It seems to us that the Eisen­
hower report U a great deal Uke 
the report o f the Flnletter Air 
Policy Oonunisslon, in that each 
is like a pendulum which swings 
first to the only ultimate security 
for this naUon or for anybody 
else, which is the end o f war, and 
which then, in turn, swings over 
to those measures of preparation 
for war which admittedly repre­
sent only a partial security and 
which, o f course, always carry the 
danger that they themselves shall 
help make war inevitable.

Back and forth the pendulum ol 
the tortured logic ol good men 
swings. We take a look at the 
only real answer to our problems 
and then turn back to second best 
devices which are no answer at 
all. In the end. we always choose 
to prepare for war rather than for 
peace, to take up the tools o f war 
rather than practice the principles 
of peace, to make the waging of 
war our own immediate business 
while we leave the task of build 
ing peace always to some one 
else, some one who is theoretically 
going to survive our next expert' 
ment with war. *

We are afraid that the fateful 
truth Is that Ve cannot postpone 
the problem or the decision, that 
we o f this present generation 
must make the final, all-time 
choice for civilization, and that if 
we do not develop the vision, the 
courage, the pioneering spirit to 
choose what has hitherto been 
considered the impossible, we our­
selves are lost and there will be 
no future generation to worry 
about, one way or the other.

Men like Eisenhower are tops 
among.us. Yet unless they, and 
we, lift ourselves above our pen­
dulum indecision between a com­
pletely new destiny and repetition 
and imitation o f all the mistakes 
o f the past, we are not good 
enough for siuvival. We can no 
longer afford to believe In the 
negative efficacy of war. ^ e  must 
believe In the positive potentlali- 
belleve In them strongly enough to 
bellve In them strongly enough to 
strike for them realistically. We 
must cease. In our spiritual out­
look, merely being afraid to die, 
a fear which, at its best, leads us 
only to match guns with our 
neighbors. We must want to live, 
and want this world to live, be­
cause we intend to do good, posi­
tive things with our life upon It. 
There is no gamble Involved in 
such a choice. All is lost one way. 
All is to be gained the other.

Sometimes these exceptions to 
the rule come to an early stop, so 
far as visible advancement in the 
political game Is concerned. They 
keep on playing their own kind of 
game, being true to themselves, 
but the political world places a 
lipiit on their ambitions. In such 
cases, they remain our favorites.

In other cases, they are victims 
of the game with which they will 
not compromise, and their political 
careers are brought to a sudden 
end. In such cases, we mourn 
them, sometimes a little bitterly, 

But our favorites cause as 
the most mental anguish when 
they eneounter the most unex­
pected fate of sn —that of be­
ing elevated high up the polit­
ical ladder until they are 
tbemselvea aa lategral aad 
Important part of the game.

A chance 
that the good politician Is going to 
be able to hold those qualities 
which previously distinguished him 
or her ? A chance that the political 
game, instead of swallowing up 
some new victim, is going to be 
subjected to a beneficial and ef­
fective influence. A chance that 
political standards are going to be 
raised?

Such thoughts are, once more, 
inevitable, now that Representa­
tive Eldna Eldgerton of Stamford, 
whom we celebrated last winter as 
one o f our favorite legislators, has 
become the somewhat surprising 
choice of the practical politicians 
of the Republican party for the 
post of state vice chairman.

To the Editor:
Dr. Charles C. Beach has passed 

away leaving pleasant memories 
for those who knew him.

How well I remember the day a 
few o f the Hartford A rt Sriiool 
students, and I walked into his 
beautiful home for the first time 
at 54 Woodland street to attend 
our first informal tea.

My first Impression was of 
diraifled white haired gentleman 
who had a merry twinkle in his 
eyes and a great sense o f humor 
and lively wit, aa shown In this lit 
tie incident;

As we sat in the drawing room 
chatting away, a trim maid ap­
peared with a tray full o f fancy, 
dantlly-cut sandwiches but so 
small they appeared hardly 
mouthful. Dr. Beach burst out 
with a hearty laugh, saying,

"These will hardly do for these 
young girls. Why not make them 
into g (^ -s lzed  sandwiches?”

So the maid graciously with' 
drew and we finally had the good 
old fashioned kind. When wo had 
lingered over our tea and the con 
versatlon drew to a close. Dr. 
Beach invited (u to see his private 
aquarium room of which he was 
tremendously proud. Mounting 
flight of steps ws entered a large 
adjoining room beautifully planned 
and filled with glass receptacles of 
all sizes for the hundreds o f fish 
and marine life. It was like step­
ping Into a wonderland and listen' 
Ing to a voice of magic.

When we had looked to our 
heart’s content Mrs. Beach Invited 
us into the music room. This room, 
especlallv designed with hidden 
lights near the celling and fur* 
nished In exceptionally good taste 
enchanted me.
