Strike Against Author
| ity of Parliament to
Be Decided March 17

London, Feb, 18— (#)—Britain’s
doctors have voled overwhelming-

ly against taking part in the gov-
ernment’s new program for free
medical serviee, Lthe Britiah Medi-
cal association said today,

Whether the doctors will strike
against the authority of Parlia-
ment, which passed the medical
service act last year, will be de-
cided by the BMA's representative
assembly of 376 doctors March 17,

The poll, conducted by the BMA
showed 25,340 doctora voted
against the law “In (ls present
form"” and 4,084 approved It

Of the physicians voting, 24,000
pledged to stay out of the service
if a majority opposed the law,

The doctors have three main
objections to the law,

The first ia that (t forbids the
buying and selling of practices.
This brings large sumas, especially
to specialists and consultants
whose work earns high feca, It
has been coondemned by Health
Minister Anecurin Bevan as the
same thing as buying and sefling
patienta.

The second thing they opposed
is the establishment of a basic-
state-paid salary for doctors. The
guaranteed salary of £300 ($1,200)
A& year, thoy say, is an “entering
w " for a fully salaried state

service, The BEMA wants
doctors

kind of payment in addition to the

against all the nations of the  salary

The third thing the doctors ob-
ject to is that a doctor dismissed
from the state service cannot ap-
peal to the courts against his dis-
missal. The law provides that a
doctor can be dismissed only by a
three-man body—a lawyer, doctor,
and layman—acting on the recom-
mendations of a local council made
up largely of doctora. The minister
of health can approve the tribu-
nal's findings but cannot reverse
them.

The bill provides free medical,
dental and hospital services, medi-
cine and even false teeth for all
Britons,

Its costs will be pald by the gov-
ernment. Part of the funds for
paying for it will come from & por-
tion of the social security deduc-
tions from workers' pay checks,
the reat out of the treasury.

The law does not force doctora
to work under its provisions. They
may continue in private practice
or, If they become doctors under
the medical plan, they may oon-
tinue &lso to have private fee-pay-
ing patienta.

The law Is scheduled to take ef-
fect July 5.
