It was contsdned in a prelimi­
nary report circulated privately to 
other members of the full Ju­
diciary committee. The plan may 
be changed before the full coih- 
mittee submits Its recommenda­
tions to the Senate. The report is 
due Monday.

to esUblUh new military bases in 
Africa, to maintain military po­
st tl on In the A rab countries, to 
obtain continued military use of 
the Aaorea, and to undertake what 
future expansions of American 
military atrength and poelUon 
may still he revealed.

This picture, that of the world's 
two greatest powers each striving 
unceasingly for maximum unity 
and strength and advantage on 
the two sides of one fateful divid­
ing line, represents the situation 
with which we are now living.

Csechoalovakia happened to be 
an unusual case among the coun­
tries caught in thla process of 
world division. It happened to be 
a  country which had a chance, 
providing the conflict between the 
two great powers and two 'ways  
ol life did not become too hope* 
■leasly crystalUxed, of playing the 
role of a bridge between them. 
Providing the world divtaion did 
not become too hard and fast, thia 
was no futile dream. It was rather 
a vision of what had to happen - * 
aome kind of meeting ground be­
tween East and West - - - if this 
world waa to survive.

That vision haa been rudely 
shattered, and what is left Is that 
same hard and fast dlviaion of the 
world which Cfeechoalovakla hoped 
would not occur.

Possibly Ruaaia considers it ad­
visable to add Finland.to her list 
before ahe conalders the line com­
pleted. Poaaibly we consider it 
necessary to do more reviving, 
and perhaps eventually, rearming 
of Germany aiid Japan in order to 
c o m  plete the organisation of 
things on our aids of tha line.

Poaaibly, too, there will be aome 
occasional foraging across the 
line, aa wa vaguely hope for 
trouble on Ruaala’s side of things, 
aa Russia will actively try to pro­
mote trouble on our aide, of 
things. But, In the main, the line 
haa been drawn, the world 
been divided, and two enemy 
camps now face each other across 
that'dividing Una.

There ia. in thla sltuatlao, a  very 
cynical hope. It  la that thia very 
dangerous and threatening con­
dition may atablUxe itself, that we 
and Ruaaia may agree and concede 
that are have arrived at a  condi­
tion o f atalemate, and that we 
m ^  achieve a  variety of peace by 
conceding and accepting thla two 
world state of affairs as per* 
manant.One of the arguments for 
the Marahall Plan la that it would 
help bring Ruaaia to realisation of 
this stalemate, by promoting the 
atrength and stabUity of things on 
our aide of the line.

In such a  atdlemate, we would 
give up what faint hope we have 
for Chechoslovakia. Ruaaia might 
subside into a  ooncem for her own 
buaineaa behind her aide of the 
Una. Eventually, If we could hold 
the stalemate long enough, both 
of us might come to aome mutual 
leaaenlng o f tenaion, perhaps even, 
aOme day, to aome development of 
undtoatanding. That, in the pres­
ent ritoatlon, is the desperate 
hope for peace, which must be 
balanced against aU the Uve 
dangers of fiaah conflict which 
exlat in any aucit world division.

Thla ia the Une o f reasoning 
American poUcy la following. The 
essence of Secretary MarahaU'a 
poUcy ia that we must be prepared 
to maintain and enforce this 
atalemate indefinitely. I t  is a  
policy which recognizes the pres­
ent state of the world aa aome- 
thing which la, for the present at 
least, altogether unalterable. That 
wa have come to such a atate of 
affairs, that the world haa 
marched down to the point where 
hope ia located only in such a  de«- 
p e r  a te, dangerous and costly 
policy ia a mournful indication of 
our eatate. Both we and RUsala 
are now accepting the concept of 
two worlds.

Eventually, if cither of ua is to 
survive, both we and the Russians 
must come to the realization that 

' our only real safety Ilea in ending 
[ t h e  a 11 u atlon we have now 
I achieved. The present two world 

m orally ' situation ia equally dangerous to 
' ■us both. There Ite stlU only one 
safety for us both, and that is to 
find the way to live together in 
one world. If wc do not find that 
way to Uve together, wc shall cer­
tainly die together.

"The great debate" of tha ape* 
clal session waa that between 
Senator Alfred Wechsler, the 
Hartford Democrat,, and Senator 
Robert E. Parsons, ‘ one of the 
nicest Republicans ever to come 
to Hartford. A t the conclusion of 
the debate the RepubUcans. if 
they had any regard for their fu­
ture laurels. Immediately set 
about a breeding program de­
signed to produce a great and 
strident orator who might, aome 
day, be capable of entering the 
lists against the crude Philistine, 
Senator Wechsler. For it was the 
latter who carried the day, by a 
wide margin.

To coBcede Senator Wechsler 
the eratorteal victory la ae dls- 
rMpoct to Senator Parsons. In- 
d o ^  It la something of a  eom- 
pMmeat to the kind of man he 
happens to be. His kind never 
wtn debates with the W'echslers 
of this world. The oolid Bepub- 
llcna \1rtneo are n-bat they are, 
mad ran ae%-er be wbat they are 
not.
Senator Parsons, a  typically 

sound businessman plairlng his 
role in public service, la not 
equipped and never will become 
equipped for rough and tumble 
combat. When the ground on 
which he Is asked to fight ia not, 
after all. too solid and steady, f 
his handicap Increases. Neverthe­
less, when he finds himaelf in such 
an unpleasant poaltlon, the' basic 
seriousness of hla own character 
makes him take the batUe very 
aerlotuly, so that hla own emo­
tions are Involved.

