Hull Was Right

The “Memoirs of Cordell Hull"”
now being published by the Hari-
ford Times, are in many ways
the most significant, important
and informative disclosures yet
made of what went on In Ameri-
can and world diplomscy during
the war,

In one of last week's inatall-
ments, Mr. Hull told how he
fought Dbitterly against Prime
Minister Churchill's insistence
that the United States approve a
balance of power division with
Rusgia in the Balkans, under
which Rumanis was to be a Rus-
slan sphere of Influence and
Greoce & British sphere of influ-
ence.

“I was in fact,” writes My, Hull,
“fiatly opposed to any division of
Europe or sections of Europe into
spheres of Influence. I had argued
aguinst this strongly at the Mos-
cow Conference. It seemed to me
that any creation of zones of in-
fluence would inevitably sow the
soeda of future conflict.

Once we had agreed
to this new position on interven-
tion, Russian had more excuse to
intervene in neighboring states
and we had less reason to oppose
her doing mo.”

Again, Mr. Hull lost out, al-
though his views were sound and
right and hia prophecy accurate,
There is some melancholy coftsola-
tion for this page in his disclos-
ures, for this page was, at the
time these policies were issues,
writing exactly the same viewas
and arguments which Mr. Hull re-
veals himself to have been using
inside the Inner circlea of Wash-
Ington—but never, unfortunately,
in public so that the American
people might have had a chance to
rally to them.

What actually happened, In
American diplomacy, was a direct
negation of what Mr. Hull advo-
cated. We took the Pacific Is-
lands, with the cynical approval
of Russia, using the threat of veto
several timed in one day at the
United Nations %o keep our fellow
democracies from amending ,the
terms of our possesaion of these
islands.

And Mr. Hull's succeasor, Mr.
James F. Byrnes, went to theslon-
don conference in the fall of 1945
and committed two conspicuous
viclations of Mr. Hull's belief that
we should “by our own actions
give Russia a concrete example of
how we thought she should act.”

First, Mr. Byrnes, propoging an
international trusteeship for the
former Italian colonies, refused to
accept a Russian proposition to
agree to international trustecahips
there If the same principle were to
be applied elsewhere. Already the
poison of our own intention to an-
nex the Pacific falands was at
work.

Second, Mr. Bymnes, while busily
engaged in boring Into the ques-
tion of Russian management of
the spherea of influence negotiated
by Prime Mi r Churchill dur.
ing the war, pé point blank
a Russian proposal that American
management of Japan, which we
had taken to ourselves as a purely
American sphere, should also be
discussed. !

These two actions on the part of
Mr. Byrnes, a few months after
Mr. Hull's retirement, were the
first not..lce ever given to Russia
that this country intended to
make one rule for itself, mnother
rule for others.

Mr. Hull urged: "By our own ac-
tions give Russia concrete exam-
ple of how we thought she should
act.”

Our failure to do just that s
the key to the fallure of our whole
post-war diplomacy. We have
come steadily downgrade from Mr,
Hull's high objective for Ameri-
can policy, until we are today en-

gaged completely in the yery same |

power politics he knew would be
disastrous.

Perhaps decent, truly Ameri
principle will yet emerge, and pel:s
its rightful part in leading the
world upward instead of down-
ward. But we have given many
hostages to a very dangerous for-
tune since Mr. Hull lost his fight
against spheres of Influence,
against our own acoeptance of tho
spolls of war, since he and his con-
copt of making America an exam-
ple‘rather than a rival departed
from office.

Circumstantial Evidence

Circumstantial evidence ls the
resort of little minds, lacking in
true perception and faith.

When, last wbekend, a kindly
and benevolent apring, looking
over the landacape, decided that
the greening grass would beneft
from & light new soft cover, u
blanket sgainst seasonable night
chills, the circumstantial evidence
boys cast superficial glances and
concluded that winter was here
again,

And so today, with & little more
woolly warmth descending, us
more kindly insurance for the cro-
cus buds, those addicted to the
processes of circumstantial  evi-
dence are once more scorning the
propheta of spring.

But the devotees of elrcumstan-
tial evidence are not really the
careful and aclentific logicians
they pretend to be. They have one
common fallacy, snd that ia their
tendency to select those superfi-
clal facts which accord with their
own  preconcelved notions and
prejudices, and then to ignore all
other ovidence, oven evidence
within thelr own favorite defini-
tion. =

Thus, toddy, they glance at the
fact that it is snowing, and think
that is all they peed to know.

But the true émpiricist shouid

[nu! halt with one superficial fact !
He should ask himself, today,
what kind of snow this happena
to be

He would, if he condeacended to
examine it closely —say while put-
ting on his chains on some hillside
—find that it is soft and moist and
ready to melt at the first touch
of sun. He would find that It iz no
part of winter at all, but a typical
snow of spring, no resurgence of
the old season, but authentic and
chéerlng harbinger of the new,
really nothing more than an April
shower, making slight and super-
ficial concessions to March,

The “"McConaughy penny” came
into existence because the old
sales tax made it mandatory for
the retailer to state the normsl
sales price of an article, and then,
in the presence of the customer,
compule the amount of the state
sales tax. Theoretically, the re-
tailer could so have adjusted this
original normal price so that the
addition of the salen tax brought
the final amount to be taken from
the purcauser out on some even
nickel, But this would, in turn,
have involved Irregular Dbasic
prices.

The strategic amendment,
permitting retallers to advertise
prices  with  "tax Included,”
which was the most lmportant
development of the special ses-
sion, was intended to omn the
way to an casy and ormal
practice mmong retallers of even
nickel pricing. The retallers
who choose to follow the oppor-
tunity which is now golng to be
open to them will be required to
make computation of the tax |
for the customer only If the cus- |
tomer requests it. They will, it l
Is hoped, find it casy to net their
final tax included price on the
nearest nickel, perhaps taking
a little actual loss on the final
price of some Item, perhaps
making gain on the final price \
of some other item,

It Is expoacted that they will, |
in practice, find it possible to swap |

a rather invisible tax burdcn!
around among the items they have |
for sale, as Lheir own good busi-
nesa judgment dictates. Thia, In
practice, could mean that the re-
taller would assume his own {n-

formal résponsibility for the sc-
tual collection of the tax money
he will eventually pay-the state,
and that he could, informally, ab-
sorb the tax on some Ilems if he
should so choose.

Connecticut retailers are not
compelled to do business thin way,
They can, If they wish, continue
collecting the sales tax exactly as
they have handled it in the past. |

But it is the hope of the Re-
publicans who made this new
way of doing sales tax business|
possible that retallers will adopt
It, a8 a convenience to their cus-
tomers, ns a partial end of the
sales tax headache, and as a
means of engaging in competition
with one another,
