Spaak Opeas Coafereaee 
Paul-Henri Bpaak. Belgian pre­

mier and foreign minister, opened 
the conference formally, Ha wel­
comed the delegates to Brusaela 
and said he h op^  their dlacusalona 
would result In the successful con­
clusion of a five-power agreement.

.They were called to study the 
Idea of a treaty and alliance to 
stop the spread of Comnuinlst con­
trol, newly installed in Csecho- 
alovakia and feared in Finland.

The delegates were reported to 
have agreed to proceed Iwrth the 
meeting despite the absence of 
GIsdwyn Jebb, second British 
delegate. The others all had ar­
rived. Jebb, a deputy to the British 
foreign secretary, was delayed In 
London by bad weathe^.

After the formal opening by 
Spaak, the conference was presided 
over by Fernand van Langenhove, 
permanent Belgian delegate to the 
United NaUons.

No indication was given how 
long it will last. Neither was there 
any information I m m e d I a tely 
whether any official communiques 
will be issued.

Pearl Harbor, March 4 — (P)— 
The battleship Pennaylvania, sur­
vivor of the Pearl Harbor debacle 
and two atomic blasts, waa scut­
tled near Kwajalein February 10, 
the Navy announced today.

"Damage received at Okinawa 
was mainly responsible for the 
Pennsylvanla’a unsMworthineaa 
and not damage Infilcted during 
the atomic bomb testa" at Bikini 
In July, 1046, the Navy said.

Two other warships, termed vic­
tims of “progressive deterioration," 
also were scuttled last month. They 
were the destroyer Trippe, sunk 
February 3, and the attack trans­
port Banner, sunk February 16.

The Navy said the Pennsylvania 
could not have remained afloat 
much longer in Kwajalein lagoon. 
She waa towed there after the 
Bikini atom tests. She wss con­
sidered a possible menace to ship­
ping if she sank in the lagoon, as 
did the Prinz Eugen. Both were 
guinea pigs of the Bikini tests.

Record Set Against Japs
The "Mighty P,” as the Navy 

calls her, recovered from the Pearl 
Harbor attack to strike at the Jap­
anese 13 times with 11,000,000 (m) 
pounds of steel—more than was 
fired by any other battleship in his­
tory.

(Tff Okinawa, SO hours before the 
war ended, an aerial torpedo ripped 
the Pennaylvanla’s stem and kill­
ed 20 inen.

She waa commiaaioned March 16, 
1015. She had a displacement of 
33,000 tons and was 608 feet in 
length with a beam of 106 feet, 
three inches.

But sheep prices are under 
year ago. Good and choice native 
and fed wooled western lambs 
were worth $24.00 to $24.40 at 
East 8t. Louis a yaar ago. 
Yesterday they brought around 
$22.00

Theae prices are typical. The 
same variations with 1947 apply In 
all livestock markets.

"Tba eacond mark of an educat­
ed man is hla ability to diatlnguiah 
the cbariaUnlam at words from 
tba reality at tMnga. Many educat­
ed people are compictriy enrap­
tured by a lecture composed at 
worda It  is true the words have 
meaning and even beauty, but the 
sentences oompoaed of these words 
have no meaning. Vet, the audi­
ence doesn't question, isn't pux- 
■led but enthualaatlcally commends 
the lecturer. la this the purpose 
at education?—to make them, un­
able to diatlnguiah between sound 
and sense? I t  would seem that an 
educated population should be able 
to dlaenUuigte the reality at things 
from the trickery of worda

"The third mark of an educated 
man is tolerance, and tolerance it 
would seem le a quality of the 
mind rather than of the heart; 
mental rather than moral. The 
Intolerant are not Inhuman but un­
intelligent. Much of the bigotry 
and Intollerance existing in our 
own country are products of an ed 
ucatlonal eyatem of which Ameri­
ca purports to be proud.

