It is the conclusion of those who
appraise the Truman Doctrine at
work in Greece, where we have s0
far spent $8,500 for every guerril-
Ia there was in Greece when we
entered, only to have the number
of guerrillas mctually increase.

There is a certain growth of
American wisdom in the discovery
that dollars will not buy the de-
feat of an opposing political
creed.

That grawth s still Umited,
however. For all those who - are
proclaiming that "dollars are not
enough” are doing so with the
direct object of having us send
first guns and then men to “pro-
tect” our dollars. They admit
that dollars alone will not defeat
communism. But, in the next
breath, they assume that guns
will,

There ia still more wisdom
shead. It lies in our eventual dis-
covery that dollars and guns to-
gother are still not enough, that
there is & necessary third ingredi-
ent of American foreign policy
without which any amount of dol-
lara and guns will still be wasted,
That necessary third ingredient,
the thing we need most to export,
Is democracy itself. If we really
wish to defeat communism any-
where, we must be ready to do it
in the field of ideas. If we cannot
defeat communism in men's
minds, we cannot defeat it by buy-
ing their appetites or putting bul-
lets into their bodies.

Management which at no time has mentioned its luﬁdoouo profits has emphasized that Driver.
Salesmen average $84 per week. What they have not stated is that Driver-Salesmen perform
4 jobs. Besides driving trucks, they are salesmen promoting the Dairies’ milk and milk by-

products business. They also act as collectors, and they keep books for the Companies. More-
over, they have built up their routes through their own efforts.

Nor has management pointed out that Driver-Salesmen are paid on a straight commission basis
and that the commission rate Is the same as before the war. The commission rate operates on &
sliding scale whereby the men's earnings are not increased when the price of milk rises. The week-
Iy commissions are earned through hard work, 9 to 10 hours per day, 6 days a week, In all kinds
of weather, There is no limit to the working hours of drivers, in fact, nor are they paid over.
time. When all these facts are considered, it becomes evident that they are not overpaid.

During this winter despite the heaviest snowstorms, Union Driver-Salesmen never falled their
customers. They brought milk to their doorsieps regularly.

The Five Day Week Is Standard

In the negotiations for remewal of the union agreement, the union asked managemeni to
inaugurate a 5-day working week, something which practically all Hartford indusirial work-
ers enjoy. Is this unreasomable? After all, Hood Company drivers in Hartford work only
5 days a week, as do milk drivers In the New York Metropolitan areas, including part of
Connecticut. And the Mitchell Dairy, which serves a large section of the State, including
Middletown, has just agreed to the 5V -day week, and fo establish the 5-day week after
October 1st, .

To show its good faith the Hartford Union proposed the Mitchell Dairy formuls, 5';-day
week for six months, and the 5-day week thcreafter, either at the present commission rate or
on the salary and commission plan in effect at Mitchell's. But this proposal also was sum-
marily rejected. .

To Raise Prices, Anyway

In its effort to turn the publi¢ against the union, management contends that the 5-day week
would mean a’'2¢c per guart price Increase. This is a gross exaggeration. As a matler of fact,
we belleve the dairies intend to raise milk .prices regardless, but they seek.-io put the blame on
the Union. '

The dairies insist that they ecannot afford te grant the 5-day week, but they can pay $20.00
a day, plus expenses o drivers to break the strike, and they can put three men on each truck
with eorrespondingly higher delivery costs. If further proof be needed that management’s
paramount objective is to smash the union, there is the fact that it turned down our offer
to call off the strike if the dairles would agree to resume negotiations after the sirikers return
to work.
