Eight Justices of Su-
preme Court Disagree
On Ground Covered
By Ruling in Case

Washington, March §—(F)—
Bight Supreme court justices agree
that religious sects may no.t use
America’s public achools to teach
their bellefs,

But in voicing their decision yes-
terday they disagreed among them-
selves as to exactly how much
ground- their ruling will cover,

Justice Black, author of the ma-
jority opinion, upheld an athlest
mother’s complaint that religious
education classes beld In Cham-
paign, 1L, schools violate the con-
stitutional requirements for se
aration of church and state, Only
Justice Reed- dissented.

“Amendment Has Erected Wall®

“The first amendment (to the
constitution)”, Black said, “‘rests
upon the premise that both re-
ligion and governmnet can best
work to achieve their lofty aims
if each is left free from the other.
+ ++« The first amendment has
erecled a wall between the church

and the state which must be kept‘

high and impregnable."
