As an illustration
Misy Postma cited Caechoslovakin
where the scheduled meals served
to the visitors had been falrly
noyrishing. However, when a
one-week lay-over occurred they
lived on the foods typical of the
rations of the country. One such
meal consisted of two small por-
tions of potato with gravy which
had no relation to any meat, tea
brewed from strawberry leaves
and cake made of potato flour
without shortening or baking pow-
der.

As a gesture of good will the
delegates worked one full day at
manual labor to nssist in recon-
structing the city of Stalingrad
which has been practically leveled
by the war. They found that the
Russiana feasted their visitors
with the most sumptuous of meals
yet the workers of the country
live on rations no belter than
those of most other war devastat-
ed nations.

A Plea For Morality

We don't think former Secre-
tary of State Cordell Hull Is just
an old fuss-pot when, near the
conclusion of his memoirs, he
looks under the glittering surface
of modern life and finds something
lacking.

“Are the people of this genera-
tion better off than their prede-
cessors of former generations?"
anks Mr. Hull. “Bclence and in-
vention have given them many
more of the desirable Itema of en-
joyment, and in this respect they
are undoubtedly much better off,

“But In certain other respects
they are worse off. They suffer
from a striking lack of a broad
education, and of devotion to the
spirit of liberty and law, and they
fail to maintain the deep interest
and keen alertness neceasary for
the proper conduct of public af-
fairs,

“"Organized soclety during the
past generation has, In my opin-
fon, deterforated. . . .

“In political and economic af-
fairs the human race has suffered
a steady decline, and it will not do
to put everyone to sleep by sing-
ing of our progress in science and
Invention.”

And, a Httle later, Mr. Hull

writes:

“We have & desperate need for
more religion and morality as the
background for governmenl. The
religious and moral foundations
for thought and conduct require
strengthening here, as well as
throughout the world. There s
no higher clvilising Influence thish
religious and moral concepts.”

Unfortunately, no amount of
preaching from wise old men can
produce the desired alteration of
our society. Mankind, we are
afrald, must continue to play with
its gadgets, its artificlal amuse-
ments, its glittering materialistic
gains until it discovers, through
experience, that all these are not
worth the intensity of our clutch
upon them. Mr. Hull himself
found it impossible, even while he
himself was in a postion of pow-
er and influence, to persuade this
nation's policy to swap military
possession of those Pacific Islands,
which had to constitute an evil in-
spiration to the rest of the world,
for the creation of a moral examse
ple which would have shone be-
fore all the world. He could not
defeat the materialistic concept in
high places, and the reason he
could not defeat it in high places
in that the moralistic concept is
dead in ordinary places.
