cal strategies, and we think we 
caught him longing, many a time, 
for a atate of affairs in which 
Governor could simply do his best 
at his real Job and be so Judged. 
At any rate, the only occasions 
on which he himself seemed some 
what less big than he was were 
those ocensions when he cem 
promised with a game which did 
not seem natural for him. He had 
served in other posts of adminis­
trative reaponeibility but had never 
before encountered quite all the 
complications and nuisances which 
becloud political office.

Bondsmen Must 
Pay Full Amount
Hartford, March i l - m —tUH- 

ford bail bondsmen must "pay on 
the nose" on forfeited PoUoe court 
bonds under a policy set up by the 
new city aimlnlatratlon.

In the past, bondsmen many 
times recwved a "break" from the 
city by entering Into a compromise 
on the settlement of defaulted 
bonds.

Municipal officiala note that It 
waa not on unusual practice for 
the city to receive only a half of 
tbe defaulted bond Instead of the 
nill amount. In some cases, the 
bondsman only paid the city about 
one-fourth of the defaulted bond.

As an example. If the bond put 
up by the bondsman amounted to 
8 ^ , the Jlty many times received 
about $100 when the arrested per­
son who was bonded Jumped ball. 
From now on, the bondsman, ex­
cept for extremely rare circum 
stances, m'ist pay tbe city the fun 
amount of the bomL It wlU be the 
bondsman’b and not the municipal 
ijFs "gamble."

Corporation Counsel Frans J. 
Carlson, In seeking to tighten the 
city's relations with bondsmen, has 
set up a strict policy against giv­
ing discounts to bondsmen on for­
feited bonds. He also has set a 
week's deadline for the bondsman 
to pay the dty the full amount of 
the bond.

Ashvllle, N. C.. March 11- i>P)
Nine women patients perished here 
early today in the hlszlng inferno 
of a mental hospital fire.

Seven of the vlctima were 
trapped helpleesly on upper floors 
o f the four-story central building 
of the Highland hoapltal for 
nervous diseases. Dr. B. T . Bennett, 
medical director, reported.

Two others were evacuated by 
firemen who dashed into the fiery 
structure but they died soon after 
ward.

The fire, discovered about mid 
night, started in the kitchen of the 
hospital’s Lcnlrsl building. It 
quickly spread to an elevator shaft 
and was licking the building’s roof 
when firemen arrived.

Screams of trspped women rang 
out above the roaring conflagra­
tion as doi-tnrs, nurses, firemen and 
police ran through the blazing 
structure, ilsking their lives in an 
effort to save the 20 patients in 
the building.

They quickly huddled the rescued 
patients into another building 
where some sat silently and others 
yelled hysterically.

The death toll was announced by 
Dr. Bennett after he and hospital 
authoritica checked the list of 
patients in the building. They 

I searched the spacloiu hospital 
, grounds for them in the futile hope 
: that they had earaped and wan- 
' dered away.
I Police Capt. Harold Enloe was 
: the first man to reach the building. 

‘T could hear screaming on the 
third floor,” he related. "Flames 
by then were lapping through the 
roof of the building."

Every available piece o f the 
city’s Are fighting equipment was 
called out and off-duty firemen 
were rushed to the scene.

The flames, leaping high into the 
air, lit up a large section of this 
mountain resort city. About 
1,000 spectators, many of them 
dressed In pajamas, milled help­
lessly around, unable to assist the 
trapped women. . ,

Two of the victims were Identi­
fied by hospital authorities as Mrs.

! Allen T. Hipps. widow of an Ashe- 
j vllle doctor, and Mrs. Bruce Ken­
nedy, about 30. Names of the 
others were not released Imme- 

I diately. •
Dr. Bennett said some of the 

hospital’s most violent patients 
were In’the destroyed building but 
they were among the first to be 
released.

He reported that most of those 
dying were on the top floor of the 
wood and stone structure.

New Jersey, 
recently, attended by Superinten­
dent Arthur H. llllng. ’Thla theme 
was developed aa It relate* not on­
ly to local and national problems 
but aa It Is connected with the vi­
tal Intemsllonal problems of the 
day.

Approximately twelve thousand 
school administrators from all 
over the country were In attend­
ance at the aertea of meeting#. 
Each morning and each evening 
meeting were general In nature 
while afternoon aesa’.ona were de- 
voted to group dlacuaalona oi 
practically every problem connect­
ed with achool administration. In 
all. some four hundred apeakcra 
dealt with the many aspects of 
American education considered,

dresaea presented by such speak­
ers aa Oongressman Waltar H 
Judd of" Minnesota, Dr. Herman B 
Wells, president of Indiana Uni­
versity and Educational .Vdvtaor 
to the MiUUry Governor of Ger- 
manv; General Omar D. Bradley, 
Chief of Sl». f of the United 
States Army: Dr. ,T. V. Smith of 
the University of Chicago; Dr. 
Lyman Bryaon of Columbia Uni­
versity: Marquis Chl’ds, Washing­
ton columnist: and Pearl Buck, 
well-known writer and Nobel 
Prise winner.

AH of these speakers, from per­
sonal observations painted drama­
tic pictures of the world altuatlon 
today.

Clhief Sch^ndel Talks 
To Student Body on 
Practices o f Safety
"An ,the population of Manches­

ter haa Increased S31-8 per cent 
in tta post tea jrears, the accident 
record haa also increased alarm- 
irgljr,” stoted Chief of Police Her­
man Schcndel in a speech before 
tta student tady of MJI.B. on the 
subject of "Safety", on March 4.

In tta last ten yours there hsvs 
boon 88 fatal aecldents, IJISS in- 
Jutles and a total of 2,810 acetdento 
which have occured in Manchester, 
Chief Bchendel announced. Thus 
III every twro accidents a person has 
been Injured.

"My task as Chief of Police ia 
to use an possible means to make 
Manchester a safer place to live." 
In order to make Manchester a 
safer place, toe Chief explained 
that through engineering, enforce­
ment, and education It Is hoped 
that further accidents will be pre­
vented.

“It Is because ef the third of 
these, education, that I have come 
b ^ re  you today," Chief Bchendel 
said, and went on to apeak on 
safety In regard to toe high school 
student. He commented that when 
the high school pupil ia driving 
alone he does a good job, but when 
the car is loaded dowm with fellow 
students, toe danger begins.

He explained that the game of 
"tag" between cars jammed with 
students is a dangerous one. A 
student must realise hla duty to 
others and not be careleas.

Police Chief Schendel recom 
mended that high achool students 
should Improve In watching and 
following toe traffic lights.

From personal observation of 
M. H. 8. students, he stated that 
pupils coming to school do not use 
the croasw’alk but cross Main 
street at r.ny place. They often 
do not observe the traffic lights. 
’These lights are put In for your 
protection and should be observed," 

The dangers of bicycle riding 
was the next topic to be considered 
by Chief Schendel. "It ia a bad 
practice to ride four abreast or to 
weave up and down the road."

Some very Interesting facts i4ere 
revealed by Police Chief Schendel 
who stated that in 1915 the leading 
crime group In the U. 8. mainly in­
cluded ae-'enteen-year-old child­
ren. He stated that 85 per cent of 
the criminals In institutions today 
■how bad neglect of schooling.

Chief of Police Schendel ended 
Ills speech by advicing students to 
listen, and act as they have been 
instructed.
