Foley, w ife'of 
the pastor of the American church 
(Methodlet) in Manila, returned to 
that city J’lst before Pearl Harbor, 
described in her addreaa before a 
large congregation the economic, 
political and social conditions of 
of the people In the PhUIppInaa, 
before and alter the tUne of the 
American occupation. She praised 
the religtoua and educational for­
ces of America which In 40 yean 
led In transforming the Ufa of the 
people /rom one of absolute servi­
tude, In peonage, and religion, |o 
a people ready to accept a republi­
can form of govemmenL

Prisoflers Three Years 
This progress was halted by the 

advent of the War. During the war 
Mra. Foley, her husband and 
daughter, were Imprisoned for 
three years, one month and three 
days in the Santa Tomas Univer­
sity which 'Mna tranaformed Into 
prison camp. In the camp her hus­
band was chairman of the com­
mittee on religious affairs, which 
throughout their Imprisonment 
conducted religious services and 
performed religious duties in behalf 
of all the 1600 prisoners within 
the university’s walla. She de­
scribed vividly the starvation and 
suffering which all underwent dur­
ing the period. Every time that the 
thumb acrewa wars Ughtaned the 
chins of the American people were 
raised, she said. ’This Indomitable 
■pint enabled many to survive who 
otherwise would surely have suc­
cumbed to the hardship of the con­
finement

In referring to her experiences 
Mrs. Foley spoks very highly of 
the native Phlllippinea who at the 
risk of their own life, made great 
sacrificea In behalf of their Ameri­
can friends and bensfactora.

Liberated by the American 
Armies In February, 1845, Mrs. 
Foley and her family- were' Just 
preparing to leave when Japanese 
mortar fire struck the room occu­
pied by herself, her husband and 
a friend. The latter were killed in­
stantly. Mra. Foley survived with 
the loea of her left arm and other 
wounds. Her daughter, now a 
senior In Dickinson College, had 
Just left the room and e^ped  
without Injury. “

In cloaing her address Mra. 
Foley pled for world minded on the 
part of the people of America, and 
asked that we remember the heart 
of our religion which Is love for 
others.

A New Low For Us
In the last few days, American 

policy on Palestine has shifted in­
to a new low of hypocrisy.

This has appeared in the dispo­
sition of American diplomats to 
use ths gensral state of our rela­
tions with Russia as the excuse 
for our own failure to go through 
with our own once established 
principles for Palesttoe.

Our diplomats have seen a use 
the Chechoslovakian crisis, 

and the emotional crisis of the 
Maaaryfc suicide, and they now cal­
culate that the dramatic nature 
of this Russian crime against one 
nation will help Americana forget 
the current American crime 
against justice in Palestine.

In short, we are now In process 
of using Russia as the alibi tor 
our own descent into the Interna­
tional gutter, where we ourselves 
are trampling down our own rep­
utation for beiag a nation whose 
word and faith and prlnelple oouid 
be held good.

If, in fact, the first ship­
ment should happen to go to 
the Ubangis, whose abnormal lip 
equipment indicates a potential 
bubble gum capacity far beyond 
the normal American average, 
these 600 cartons would be but a 
mere drop In the bucket, literally.

But the Important thing is that, 
without undue deprivation of our­
selves, we are at least making a 
beginning in the noble process ot 
sharing with the Dark Continent 
the benefits and fruits of our own 
advanced civilising genius. It is 
the spirit which counts. And per­
haps, In time, we will be able to 
do more. There are any number ut 
unselfish Americana who will be 
in favor, we are sure, of ever in­
creasing shipments.

Widlow of Former 
Publisher Is Dead

In February. 1917, a 17-yoar-old 
merchant, who had lived in Mexico 
for BIX yearn, began a bus trip from 
Mexico to New York City. This 
man was apparently well when he 
left Mexico City, but by evening 
he had a headache nnd pain In the 
back of his neck.
■ Two days later, while still travel­
ling by bus. he developed a rash, 
but continued hia Journey and 
reached a hotel in New York alx 
days after leaving Mexico City. 
After being in New York four more 
daya. he en’ ered the hospital and,
»^ ta ^ ch  10, he died.

The disease which caused death 
was smallpox. During the time 
hi was 111. he spread the disease 
to a 27-year-old man nnd to the 
lattcr’a two children. The aecond 
man Infected hla wife, who died, 
and four others. One of the chlld- 
n  I Infected hy the traveler paaaed 
the disease on to two more child­
ren and to p nun outside of New 
York City.

As soon ne the nature o f the 
Illness was realised, vigilant 
health officials went Into action. 
Mayor William O’Dwyer laaued 
appeals asking everyone to be vac­
cinated. ’The response was mag­
nificent: five million were vacci­
nated in New York City within 
two weeks and more than alx 
million in leas than a month. 
Never before had ao many people 
In one city been vaccinated ao 
quickly.

The fact that vaccination waa 
accompllahed ao rapidly meant 
that there were few people left In 
the city atiU auaceptlble to amall- 
pox. If maaa vaccination had not 
been done, many residents of the 
city would have been auaceptlble 

400 Died In 1001
In other cases, the accidental In­

troduction of a victim o f small­
pox into a city haa not resulted In 
such a fortunate outcome. In New 
York Slty itself, for example, an 
epidemic of smallpox occurred in 
IW l In which there were nearly 
2000 cases and over 400 deaths, 
if the same thing had happened 
In the recent outbreak, there 
would have been more thah 4000 
cases and nearly 1000 deaths. In­
stead of the 12 cases and two 
deaths which actually occurred.

Although smallpox can he 
stopped In its tracks, it la still a 
dangerous condition. It Is far from 
safe to relax our efforts to keep 
people protected by vaccination.
