Watch tha aersa of grass 
turning green and anjoy the 
fragrance of blooming liUas-of* 
the-valley that grow in profusion 
in one eheded corner. The grounds 
also boast apple trees and blus* 
berry bushes from which Walter 
Gleason, able chef and his efficient 
wife gather fruit to make luscious 
pies.

Intereeting Background
n ils  former Rush Citeney eatate 

has an interesting background. 
About the turn of tha eighteenth 
century, aroind 1810, tba first 
home waa built on this site on 
Hartford Road and occupied by 
Rush C%eney and hie wife, Julia 
Goodwin Oieney and later by 
their four children, Am.e Wells, 
H ar^ O., Louise end Robert 
Cffiehay. Rush, waa one of tho 
original Cheney brothers who 
started the (3>eney Silk Mills in 
Manchester. He wsa an uncle of 
Frank Cheney, Jr., the oldest 
present survivor of this famous 
family, who has been generous in 
his contribution of information 
concerning thla well-xnown home­
stead.

About 1863 it wee decided to 
take the old homestead away and 
build a new house. It wsa moved 
to Wells street end made into the 
South Manchester Library and re­
mained ae euch until the school 
fliW in 1916 when It burned tq the 
ground.

McKlm, Mead and White, New 
York erchitecta were commie- 
■ioned to build the new house. 
After the death of both Rush and 
Julia, eoon after it waa built, their 
children, two brothers and two 
sisters lived there. They never 
married. Miss Anne WelU Cheney 
was the lest to occupy the estate 
until her death in 1944. In her will 
■he left the site and property to 
Cheney Brothers who have leased 
it to the hospital.

About 1900, the home was again 
oompletely remodeled and enlarged 
to three times its original alse. 
Stanford White, Internationelly 
known architect was employed as 
an authority on thla third recon­
struction. There have been no 
further additions eince 1900 al­
though there has been occasional 
Interior redecoration which haa 
preserved the home throughout the 
years. The Annex today la beauti­
ful in Its Inheritance of artistic 
antiquity qnd haa the reputation 
of being architecturally perfect 

Famooe for its Faralahlaga 
When It waa known aa tha Rush 

Oieney eatate It was famous A r 
its imported furnishings and besu- 
tlful antiques. Now. these treasures 
have been sold or given to Intimate 
friends.

Tlie main hall and lounge room is 
lovely with white oak paneling 
Btill In excellent condition as ie 
the white oak staircase with Its 
unusual carved spindlss. Suspended 
15 feet from the ceiling In the 
center of the wide etaircaae le an 
old fashioned wrought-lron Ump 
which was Imported from Italy. 
Thla haa been clectrtfled aa have 
the unique wall econeca that decor­
ate the main entrdhoe.

The dining room which haa been 
turned into ■ man’a ward, boaata 
a teakwood floor Imported from 
India aad* still bsantifuL The li­
brary and the large living room 
make pleaasnt ward rooms for 
the worasa patients.

Ths ceiUnga downatalra are • 
ravalatioo. Coaatnietad ef Blaster, 
they a n  olaborataly derignedr tba 
living room wltli ornamental Ore* 
cUa ffgun* and tba.otbar roooa 
wite va rim  types o f tracery.

Many o f the old Sreplaoes Have 
been rsconatructsd to make serv­
iceable linen and supply closets. 
The one in the main hiffi ia utilised 
in thla way. Many of thaao fire-

. aeaa downstairs are foshlobad
of marble aad stons with latri- 
eepiy eanrad blrda. Sowers aad 
ooxw work.

Upstairs, the fireplaces have 
carved wood mantels to delight 
the antique enthnalast. In the 
Bast room is tbs Georgs Wsahlng- 
toQ maatsL Utia was picked up 
for ILOO from George Wsahing- 
ton’s kaadquartan ia New York 
whan It was dssaollalMd. Stan­
ford white, who happened to b» 
paaslag at tha time, diacoverod It, 
aoM It to tha Oieney family for 
$1.00 aad It waa built Into the East 
room.

Immense tiled bathrooms are 
located on the second and thlnl 
fioora with a tremendous amount 
of closet epace, completely 
equipped. Some of the bathrooms 
have foot tube and aU the original 
plumbing le In perfect repair.

On the second floor rooms are 
equipped with the new type of 
fracture beds that can be cranked 
with three cranks, to any needed 
position. There era many reclin­
ing lounge chU n too, that can be 
adjusted to great comfort.

The entire building is well heat­
ed from the central beating plant 
at Cheney mills with steam radia­
tion.

An Intereeting part of the cellar 
ie a tunnnel extending many frat 
underground through the yard. Aa 
the home waa built on a brow of a 
hill, this tunnel was Inatalled orig­
inally M laundry could he washed 
in the basement, then carried 
through the tunnel and hung out 
to dry out of right of the house.

The original Utehen facilities 
lend themaelves very well to the 
boepltal requirements and the few 
changes made have been the addi­
tion of four electric refrlgeratora. 
a new gas etove and an electric 
dieh-waeber. It ta surprising 
that the kitchen layout plus cup­
board space of such a long ago 
day ia atiU convenient for use to- 
«My.

When the Annri: waa first open­

ed in June of 1946 It had only five 
patients, now It takes care of 
thirty-five qnd has aoeommoda- 
tiona for forty-five.

It ia time some nation seriously 
proposed disarmament, not grad­
ual disarmament, not relative dis­
armament, but complete disarma­
ment for all nations as nations;

It is time some nation serious­
ly proposed the creation of a Unit­
ed Nations police force which 
would be the world’s sole posses­
sor of armed force.

It is time for the United States 
to make these proposals.

