Jerusalem, April 2—(PI—A Jer- 
usalem-lwund Jewish food convoy 
reportedly tried today to blast 
through fierce Arab gunfire In the 
Judean bills.

Early, scant reports said It was 
thrown back with losa of life on 
both sides.

The Convoy, trying to get food 
to the beleaguered Holy City, has 
been sUlled by Arab guns for two 
days only 18 miles from ' Jeru­
salem’s gates. Arabs have dug in 
OB the Judean bills commanding 
approachea. of the Tel Avlv-Jeru* 
Salem road.

Jewish sources reported 17 
Jews and some 80 Arabs were kill 
ed in the convoy’s first effort 
W edne^y to crash through to 
Jsniaalem’s hungry Jswa.

Originally -75 trucks rolled to­
ward Jerusalem. Five armored 
cars were lost in the first skirmish 
but ten reportedly equeesed 
through.

Highly Doubtful OntoouM 
Faced with a highly doubtful 

outcome In the Wisconsin battle, 
Dewey pulled out the stops on 
Communism before a capacity 
crowd of 1,600 In the Milwaukee 
theater last night.

In a 8.000-word speech broad­
cast nationally (NBC), the New 
York governor brought up the sub­
ject of Communism and Soviet 
Russia 32 times. He mentioned 
peace 18 times. Twenty times he 
was Interrupted by applause.

Hls greatest response came 
wben after indorsing universal 
military training and a selective 
draft, he told the crowd;

" I  aaaert with all the force at 
my command that If we are strong 
enough your boys and my boys 
need not be aent Into another 
war.”

The audience approved with ap­
plause hU sally against MscAr- 
thur.

''M ilitary genius— no matter how 
excellent— is not the answer that 
we dare to rely upon for victory 
in this cold war that gnaws at 
peace," aald Dewey.

Applause alao greeted hia asser- 
Uon that In the end, appeasement 
of communism would lead "either 
to slavery or war."

Dewey told 1,500 persons who 
filled the Milwaukee theater last 
night that tha foreign policy pro­
grams o f President Truman snd 
Third Party Candidate Henry A. 
Wallace “ o ffer nothing but chaos 
and despair.”  These policies, he 
said, w ill lead to “ultimate war."

’The governor proposed his own 
program for dealing with Russia 
and winning a  lasting peace with- 

i out another war. He called for:
1. “Courageous" and "compe- 

tsnt”  national leadership.
2. Employment of more able

men to handle American foreign 
poUey.  ̂ ,

3. Maintenance at home of 
“ adequate” military strength. 
This, he said. Included universal 
military training, “ limited'' selec­
tive service and the "most power­
fu l" A ir  Force In the world.

4. "Effectively countering the 
evil propaganda o f Communism 
with the truth."

5. "Hard-headed" distribution 
o f American aid abroad, keyed to 
a program for “ real unity" among 
the western European nations.

Dewsy declared the foreign p r i ­
des programs o f President Tru­
man and Wallace "represent a 
bankruptcy o f statesmanship and 
lead to ultimate war."

He said the Truman administra­
tion "has a policy of appeasement 
one day and bold bluster the next.” 
He termed the Wallace program a 
fUtUe policy o f "trying to buy ap­
peasement"

LaFolIette spoke o f "our fright­
ened leaders talking o f World war 
T T T "  and o f "little  men getting 
frightened, calling for bigger 
armies, more men.'’

Miller said that MacArthur 
“would not fed the American peo­
ple a dally diet o f fear.

"He la one man who understands 
Russia and would serve notice on 
Joe Stalin that he could go no fur­
ther In hls aggressive tactics," the 
congressman aald.
