Four years ago. Governor 

Dewey, sitting at hla desk 1a Al­
bany, destructlvaly defeated an 
acUvely campaigning WendeU 
WlUkle In tjie Wisconsin prlnmry. 
That eliminated Wlllkie and made 
certain the eventual nomination 
of Dewey.

Today, Governor D e w e y, 
strangely enough. Is out battling 
for his own political life in anoth­
er primary In the same state of 
Wisconsin, and there seems to be 
a Uye possibUlty that his own po­
litical career may be halted be­
cause the voters of Wisconsin 
dwose, today, to honor another 
desk-sitter — General MacArthur 
In Tokyo.

The danger to the Dewey candi­
dacy Is not that he wU faU to out­
shine MacArthur, but that he will 
run third In the primary, behind 
Harold Stassen. Such an outcome 
might send the NBw York Gover­
nor into a poUUcal colUpse equal 
to that now being suffared by 
Preaidant ’Trdman.

The Dewey camp is inclined to 
view aU this aa a smart trick on 
the part o f forces backing Banator 
Robert A .
