Supreme Court Holds 
Restriction on Outlets 
Is Not Zoning

Manchester raaldenta who hava 
been paying aa^hlgh aa $10,000 for 
the key to a paikage atnre or 
liquor business in order to "get 
in" on a location hero may find 
they have been pouring their 
money down the drain.

In fart. In a jualneaa zone, it 
may henceforth be Impoasible for 
the town to restrict either the lo- 
l ation or the number of liquor j| 
outlets.

In a derlalon handed down as a 
result of a Novembe. appeal, the 
.Supreme Court of Errors holds 
that town zoning authorities have 

I 110 powers to regulate the liquor 
business ss long a such buslneaa 
is established in a business or 
commmerclal type zone.

Rules aimed at curtailing or 
limiting liquor outlets, aa long as 
they conform to the general zona 
use "is not zoning." according to 
the opinion of judge Edwin C. 
Dickenson in his summation of 
the case. of Max Haverback 
against the town clerk of West 
Hartford, and in which .the other 
judges assented.

The West Hartford case, decld- 
i ed in favor of the plaintiff who I wanted rertificatlon for a liquor 
license, was appealeo by thp town I and the appeal waa lost

The l.ocaI Case
In the local case, the Pine Phar­

macy through one of Ita owmers, 
asked Town Clerk Samuel J. 
Turkington to certify, as required 
by the state liquor control com­
mission. that the Pharmacy would 
be breaking no local zoning regu­
lations if the commission granted 

' the pharmacy a liquor sale permlL 
This Turldngton refuacd to do,

' since the Manchester zoning rules 
I forbid the establishment of a liquor 
outlet within 1,000 feet o f an exlst- 

I Ing one. There was no question,
' however, but th.it the Pine Phar- 
, macy la in a busineaa zone, and 
I tlierefore, except for the specific 
i restriction on the liquor bualneas,
1 could be a sales center, 
i The Pharmaey owner went to 
I court, asking that the town clerk 
be forced to sign the required 
papers," and maintaining that sale || 
of liquor by the pharmacy, in the 
Jarvis block, would not breach the 
zoning rules.

No Decision Yet
The decision on the Manchester 

case haa not yet been rendered.
However, today Town Clerk 

Turkington was not too opUmlatic 
that the town's zoning rules In 
regard to liquor outlets will stand 
In the face o f the West Hartford 
decision.

In that decision. Judge Dicken­
son stated tliat zoning, by statute, 
constitutes only the districting of 
a towm into areas of residential, 
business and Industrial use, and 
in each area authorizes setting up 
o f the type, construction and ahape 
o f structures. Anything beyond 
that, the court held, la not zoning.

Thus, a large part of Manches- 
teria present zone restrictions aa 
they apply to liquor outlets may 
be thrown out, and the setting up 
o f liquor stores anywhere in a 
business district zone n.ay be pos­
sible.

Town officials are awaiting 
Judge Wall’s decision with interest.

Until a few days ago, the new 
regime In QMchoslovakia, which 
admittedly came to power within 
the letter of the law, was busy 
proclaiming that it waa going to 
give further demonatration of the 
constitutionality of its position by 
conducting the national elections 
on May 23 in the regular and tra­
ditional way. This, although the 
regular political parties of CBecho- 
■lovakla have largely been reduced 
to puppet partlae through the 
treachery of their leaders, would 
have'given some appearance of 
democracy.

Meanwhile, however, the Com- 
munlsta have been undertaking a 
poll of political sentiment in the 
country. l|pey have done this by 
sending out Communist represen- 
tativsa, to "discuss" IssiIm  with 
the people, and to receive appUefP 
tions for membership In the Com­
munist party.

Apparently these pollsters found 
reaulta not too much to their lik­
ing. For now the outward ap­
pearance of weatem democracy is 
being abandoned, and that very 
peculiar Instrument of eastern 
"democracy," the election which 
offers but one slate of candidates 
and no choice between parties, la 
belBg aubatituted in its place. This 
system avoids political contraver- 
■y, and eliminates choice, and cre­
ates a surface harmony under 
which the Communists may carry 
on as they please without Interfer­
ence from the votes of the people.

There need be no doubt that tha 
Communis ta would have liked to 
carry out the surface pretenM of 
weaUm style democracy ta Osach- 
oalovakia. Instead, they are forced 
to admit that any free alaction 
would go against them. Any one 
knowing the Chech people wUl 
doubt that that aituatloa will aver 
change.

U N  M e m b o n U p

Once again, the Utaltod NaUons 
la Involved in a coatroversy over 
additions to its own BMmberahtp, 
This controvaray caa bo summed 
up briefly by saying that Ruaala u 
opposed to having say more na- 
tioaa prasumad to ba friendly to 
the United Btatea admitted to 
membership unlese nations friend­
ly to haraalf ara also admitted.

The relative democracy of these 
nations la not reaUy the issue, oth­
erwise we could not be found so 
enthusiastic about the candidacy 
of Trana-Jordan.

For that matter, there are a 
good many strange charactera al­
ready tnaide the United NaUons 
mamberahip.

It would be a good idea if both 
the United States and Russia 
would abstain from voting on pro- 
poaed new memberships ■ and let 
the leea-embroil^ nations of the 
arorid attempt to decide each ap­
plication on lU merits, not on pow­
er polltica considerations.
