The organisation Is directed by 
the charter to “establish with the 
United Nations every relation 
proper to the creetlon of ft collftb- 
oration conforming with their 
respective ends.”

The document that was signed 
waa drawn up by an 18-member 
Working committee appointed a 
month ago by the participating 
nations. It waa approved yesterday 
by foreign mlniatera’ deputies.
