Canham, editor of The Christlan

e in a delegate to the United
Nations conference on Freedom of
Information now In progress al
Geneva. Asked to name the fore-
most problem facing editors this
year, Canham told a reporter:

“There are two things, The first
Is continued vigilance to maintain
freedom of the press within the
United States.

“The second is to cooperate with
fellow newspapermen 'in other
countries ot the world, to forward
our mutual ideals of peace and un-
derstanding.”

Provisions include:

1. That Hartford supplement
regulations under the Federal rent
control act to stall evictions,

2. That local regulations be set
up to stabilize rents immediately
if a housing emergency still exists
here when the Federal law runs
out or is sbolished and the state
fails to act.

3. That a city housing rent
commission be created
to impose

The local rent commission,
consist of geven members, would
be appointed by Mayor
Coleman, ysubject to dismissal by
him at his pleasure.”
