Urged By Professor

(Ceatlaoed «a Rasa Two)

Chicago. April 21—(S)—W hlskeyaof sawdust would yield 50 gaDoOB
"made from wood, aged ta wood” 
waa urged today by a  chemistry 
professor.

The stuff would be Just aa good 
aa whiskey from grain, and cheap­
er, Dr. Robert S. Aries of the
Polytechnic Institute of Brooklyn 
told the American Chemical so­
ciety.

Good whiskey could be made 
from petroleum wastes, too, Aries 
said. He thinks the customer 
probably couldn't tell the differ­
ence.

A plant already haa been built 
that could "supply us with 10,- 
000,000 gallons of ethyl alcohol 
from sawdust a year, or enough 
for 25,000,000 gallons of whiskey." 
10,000,008 Tons Wasted Annually

Dr. Arles estimated that a ton

of alcohol, and that 10,000,000 tons 
of sawdust are wasted annually. 
’The alcohol would cost about onS- 
thlrd of that mad* from grain, he 
said.

Passing the alcohol through 
wood shavings would speed the 
againg considerably, he said.

"All these new processes have 
been thoroughly tasted and could 
come In handy ta toa critical, for 
f o ^ ,  year of IMS.
