The Rio treaty drafted last fall 
provides that all other western 
hemisphere nations will come to 
tbe militarv aid of any one of 
them atucked by a country out­
side thia hemisphere. Vandenberg 
helped write the treaty and led the 
fight for ita ratification by the 
Senate.

There lias been speculation that 
an American military alltanoa 
with the western European union 
now being organiied might take 
the form of a regional defense aya- 
tem under the U.N. The union la 
being created as an adjunct of the 
multi-billion dollar recovery pro­
gram which Vandenberg helped 
steer through Congress this 
spring.

Hopes Peace Can Be Attained

Case is member of a P«aoe Plane 
Mlaalon, a group of minlatera and 
laymen from Callfomia, represent- 
Ing many denomlnationa who have 
chartered two transport planes, 
and hava now arrived in Washing- 
ten to present their views regard­
ing world affairs, and their oppo­
sition to Univeraal Military Twin­
ing and Selective Service. In hla 
address last evening • Dr. Case 
said. "If tve cannot scare Rnaala 
by our stock pile of atom bom ^ 
P la Inconceivable that we could 
scare her by putting eighteen and 
nineteen year old men in uniform."

The point is, we think, that 
sooner or later, for one reason or 
another.

The point Is, 
too. that any International organ­
ization which has a  majority of 
the world'a nations participating 
in it is always going to exercise a 
terrtfle pull on any one nation 
which tries to go Ite own way. If 
the central problem of the world 
today is the breaking down of 
that Russian isolationism which 
threatens world cooperation today 
Just os American isolationism 
threatened it after the first World 
War, perhaps the best way to at­
tack that problem is to moke the 
United Nations so strong and ac­
tive and meaningful on organisa­
tion that no nation, no matter how 
big or how suspicious, con stand 
being left out of I t  

It Is frequently held that this 
or that proposal to strengthen the 
United Nations should not be 
pushed now, because the result 
might he to drive Russia o u t It Is 
a t least worth considering that 
the sure way to bind Russia into 
the United Nations more perma­
nently than ever may be to keep 
adding to the importance and the 
strength of the United Nations.

‘There ore certain normal pollU 

col rights which arc conceded to 
the Oongreoa preceding what 
seems likely to he a  change of 
power election, and both parties 
have used these rights freely In 
the past. They consist of with­
holding legislative oonUrmation ot 
Presidential appolntmehte. In the 
expectation that the Approaching 
change in the Prsaldeacy will hand 
the positions Involved over to the 
Incoming poUUcsl party.

This to the technique, the Demo­
crats used when they controlled 
Congress bock in LMl and 1933, 
and expected te  win the Presiden­
cy in IWU. I t  has been the tech­
nique used by the present Repub­
lican Oongrese during the post 
year, when ronArmatlon of moat 
Presidential appolntmenu in the 
so-called patronage ores has been 
held up, thus preserving these po­
sitions for faithful Republicans m 
the event of their party’s victory 
in November.

Thto to not. ot course, on ideal 
standard for public service. But it 
to standard politics.

‘There seems to be widespread 
sentiment, however, that Senator 
Taft, os the leader who controls 
Senate poUcy on these nutters, 
has shifted this strategy into im- 
populor ground by deciding to ap­
ply It to President Truman’s re- 
Aomlnatlon of the members of the 
Atomic Energy Commission.

Atomic energy to a Aeld entire­
ly too important for patronage 
politics. President 'Truman muat 
certainly be given credit for Ignor­
ing ordinary poIlUcs when' he 
mode the original appointments. 
Thoae appointmente were Anally 
approved by the Senate after bit­
ter ooatroveray In which the entire 
country acted os Aaol Judge. It la 
obviously a  naw offoK to revive 
the battle he lost then, rather than- 
mere himger for patronage, which 
appeals to Senator Toft and In- 
•plroa him to try  to move the 
Atoasio energy Conuntoslon Into 
Uw realm of potnaago poUUos. 
Ho thlsko ho can wta. by trano- 
formlag It into a  patronage affair, 
ths battto of priaclpto he hwt to 
Seoator Vondenberg In the origi­
nal UUonUud controversy. Such 
strategy will do Senator Taft no 
topd) and, if his party follows him 
id it. wUI not beneSt It either.

The leaders of the Charter Oak 
Republican Club, .who once 
thought, before formation of any 
organisation seemed to them 
necessary, that Urey had a certain 
communion of aims and Ideas with 
the late Governor McConaughy, 
have called upon Governor James 
C. Shannon, with whom they have 
had little previous chntect and 
from whom they have never had 
occasion to axpect anything In the 
way of attitude toward them. They 
colled upon the new Governor with 
the express purpose of redlining 
for him, and informally, tha aims 
and character of their organisa­
tion.

They osaurrd him primarily, 
according te our report, that

Oakers established was ths fact 
that they were themselves "mem­
bers and staunch supporters of the 
Republican Party because we be­
lieve it is devoted to the cause of 
good government.”

But the next point of their pro­
nouncement was yie statement 
that “because we believe in good 
government we ore apprehenirive 
of the resulta of ths course the 
leaders of the Party ore now pur­
suing.” Thto corriod at least aoms 
suggestion of sn ambiUon to 
change not onto the course of that 
leadership, but perhaps the lead' 
erabip Iteelf.

