Against Manchester’s highest 
state showing among the urban 
communities, Hartford, with 39 
voUng districts, got out only 88.3 
par cent of Its vote. New Britain, 
with 10 voting places abowed 88.6 
par cent

Norwalk, with five dlstrlcta, 
had 85.5 per cent Meriden with 
nine districts turned out SSA par 
cent Greenwich with 11 dlstrlcta 
had 84 per cent of its vote out and 
Norwich with 10 districts had 85J1 
per cent. I

Bristol with six districts had 88 
per cent of its vote out. New Lon­
don with five dUtricU had 88,2 
per cent out. Middletown, with 
four dlstricU, had 88.5 per cant of 
Its voters at the polls. Stratford, 
with 10 dlstricU. turned out 89.9 
per cent.

In no other urban area was the 
vote out In such strength as It was 
la Manchester. Moreover, the 
Manchester percentage of 93.329

Kr cent was substantially higher 
an the HarUord County turnout 

of 89 per cent, or the state average 
vote of 88.8 per cent.

At that last national election, 
Manchester people voted to the to­
tal of 13,584 while such towns as 
Middletown, for inatqpce, then 
with a higher population, had 
many lesa voters, but still fell far 
balow Manchester tn voting per-
cmtMfCe

It thus might be deduced that, 
Manchester, besides turning out 
a higher vote percentage than 
other communities, also registers 
mors civic Interest by having more 
voters registered. In proportion to 
ita population.

Civic Interest here then, with 
one voting place, has proved high' 
er than In other cities and towns 
srhlch have spUt into several 
voting dlstrlcta.
