Regardless of the cause, pain

Ithough no one likes to be In
pain, there are many occasions in
which it is an important clue to
some serious condition. For ex-
ample, the pain of acute appendi-
citis, while it may not be severe,
in extremely important in making
a necessary diagnosis. The point
where the pain lles helps the doc-
tor to determine the cause, Al-
though a mild drug may relieve
this pain entircly, this can make
the ‘diagnosis difficult and may re-
sult in serfous complications.
Other Pains “Helpful”

The location and nature of pain
In many other parts of the body
are also helpful to the physician,
Pain extending down the arm is an
important ‘symiptom of diseases of
the coronary arteries, such as an-
gina pectoris or coronary throm-
bosis. Paln under the right shoul-
der blade may indicate a.diseased
galibladder,
