Hartford, May 18—(P)—New 

cases of chickenpox icported in 
Connecticut last week numbered 
878, the State Health department 
said today, compared with 279 the 
week before.

It was the 30th consecutive week 
that chickenpox topped the list on 
the health department's weekly re­
port.

Mumps, measles, w h o o ping 
oough, <3erman measles, diptheria 
and meningococcal meningitis were 
also on the increase during the past 
seven days. Mumps increased from 
117 to 201 cHses, measles from 119 
to 154 cases whooping cough css 
from 19 to 22, and cases of German 
measles rose from 11 to 18. Al­
though there had been no cases of 
either diphtheria or of mening­
ococcal meningitis a week previous," 
them  was one case each reported 
of both diseases during the week 
Just ended.

Broncho pneumonia remained 
unchanged with 20 cases recorded

again this week, while cases of 
lobar pneumonia remained at 17.

Barring Patients

Hartford. Mcy 18—(8^—Dr. Paul 
8. Phelps, state director of tuhCT' 
ruloels conU*ol, lays that some 300 
active sufferers of the disease are 
awaiting ddmisslon to state sanl- 
toris where upwards of 440 beds 
were unused because of the lack of 
nursing personnel.

After sUtlng yesterday that 
Connecticut sanitorla are operat­
ing with only .70 per cert of the 
nurses required to fully staff them.

"Neither the United Statea of 
America nor the Union of Soviet 
Soeialiat Republica ahould Inter­
fere in the Internal affaira of oth­
er natlona.

ahould maintain military baaea In 
other United Natlona countries.

land foroao, ealabliBhIng air baaea, 
or rnablhg naval demonatratlona.

The Wallace proposal, therefore, 
la considerably better than Mr. 
Truman will ever admit It la and 
Stalin’s acceptance of It la, how­
ever guarded that acceptance may 
be through the presence of Mr. 
Wallace In the picture, quite an 
admissive step for Russian policy 
to take.

All thla la full of stimulus and 
hope, even If the worst Interpreta- 
Uon of Stalin’s motives, which la 
that he U not after peace, but 
merely trying to embarrass 
should happen to be true. Things 
are moving, even If In strange and 
perverse fashion.

There la, however, one intoler­
able weakness,In the American 
posiUon, no matter how Russian 
moUves are analned. That Intol­
erable weakness ues In the fact 
that only Mr. Wallaoe dares to 
suggest peace terms, that there Is 

vacuum, so far As American of­
ficial policy Is concerned, which 
Mr. W’allace Is free to exploit. Our 
official foreign policy could not 
possibly be embarraaaed by Sta­
lin’s selsure o f Mr. Wallace’s 
propositions if it bad clear propo- 
BtUona of its own already In the 
field. Nor can our foreign policy 
take advantage of the present op- 
portunlUes for peace unUl It does 
know lU own peace terms. Wheth­
er the Russians be sincere or In­
sincere, our need la exacUy the 
same. It la for a clear, precise 
and moral statement of the Amer­
ican poalUon. 8uch a sUtament U 
obviously forthcoming. Events are 
compelling It The sooner it comes, 
and the better It la, the sooner the 
Russian peace bubble can be 
pricked. If It is bubble, or the 
sooner it can be exploited toward 
real peace, if it U real Russian in 
tentlon.
