Emergency hospitalisation for 
vaterana a t govamRtpnt expanse In 
the local hospital la available only 
When certain apecial requirements 
are met; The local doctor who 
traata the patient must determine 
whether an emergency exists 
which prevents transporting the 
veteran to Newington. He muat 
then notify the chief medical offi­
cer of the Veteran* Administration 
a t Hartford 7-2641. preferably In 
adVMce, but certainly within 24 
hours of the time the veteran la 
hospltatiBed locaUy.

Service-connected cases only 
will be treated normally at govem- 
BMnt expense In local Institutions. 
As a matter of fact, chance* of se­
curing reimbursement for non-sef- 
vice-connected esses are’ allm In­
deed. Such cases will normally |w 
admitted at Newington If the doc­
tor calls the admlsoiona officer at 
Hartford 9-2541 In advance of the 
patient's arrival. The doctor should 
also complete a VA Form P-10 to 
accompany his patient, provided of 
courae that conditions permit

If  local ambulance service is ,not 
available for a non-ambulatory pa­
tient, the doctor may request a 
government ambulance by calling 
the same Hartford number, 
9-2641.

Primary responsibility then Ilea 
with the doctor. It follows that the 
hospital, the family and the pa­
tient are responsible In that order. 
No doctor practicing In Connecti­
cut 1* without Instruction in the 
handling of veteran patients and 
the hoapltals are slaillarly In­
formed. It  Is hoped that 'this an­
nouncement win prevent veterans* 
disappointment upon learning they 
must foot their own bill at the 
Manchester Memorial Hospital.