Senator Wechsler, on the other 
hand, ia one of thoae to whom 
politics ia A game. The more noisy 
and tempestuous the game be­
comes, the more enjoyable it Is to 
him. In the debate in question, 
he WAS having boisterous fim 
while his Opponent was behaving 
exactly like a sound businessman 
suddenly caught and attacked in 

s t r a n g e  medium. Give a  
Wechsler a  weak position, and he 
would try to cover it up with 
exuberant twists and turns of 
logic. Give him a poaltlon with one 
or two items of rightness in It, 
and he will prove unerring in see­
ing that hla own atrongeat points 
gat the last and moat printable 
word.

Thus, in the debate in queation 
Senator Wcchaler lost no time at 
all in realising that his own bast 
mode of attack had relatively 
little to do with the sales tax, 
which happened to be the laaue 
of the hearing. He concentrated, 
rather, upon the fact that some 
82,000,000 Burplua had been found 
in state accounts to be applied for 
atate salary increases, and upon 
the allegation that this aurplua 
had V been ntade poaalble not 
through economy but through 
padding on the part of the Ap­
propriations Committee, of which 
Senator Paraona was chairman.
In this line of argument, he waa 
not only nsaaultlng Republican 
state management in geneml, but 
he was injuring the personal and 
professional pride of Senator Far- 
aons. Once he had the tender spot 
he had been seeking, he never let 
go.

To Senator Wechsler, the de­
bate was an afternoon’s lark. To 
Senator Parsons, it waa certainly 
no such fim, and it may well have 
helped convince him that he had 
had almoat enough of the strange 
quagmires of politics.

Eo Senator Wechsler wonYlie 
debate of the afternoon, nad the 
headHnee he also won almost 
oheeured the tact that, given n 
publlo duty in which vtork and 
performnace sad  not oratory 
were required, and given tbeoe 
two oenntors tor n choice, tho 
n V o r  age Coaaeotleut citlaen 
would otlU ehoooe the debate’s 
vlcttm, and not Ita victor.

1834. The two tetter groups of 
churchee were eatahUahed by emi­
grants to this country from Ger­
many, some of whom came to 
America in the early eighteenth 
century, and others in the mid- 
nineteenth century.

Bucar said she had acquired a real 
underaUndlng of the Russians. 
She said the policy of the U. S. 
embassy "is directed against these 
people."

Ambassador Walter Bedell 
Smith said last night he had not 
received the letter y e t He added 
Miss Bucar had been "very remiss" 
In not Informing the embassy 
earlier o f her marriage.

Under State Department regu­
lations, she should have notified 
the embassy o f her marriage and 
immediately resigned, he said.

In the U. 8. Information serv­
ice Miss Bucar did some work on 
a Russian-language magazine ti­
tled "Amerlka."

The text of her letter of resigna­
tion foUows:

"My Dear Mr. Ambassador;
"Please accept herewith my re­

signation effective as of this date. 
The following wUl explain my ac­
tion:

"During the time I spent in the 
Soviet union 1 became aware of 
many aspects of Soviet life. It 
became apparent to me that many 
Americana are not sufficiently ac­
quainted with the life of .he So­
viet people. There is a lack, of ob­
jective understanding o f their 
strivings and ideals.

Try to Create Dissension
"Too often we are influenced by 

reactionary individuals who do 
their utmost to create dissension 
and misunderstandings between 
the American and Soviet peoples.

"During my sojourn in the So­
viet union I have given careful 
consideration to alt factors in­
volved and I came to the follow­
ing concluslon—that now I have 
a real understanding of the coun­
try and it.f fine people who are 
doing their utmost toward making 
the world a better place to live In.

"Knowing well that the policy 
of the embassy la directed against 
these people, I consider further 
work In the embassy incompatible 
with my present views, therefore 
I am leaving the embaasy and re­
maining In Russia.

"This decision has also been In­
fluenced by the fact that I found 
my personal happiness here by 
falling In love with a Riisslan.

"The reasons for my decision 
have been stated above and I am 
happy I have courage to start life 
anew in this country.

"Respectfully,
"Annabelle I. Bucar."

Otooeoma May Oaaea BHadoeas

Glaucoma la a aerioue dlaeese 
of the eyee and an important 
cause o f blindness. It is estimated 
that, o f the 200.000 blind in the 
United States, about 20,000 have 
lost their vision because of glau­
coma.

Glaucoma is rather rare before 
the age of 40, and certainly comes 
increasingly often with the ad­
vancing years. When the diag­
nosis is made early, and proper 
treatment te started promptly, 
however, complete loss of vision 
can generally be prevented. The 
exact cause is not known.

In glaucoma, there Is an in­
crease of pressure inside the eye­
ball. An attack usually begins 
with a severe pain in one eye, a 
slight swelling of the eyelids with 
watering of the eye, and a blood- 
accumulation of the eyeball which 
looks like a general Inflammation 
of the eye.

There is, o f course, great loss 
of vision. The Increased hardness 
of the eyeball can usually be felt 
easily. The pain is extremely se­
vere and is often felt all thonigh 
the head. The hardness of the 
eye Is caused by blockage of the 
flow of fluids within the eye, so 
that liquid accumulates In the 
eyeball.