"An educated man should be 
bit of a philosopher and should 
have some graap of what is called 
a philosophy of Ufa. The educated

■hould know a.little  about phil­
osophy and knowing a little they 
must net tasoglite they knew a  lot. 
aad it they are gduoated they win 
aoC

"Last but not least, an aducated 
man should have a modicum of 
culture and must have a religion". 
Father Glllla quotes the prealdeht 
of a State univerrity who stated 
in an addreaa to tbo undergrad­
uates. Toung men, young women 

I religtoiie. A person without 
religion la diseased, debased, and 
degenerate. What writers of litera­
ture must possess no educated roan 
must leek. He must feel the mys­
tery at the heart of the universe, 
the mystery in the blade of graea, 
a drop of water; the infinite mya- 
teriee before hie eyed and under 
Me feet and over his head. Real­
ising this a man cannot scoff but 
murt be reverent. The man who 
does not see and feel this lacks 
aomething—the religious sense. 
"Father GiUls concludes that a 
man lacking this religious sense 
is "fnistrated, truncated, stimted, 
and so not educated.”

For ‘No Spitting* Sign

Many aertoua diseases, such as 
pneumonia, Influensa, tuberculo­
sis, and the common cold, are un­
doubtedly spread from person 
to person through the air. The 
germs or viruses which cause 
these diseases are coughed, 
sneeaed, apit, or breathed Into the 
air by the person afflicted. They 
float around for a time, and are 
then Inhaled by someone who haa 
not yet been attacked.

Some people are very thought­
less when it comes to exposing 
others. They think nothing of 
going to the raovle.s or other pub­
lic places when they are coming 
down with an Infection. In the 
midst of coughing and sneezing 
attacks, they often do not even 
cover the nose and mouth and 
thereby expose all those near them

habit of spitting In 
public places is especially to be 
condemned. Health authorities 
have long recognized the danger 
of this practice and it Is forbid­
den in trains street cars, and oth­
er public conveyances.

Tlic spit contains millions of 
germs. In spite of the city ordi­
nances and laws prohibiting this 
practice in many places, people In 
general do not seem to realize the 
danger. Someone who steps on a 

i spot where another haa Just spit 
i carrlaa the germs with him. TTje 
spit dries gradually, but drying 
does not kill the germs very fast 
— in fact, drying may make It all 
the easier for the air to pick up 
the germs where they can be 
breathed in by anyone around. 
Ugly and ITnhealthy

Dr. Berkman, s  phyaiclsn and 
plant raaaarcher. allowed tha 
powder to the National Form 
Chemurgic council confaranca hare.

It  can be put Into pills to give 
humans certain vitamina and pro* 
telns at low coat, he aald. Me be­
lieves It also may help them resist 
ioma o f the degenerative dlaaaaaa 
of old age, and thus prolong tha 
useful span of life.

The powder Is chlorophyll, the 
green pigment In plants that takes 
energy from the sun to make foods 
out of air and water. When mixed 
with blood plasm*, the powder 
turns the blood green. The green 
blood haa been Injected Into dogs, 
but nnt vet Into humans.

Aanoonces New Fraceos 
Dr. Bcrkman announced a new 

process, developed after six yean  
work, to ta'4c the chlorophyll from 
plants like alfalfa, spinach, and 
some grasaea. He said It differa 
from present methods In that cer­
tain proteins and fats are retained 
bound with the pigmenL This ar­
rangement is Identical with that in 
the plants, he added, and the chl­
orophyll Is hioingically potent 
and w ill keep for long p e r io d  

■ he powder is rich in vitamina 
R, and K. and In some pro­

teins, he continued. One-twentieth 
o f an otince o f the new chlorophyll 
is as rich in these substances as a 
pound of spinach, he said.

The Smear

It Is Not Too Late
I t is not too late for America to 

begin to give the world that kind 
of moral leadership which can 
lead the world toward peace. I t ' s  
not too late for America to bring 
Ita own greatest strength, its 
osrn greatest power, iU moral 
strength and power into play in a 
situation which U hopelessly lost 
without It.

As we said yesterday, the prime 
opportunity for ua to begin exer­
cising our own moral muscles lies 
open before us In the Issue of Psl- 
ostlne. There Is an opportunity 
for us to prove to ourselves that 
we are big enough to choose be- 
tsreen morality and timid expedl- 
wcy. Is an opportunity for
ns to give the whole world hopb 

faith In the capacity of Amer­
ica to be a  leader and an exam­
ple tosrard a higher standard of 
oonduct for all nations.