Likewise, now Is the perfect mo­
ment for some nation to propose 
that all nations withdraw their 
forces from alien territory and 
abandon those military bases, con­
cessions, and Influences they have 
established, during and since the 
war, on the territory which la not 
their own.

We can well afford to withdraw 
our troops from Germany, Japan,

Our Imaginary President, fit­
tingly, presented only the simple 
outlines of his new policy. He did 
not attempt to apply such a policy 
directly to the present situation In 
any o f the v^orld’e hot spoU.
' But the policy he recommends 
grows stronger, not weaker, as it 
Is applied to spcclflc situations.

Let us apply it, for Instance, to 
Greece, a country tom by civil 
war, and a scene of direct Ameri-' 
can military involvement.

Under the policy recommended, 
both the Greek government and 
the Greek guerrillas would lay 
down their arms, either voluntari­
ly, or under compulsion o f the 
United Nations police force. ’That 
United Nations police force would 
remain in Greece for as long as 
might be* necessary to be sure that 
all factions had given up the Idea 
of using arms.

Then the Greeks would be left 
to themselves, to see what they 
would do among themselves when 
they no longer had guns.

On the other hand, let us apply 
this Presidential policy to Checho­
slovakia, the scene of that Rus- 
siaa involvement which, Is moot 
baffling and moat alarming to 
American diplomacy.

First, it would be seen that 
Chechoslovakia, there no longer 
being nationalistic armies In ex­
istence, would no longer possess 
strategic military signlflance.
 ̂ Second, It would be seen that 
the Communist party In Czecho­
slovakia, no longer drawing pres­
tige from the presence of military 
force on the borders of that coun­
try, would be left to Its own ca- 
padties and denied possession of 
arms Inside Czechoslovakia for 
itself, and therefore forced to sus­
tain itself, for the future, directly 
upon the approval of the people of 
Czechoslovakia. If It proved good 
government and satisfactory to 
the people of Chechoslovakia, that 
would be their business. It would 
possess no threat of extension of 
lU  Influence, by force, direct or 
Indlred, Into other nations. Such 
force would bo non-existent. As 
our Imaginary President said, 
“none o f thla world’s creeds, polit­
ical, economic, religious or racial, 
need Jfoar each other so Icmg as 
none Is armed.”

We support this program be- 
cauae It is the only program 
through which peace can be ob- 
tatood and made ascure.

W o believe that if  one natioa 
niabsa thsoo proposals with oom- 
pHta olnestity/ without reaerva 
Moos, no other nation can refuse 
te accept thorn.

(1) He has constructed onto the 
rear of his house, a cat house as 
permanent

(2) Also he has had an outside 
entrance built into his cellar. Both 
of these change outside appear­
ance, constituting a violation.

(3) TTie construction of his 
wood fence, and the planting of 
trees makes a blind spot for me. 
when using my rear driveway 
Making it dangerous.

(4) He has built his front wall 
and fence way out beyond the 
street line on to where the side­
walk would be, if we had them.

Knoxville, Tenn., Ma’rth

le bomb laboratory at Oak Ridge, 
Tenn., was averted yesterday 
when toe government obtained an 
Injunction banning a walkout for 
80 days.

Atomic Trades and Labor council 
'were reatraihed from leaving their 
Jobs at Oak Ridge National labo­
ratory, and Carbide and Carbon 
Chemicals Oorp., operator of the 
plant, waa resum ed from dis­
turbing the "status quo”  of.an ex­
isting labor contract with toe 
union.

In recent Washington negotia­
tions, the union clalined the work­
ers were threatened with a wage 
cut. Carbide took over toe labora­
tory March 1 from Monsanta 
Chemical Oo. Monsanto had been* 
paying the AFL workers higher 
wages than those received by CIO 
workers at a nearby atomic pro­
duction plant, also operated by 
Carbide.

"The governmehts of the United 
State, United Kingdom and Prance 
have therefore decided to recom­
mend the return of the free terri­
tory of Trieate to Italian sover­
eignty as the,best solution to meet 
the democratic aspirations of the 
people and to make possible the 
reestablishment of peace and sta­
bility In the area.

‘Tnasmuch aa the Security 0>un- 
cil has assumed the responsibility 
for the intepcntence and territorial 
Integrity of the free territory of 
Trieste, the governments of the 
United States, United Kingdom 
and France nil] submit to the Se­
curity Ch>uncU for approval the ar­
rangements to be Jointly agreed 
upon."

The free territory is an area of 
490 square miles with an eatltnated 
population of 330,000, Including 
both Italians and Slava. Italian 
mainly inhabit the city of Trieste 
and Slavs the country arSa.

The territory is bounded on the 
east and south by Yugoslavia, and 
on the north by Italy, with an arm 
of the Adriatic sea to the west.

Bitterly Fought Issue 
The dtoposition of the territory 

waa one of the most bitterly fought 
iesues in the Italian peace treaty. 
Both YugoaUrvla and Italy claim­
ed the area. The western powers 
contended that such facts as his­
torical and ethnical associations 
made it properly an Italian area. 
But the Yugoslavs argued almilarly 
that It should belong to *hem. And 
Yugoslavia hnd the support of 
Russia.

In the end the compromlae solu­
tion of a free territory was agreed 
upon. The only chance It had to 
work waa that the western powers 
and Russia should compose their 
major differences ao that they 
would be able to agree on such 
relatU’ely minor issties as the se­
lection of a governor In the Secur 
Ity Council.

Falling east-west agreement, 
Trieate, aa the aouthern anchor of 
the dividing line between Com- 
mimlet-controlled land and the 
western nations of Europe, haa no 
future except as a pawn to be con- 
•L'luly fought over.

Territory Now Occupied 
It to now occupied by 6,000 Amer­