Subsequently, however, that 
some leadership, in senalble rC' 
sponae to the Charter Oak move­
ment and general public criU' 
clam, demonatrated a conalderabto 
capacity to ^ v e  Itself on Improved 
public deportment, which it did In 
the February special session. H ist 
abandonment of the steamroller 
was certainly the result of some­
thing, and may have encoursi 
the Charter Oakers to believe t 
there con be fruitfulness in the 
reiteration of principle, inside the 
party tent. The new conduct 
the party leadership was healthy 
for the party, and restored its 
prestige, even though it deprived 
aome leaders of the pleasure of 
openly wieldliig the whip.

The other principles the Charter 
Oakers advocate would also con­
tribute to the health and prestige 
of the party. There is no quarrel 
with them In principle, but merely 
in the ares of political practice. 
And the soundest political practice 
is not always that which appeals 
to the cruder type of boss. The 
d iarte r Oakers want free and open 
party conventions, party platforms 
which mean something and say 
what they mean, a speeiAc ac­
countability for party funda, a 
legislature freed of bosadom from 
any quarter, recorded votes on all 
Issues In that leglalptura, and they 
want to curb excess dual Job hold­
ing. Thqy ore also, os who la not. 
for economy.

All sad any of theee would 
strengthen the party, and there 
always should sad must be some 
one Aghtlng for th ln n  like these 
taside the party. We do not 
know upon what bails. If any, 
the nmetlag of the Charter Oak 
leaders and the new Governor 
adjourned, but It does not seem 
la the character ot the new- ehlet 
executive to regard any odvo- 
catee of healthy principle with 
any lack of friendliness.

Cyclotioii May
Solve Mysteries

Berkeley, Csltf., April 27—(/P)— 
A 99,000,000 cyclotron which may 
be the ultimate tool for solving 
the mysteries of atomic energy 
will be built St the University ot 
California with g o v e r n m e n t  
money.

It will be s racetrack-shaped 
magnet 110 feet In diameter which 
will whip atomic bullete around 
Its counie until they, reach Speeds 
exceeding 6< JOOO nillea on hour. 
These speeds will give them strik­
ing force ranging 6 billion to 10 
billion volts.

With these bullets scientists wUI 
bombard atoms to produce mes­
ons, which are mlghUy little pac­
kets of energy and matter and 
which apparently are the key to 
the deepest secrets of nuclear en­
ergy.

The project was announced lost 
night Jointly by Dr. Ernest O. 
Lawrence cyclotron Inventor, and 
David E. Ltllenthal, chalrnrian of 
the Atomic Energy commission.

The main part of the big mach- 
Ine will be a magnet-weighing 18,- 
000 tona

Construction probably will re­
quire about five years. The cy­
clotron will remain the property 
of the government but the univer­
sity will have the greatest possible 
degree of autonomy In operating 
It. Ulienthal said.

On either side of

The weather had been extremely 

hot for early June. Day after day 
the sun rose In cloudless sky, and 
rain had not fsljen to any extent 
for several weeks, William and 
James were mowing the long grass 
In our south meadow and were al­
most ready to stack the hay when 
Grandfather said one morning;

"I am going to help the men this 
afternoon, for the heat la so in­
tense we may get a thunder thow- 
er before night.

- The Cool Parlor 
After the men had disappeared 

over the hill on tlielr way to the 
south meadow, Grandmother and 
Mother wont to their bedrooms to 
exchange Ihclr morning dresses of 
gingham for their afternoon dress­
es of dainty muslin. Unlike Mias 
Deborah and Mls.s Matilda Jenkens 
and the olh-r delightful ladles of 
Cranford, the ladies on our street 
dM not receive callers immediately 
after twelve o'clock, but were sup- 
poaod to be seated In their parlors 
hp three o’clock, dressed appro­
priately for the occasion, to rc- 
osive friends or neighbors. As the 
c le ^  Struck three this exceedingly 
kot afternoon. Grandmother, ar­
rayed In her lavender sprigged 
muslin, seated herself In a com­
fortable chair in our parlor. She 
wax carrying a new dinner nap­
kin which she intended to hem if 
not inter! upted by callers. My 
mother woie the summer dress I 
greatly liked it was dotted white 
musllii with manv rufflea, and to 
complete thla dainty costume she 
arore a blue ribbon sash.

On the tray wera two of her 
best china pUteo, otoo, one of her 
finest tea napkins. Out silver cake 
basket was filled with slices of 
sponge coke. A decanter of sherry 
%tne had Its pteee on the tray, 
also, with Its accompanying wine 
gloaa “Thank you, thank you, 
oaid Mr. Huntington to  Grand­
mother. "You and your daughter 
are such delightful hostesses; It to 
always a pleasure to vtolt you.

After thto polite speech. Grand 
mother and Mother responded in 
unison,. “Oh, thank you, thank 
you, Mr. Huntington.” A half hour 
later. Grandfather Joined us In 
the parlor. He, too, gieeted the 
guest with great cordiality.