As wa decide whether we shall 
tolerate the Truman admlnlatra- 
tion'a rqpege on the^ Falsatlna ta- 
suc, or urhather wo iOiall go back 
to honesty with ouraahrM and our 
own principles, we shall ba mak­
ing a  symbolic decision of the fata 
of civlUsation. For only In moral­
ity, where' we have the very best 
ehsnee o t providing tangible Icad- 
stahip, can civilisation survive and 
progress.?

the world today.

I t  la da lasua which does not 
booestly or directly, except In the 
wild Ugsglnatlon of the most sus- 
tocious alarmists and plotters.

The Hitlerian ‘‘smear” tech­
nique Is nothing new for the 
House UnAmerican Actl\ities 
Committee. It Is rather Its stock 
in trade.

But It seems to be a particular­
ly glaring instance of the smear 
technique which has Just been em­
ployed against Dr. Edward U. 
Condon, scientist, and director of 
the National Bureau of Standards.

The report issued by that com­
mittee, accusing Dr. Condon of be­
ing the “weakest link” in the 
chain of America's atomic securi­
ty, copied certain portiona of the 
FBI report on Dr. Oondon without 
bothering to copy and publlah that 
portion of the FBI report In which 
Dr. Condon was completely exon­
erated of any disloyalty.

The committee statement ac- 
euaed Dr. Oondon of associating 
with “Soviet spies” without re 
vesllng the fact thid the “Soviet 
spy” he associated m th  was the 
Polish delegate to the United Na- 
tiona Atomic Energy Commission, 
and therefore some one with whom 
Dr. Oondon would normally have 
contact. ,

The Thomas Committee tech­
nique Is completely ruthless. It 
gets Its own balf truth out first, 
knowing that, no matter how clear 
and triumphant the later defense! 
and reputation ot Its own purport­
ed facts may be, such defense and 
repudiation will never get the 
headlines given the original a t­
tack. It knows and hopes, too, 
that the reputation thiu unfairly 

aaulted will never quite recovet. 
The Thomas Committee is not 

entirely to blame. I t  la marely 
trying to capitalise on a  publfo 
hysteria which, to the shame of 
American principles, seems quite 
ready for the totalitarian game of 
smear and purge. Tha'iull mem­
bership of the H ousa^em s about 
to vote the Thoipds Committee 
more money thaii it has ever had 
before, sp thgt it can produce

In order to achieve what It 
hoped would be the political ad­
vantage of ending the circulation 
of “McOonaughy pennies" the spe­
cial session oi tits Oenerai Aaeem- 
bly had to sacrifice one principle 
the Republican advocates of ths 
sales tsx hsd previously used ex­
tensively as an argument for that 
tax.

It always seemed, to us, to be a 
rather strange argument. It was 
to the effect that a sales tax would 
make ths public tsx conscious, 
that It was a great virtue of the 
sales tsx that It did annoy people 
enough to make them realise that 
It cost something to have atate 
services, that Connecticut was be­
ing more honest with the people 
than the evil federal government, 
which so frequently hides Ita pro- 
cessss of tsx collection.

But if the object of taxation is 
to make people tax oonacioua. It 
would seem to us that the income 
tax ought to be rated very high, 
since it forces the taxpayer to an 
annual headache and disgorgement 
which la painful enough to last In 
memory for at least twelve 
months.

Nevertheless, the proud boast 
that the sales tax was an open and 
not a hidden tax was fr^uently 
used In Republican argument, un' 
til it became a favorite party line.

Proposed Merger
To tho Editor;

All Christians who believo In tho 
Holy Catholic Church and deslro Its 
fuller rsalisatloti In America have 
a stake In the proposed merger of 
the Congregations! • Christian 
Churches and ths Evangelical and 
Roformtd Church. While grand- 
paronta, aunts and cousins bava no 
say as to the wisdom of the union 
or the details of adjustment, they 
should, rightly, hove Ideas as to 
how it will affect the religious com­
munity-local and national. Their 
sympathetic Interest and praysra 
will be welcomed and needed In or­
der that ws may never loss sight 
of the over-all aim of a reunited 
Church of Christ In America. This 
Is, unquestionably, the desire of an 
overwhelming majority of church 
members of whatever creed.

We who are Immediately con­
cerned, like all the others, are di­
vided on the details of polity and— 
or creed In realising that aim. But 
underneath this divergence are 
common concerns that we preserve 
and realise more fully in religion 
what the founders of our republic 
tried to safeguard In the political 
sphere.'. We. as they, wUl have to 
compromise on the eternal issue be­
tween individual liberty, “states 
rights” and federal imlon. But we 
must be agreed on the validity of 
ths Indivldusl conscience, the right 
to local autonomy, the glory of di­
versity under union. I am not con­
vinced, after careful study and 
listening to all the criticisms, that 
our basis of Union violates those 
fundamental princlplss.

I do think that the issue regard­
ing Federal (or Federative) Union 
needs to be clarified. Those who 
oppose the proposed scheme say it 
doss not prsssrve the Federal prin­
ciple which is tha only poaslbla ba­
sis of unity in a  fres country. 1 
say It doss preserve that principle 
on geographical rather than de­
nominational lines. That Is, local 
churches, associations, state con­
ferences will be autonomous, but 
the distinction between denomina­
tions will not be kept sacresanct. 
Maybe this IS a dangerous trend 
not to be encouraged. Maybe it 
would prova impoaslble in plana for 
a more inclusive unity, ‘rime will 
tell. But on this point the ones 
who have the most right to speak 
are those In the mid-West where 
the two denominations are equally 
strong. And it seems that they are 
strongly for this geographical fed 
eratlon, and are willing to surren­
der elenomlnational prerogatives. 
When you consider the effect of 
denominational rivalry In any 

Ismail community. It would seem 
we are on the right track here.

This privilege, whether pos­
sessed by radio or by newspaper, 
constitutes a  privilege of edltorial- 
isatlon.

The radio now has the privilege 
of presenting commentators, who 
are comparable to newspaper col­
umnists, and It possesses and ex­
ercises the privilege of employing 
or discharging these commenta­
tors because of what the owners 
of radio happen to think of the 
commentator'a ^lews.

This privilege, whether pos- 
aessed by radio or by press, con­
stitutes a privilege of editorialisa- 
tlon. .

In both cases, the privilege of 
editoriallutlon Is subtle and Indi­
rect and often Invisible. As such. 
It Is a variety of editoriallMtIon 
potentially much more dangerous 
than any outright brand of editor!- 
allxatlon, In which t^e particular 
newspaper says frankly and open­
ly that It believes thus or so. In 
which the particular (vidio station 
might say frankly that it holds 
such and such views on issues In 
tbe news.

Thus far, we favor giving the 
brothran ot the radio the right to 
sxprees their editorial opinions.

Reed W. Hitchcock, Director of 
the 0>nnectlcut Humane Society’s 
Animal Department, says that 
every spring the Society receives 
numerous complaints of cats de­
stroying young song birds and 
those in the nest. In many in 
stances It la the fault of the own 
era of pet cs ta  Only In s few In­
stances can the destruction be at­
tributed to the stray cat.

The owner should assume more 
responsibility for bis caL A great 
deal of damage occurs after dark. 
We can think of no good reason 
why a pet should be left out all 
night. It la better for the cat. 
birds and owner If the pet cat to 
kept In at nlgW. True. caU are 
natural night prowlers; awake all 
night and sleep all day. However, 
unless they are old and confirmed 
In their habita they can easily be 
trained to do their sleeping at 
night. The cat that roams at nlg>>l 
to not only a menace to the birds 
but he may be Injured In a fight 
and may contact parasites or di­
sease.

Sleeping quarters should be 
warm dry and clean with plenty of 
fresh air but never in a draft 
Cato like a warm bed. I t is •ston 
Ishlng how much heat they can 
bear. In the winter they like a 
nice ciuhlon In a box. The cushion 
Should always be covered with s 
washable material so that It may 
be kept clean. A piece of sheeting 
nr outing flannel folded two or 
three times can easily be washed.

Detectives Still Looking

The bizarre “ plan,'' which police 
dubbed the lurid work of a crank, 
was unfolded in a rambling IS- 
page letter, unaddreased and inter­
cepted yesterday by police inspec­
tors at a posUI sUtlon.

Labeled "Plan Vodka,”  it as­
signed 25 men, all carrying suit­
cases filled with "new high ex­
plosive bombs," to Pennsylvania 
sUUon, 25 to Grand Central ter­
minal and 25 to the general post 
office;

Reaching these points, they 
were directed to leave the suitcases, 
vanish Into tbe homeward-bound 
crowds and "meet at H. Q."
