He said that one o f the "vivid 
advaqtages”  Is that "It leaves us 
free to charge our national admin­
istration, if such be the people’s 
dsslre and advantage, without af­
fecting the continuity o f our for­
eign policy.”

Vandenberg coupled hla en-

lean and other foreign diplomats j 
in Russia. > |

Free to Travel Anywhere 
The net effect o f that order, 

the State department says, la to 
bar travel outside the Moscow 
city IlmlU. Ruaatana in the Unit­
ed States, meanwhile, are free to 
travel anywhere, with no ques­
tions asked. ,

A  strict tit-for-tat policy would 
require Ambassador Alexander S. 
Panyuahkin and .other Soviet em­
bassy offioials to get State de­
partment ^rmisslon before leav­
ing Washington. Whether any 
such rule is under serious consid­
eration was not disclosed.

Until now the State depart­
ment haa shied awray from any 
idea of retaliation. Some officials 
took the position that the Kremlin 
might keep the exchange going, 
even to the point o f brewing off 
formal diplomatic relations with 
the United States. This would 
mean closing down the embassy In 
Moscow, the sole remaining Amer­
ican outpost in Russia.

There was a time too when it 
had been hoped to expand the em- 
bs.ssy staff in Moscow, so the 
State department Took care not 
to offend the Kremlin.

Demands for Retaliation 
When Russia refused to permit 

Assistant Secretary of State John 
F. Peurifoy and a group of sena­
tors to visit Moscow last spring, 
there were many demands on Cap­
itol Hill for retaliation. One pro­
posal was that the umted States 
permit no more Soviet officials in 

i this country than the number of 
, Americans admitted by Russia.
I Nothing came of this, although

th* Army did not Invita Soviet 
nxilltary attaches to this year's 
demonstration of weapons at th* 
Aberdeen (Md.) proving grounds 
because American military men 
were not Invited to Soflet maneu­
vers.

The'latest curb on foreign travel 
In Russia was said by officials here 
to be In line with other recant 
steps to deepen Soviet Isolation 
from th* west. The number of Rus­
sian nationals In thla country al­
ready was on a steady decline when 
Moscow shut down the Soviet con­
sulates in New York and San FVan- 
cisco after the United States or­
dered Consul General Jacob M. 
Lomakin to leave th* country as 
an aftermath to the achool teacher 
incidents in July.

LalMt Official Figures
Latest official figures show, 

however, that on Aug. 1 there still 
were 290 Soviet officials and em­
ployes in the Unltad States, ex­
cluding wives, children and other 
dependents.

The United States government 
on August IS had 115 people in 
Moscow, including 14 dependents. 
Aside from these there wqre about 
eight news correspondents and a 
lesser number of American fur 
buyers.

When the war ended in IMS. 
Russia had about 2.500 ciUxena in 
the United States. These had been 
reduced to 516 by mld-lM7. and 
last April 26 there were only 346 
here, aside from dependents. Since 
then students and teachers of 
Soviet schools In New Tbrk and 
Washington have been called back 
to Russia. One of the teachers was 
Mrs. Oksana S, Kasenklna, whose 
leap from the New York conaulate 
window resulted In the order for 
Lomakin’s recall.

The 290 Soviet citizens In thla 
country two months ago Included 
78 embassy officials and employes, 
44 connected with the consulates 
which were still operating, 77 with 
the United Nations, three remain­
ing with the' Soviet Purchasing 
commission, 81 connected with 

j Amtorg trading agency, and seven 
j listed as miscellaneous. The latter 
presumably included four corres- 

j pondents for Tass, the official 
' Soviet news agency.

Notify Western Powers

Berlin, Oct. 5—W — The Rua- 
sians notified the western powers 
today they plan parachute prac­
tice In the air corridor used by 
American and Britlab planes sup­
plying blockaded Berlin.

The Soviet warning, poatad in 
the four-power Berlin Air Safety 
center, said the drill waa to begin 
today from a 2,500-foot altitude.

The notice did not specify how 
many men or planea were Involved 
or how long the exerclee would 
laat. The locale etlpulated Is in the 
Buackeburg-Berlin corridor which 
Is uaed by all air lift planes on 
their return flight to weatem 
Germany.

May Be Part of Maaeovera
The exerclaea may be part of 

Soviet fall military maneuvers 
which German reports had said 
were eet for early October.

Meanwhile, the British handed 
the Ruaaiana a protest over yea- 
terday’a buzzing of a British air 
lift plane by a YAK  fighter.

The protest said the Russian 
plane dived within 200 feet of 
the transport in the northern air 
corridor about 40 miles west of 
Berlin.

The western powers gave re­
newed indication they expect no

Hearing Set

Date Scheduled' for Oct. 
25 at State Office 
Building, Hartlord

The Connecticut Power company 
yeaterday asked the State Public 
Utilities commission to allow a 
raise in gas rates and to apply a 
fuel .adjustment charge to all 
electricity customers. The coramis- 
aioo will hold a public hearing on 
the petition on Oct. 25 at 10:30 
a. m. at tbe State Office building 
In Hartford.

The average gas consumer's bill 
would show- a 50 cent increase if 
the proposed gas rate Is granted.

The fuel adjustment charge, 
which now applies to customers 
who uec too or more kilowatt 
hours a month, would apply to 
all electric customers under the 
proposed changes. It is claimed 
that the change will add about 28 
cents a month to the average cus­
tomer's electric bill.

Added Revenues
The proposed gas rates will add 

$180,000 a year to the company's 
revenues. The fuel adjustment 
charge will increase the yearly in­
come by $357,000. Increased fuel 
and labor costa make the higher 
rates necessary, said the comparty.

The Connecticut Power com­
pany serves about 25 towns, with 
gas enstomera in the New l.*>ndon. 
Stamford. Torrington and other 
areas. Among its electric custom­
ers are residents of Barkhamated. 
Farmington. Avon, Manchester, 
Glastonbury, South Windsor, Mid­
dletown. Portland. New’ London, 
Stamford, Waterbury and Tor­
rington.

TTie company proposes to give 
municipalities three month* no­
tice before appljing , the electric

fuel adjtutment charge to street 
lighting at th* start of th* munic­
ipal fiscal year.

Until the commlaelon reach*# a 
decision in It* hearing, the pro- 
posed increases cannot go into ef­
fect.

cheater town election yagtardayf 
Why was there auch unuaual In- 
tdregt that the total vote ran al- 
moat S.000 higher than that in the 
town election o f n year a fo? And 
why did the Damoefsta, for the 
aecond year in a. row, exhibit a 
aurprialnc atrength in traditional' 
ly Kainibltcan IfanchaBtar, onoe 
more misaing the placing of a 

'* candidate on the Board o f Direc­
tors by a vary narrow margin?

One baalc anawer, o f couraa, la 
that the town of Mancheater la no 
longer automatically Republican. 
New population ia not govamod 
by p^tleol traditiona. It bringa 
Ita own voting habita to llanchea- 
tar.

But if tfilb may explain why 
more Democratlo votaa ara here, 
it doean't explain why they came 
out yeatarday.

So, what were the iaauoa?
What ware T.OOO Mancheater peo­
ple voting about yaaterday?

Strangely enough, wa not 
think the Democratic atrength 
aaaw firon any aartoua suaatlon- 
lag o f tha quality o f govamment 
in Mancheater. The Democratic 
campaigning promlaed no aenaa- 
tional changea in the operation of 
Mancheater government It al­
leged no aerloua avila in exiataaoa. 
It bad no peraonal targeta. The 
town ia now under a new town 
manager type o f charter, and 
there waa no indication that the 
Demoerata, even it they had 
awept the town, would have un­
dertaken to try to dlaturb General 
Manager Oeorga H. Waddell in hia 
office.

I With all theae normal Ingredi- 
enta o f a hot campaign'mlaalng, 
the election waa atilt atmiuoualy 
and cloaely waged.

We think the key explanation 
waa that the Demoerata, and 
probably a good many Independ- 
enta'Wlth them, were making an­
other reach for at leaat aome rep- 
reaentation in Mancheater govern­
ment, They themaelves have no 
very definite ideg of what they 
would do with auch repreaentation 
if they had it. Nor, probably, do 
many o f thoae who voted to give 
it to them have any very definite 
idea o f what they would do with 
i t  But the idea that, whatever 
they might do with it, the one or 
two Democratic candldatea who 
made a aomewhat exceptional ap­
peal ahould at leaat get a chance 

. to' ait on the Board of Diractora 
had a certain iwntlmentat pull. 
The' laaue yaaterday waa not 
whether the Republleana ahould be 
diaplaccd or the Democratic ticket 
placed in, but whether one or two 
leadera on the Democratlo ticket 
would come cloae.

They did oome cloae, aa the re- 
Bult of ticket apUttlng which indi­
cated that a certain numbier of 
Republican voters were them- 
selvea in fhvor of having some 
auch special and limited Demo­
cratic gains occur. Even if Repub- 

- lican government ia good, the 
idea that there should be a Dem­
ocrat or two looking on, in official 
poaltioB, has now, for two years 
running, bad a ^ a l  for the voUrs 
of Mancheater. In other words, 
the laaue yesterday aeema tô  have 
been not an laaue of changing gov 
emment, but aa issue o f minority 
represenUUon in aa exiatlag good 
govenunant

When the issue o f minority rep- 
reaanUUon waa discussed in con­
nection with tha new town diar- 
ter, thoaa who were instrumental 
in rejecting it argued that there 
• ak no need to make aa artificial 
gharaatBo o f minority repreaenU- 
tioa, alaoe if the Dembexats real­
ly wanted it, they could go out 
•Bd fBt it at the polla. This seams 
to have basu .adourata thlakiag,

; alBoe the Danwerata, with rela­
tively little effort, have almost 
4aa* H, t^ y e a r s  ruaning.

New Atonic Proposal
On the technical aide, tha stum­

bling block between Russia and 
the United States on the question 
of International control of the 
atom has been a sort o f cart and 
horse, or chicken and egg, affair.

The United SUtes has insisted, 
in the Baruch Plan, that interna­
tional control of the atom precede 
the actual business of removing 
the bomb Itself from existence in 
the world. Under the Baruch Plan, 
the United States would not de­
stroy its own bombs until it had 
taken ita own time deciding that 
the proposed system of Interna­
tional control waa -working well 
enough, and being observed and 
enforced well enough, to guaran­
tee that no other nation would be 
threatening to possess the bomb. 
Then, we ŵ ould destroy ours, and 
then the prohibition of the use qf 
atomic bombs in warfare would 
come into effect.

The Russians have, through all 
their discussion of the atomic 
problem, reversed the proposed 
procedure. They, h^ve insisted 
that the first thing to do la to out­
law the use of the atomic bomb  ̂
and destroy thoae atomic bomba 
now in existanca, and then go 
ahead with soma plan for future 
international control o f atomic en­
ergy.

The Russian suggestion that we 
should give up the bomb first and 
then trust the world has been as 
^(anslva ua aa our own sugges- 
tTon that we keep the bomb while 
wa Judge the rest o f the world has 
been offensive to Ruaala.

There has been an inevitable 
and logical compromise always in 
view for this situation. It has 
never been aerioualy discussed by 
any officials, at least until now, 
because the diplomats have not 
really seemed in any mood for 
agreement. But it ia the techni­
cal solution which must emerge if 
there la ever to be any agreement 
on the question of the atom.

It is that the cart and ' the 
horse, the chicken and the egg, 
both be Introduced together, in 
one action and on one timetable. 
It la that the world proceed to 
control the atom anil outlaw the 
bomb by the one action.

Under au^  a solution, the gen 
oral international agreement on 
future control of atomic energy 
would also include' the outlawing 
o f the atomic bomb in war, and a 
speclflc timetable for the .destruc­
tion of the United States store of 
atomic . bomba. Mr. Bernard 
Baruch at one time hinted that 
the United States would be will- 
iag to make apeclfio guaranteeo 
for ita own destruction of atomic 
bombs, instead o f reserving its 
own decision, as it did in the orig­
inal Baruch Plan. The matter 
never went further than the hint 
But it la attll possible. It is, in 
fact, the one technical addition to 
the United SUtea plan wjilch 
must be made if the plan is aver 
to become adopted.

This compromise solution, this 
logical M d inevitable solution we 
have Just been discussing, hap­
pens to be what Russia advocated 
in Mr. Vishinaky’s resolution in­
troduced in the United Nations 
General Aiuembly at Paris on Sat­
urday.

This resolution reproeenta, on 
paper, a concession from Ruaala, 
and an important one. It ia a step 
toward the solution which wUl b«. 
if there ever ia one.

Whether it really means what It 
oould mean, or what it aaya on 
paper, is another queation. That la 
ao because it is a habit o f Russian 
diplomacy to toss out thoaa laat- 
minute symptoms o f conceaalon 
and compromlae, with the object 
o f enticing the West back into 
negotiation, after wMch Russia 
bMins to haggle over aome nejn 
d e ^ . So there is no guarantee, 
in the present altuaition, that Rus­
sia honestly means a  compromise 
which might lead to a aetUement 
of the question o f atomic energy. 
So it wiM not mean that our dip­
lomats should Jump high and click 
their heels over the prospect of 
taking the atom out of interna­
tional politics and out of War. It

Most hog sales at Chicago yes­
terday were $21.50'to $25.79, the 
loweat price since June. The de­
clines were $1 to $2 a hundred 
pounds. Declines of similar 
amounts were reported at Kansas 
City, and drops of $1 to $1.90 
were reported at Omaha: $2 to 
$2.25 at East Rt. Louis; $2 to $2.50 
at Indianapolis and $1 at South 
St. Paul.

Since mid-September commer­
cial grade beef has dropped 0 
cents a pound wholesale in New 
York, the Meat Institute said. 
Choice lamb la 8 cents lower. 
Wholesale pork loins in Chicago 
have dropped 6 cents a pound on 
12 to 16 pounds averages in the 
last week.

awards it has received aa the na- 
Uona' safest state.

Uterary SklO Not Lost
O oaa lost none of his Uterary 

akiU aa he acquired political acu­
men. The beat evidence o f this 
waa the style he employed in his 
annual ’Thanksgiving proclama- 
tlona, so weU recelv^  that a vol­
ume o f them haa been published.

It was perhaps fltUng that his 
death ahould come with the ap 
proach o f autumn when, as he 
once Wrote, "The froat gives a 
tang to the air and the dusk falla 
early and the friendly evenln$;a 
lengthen under the heel o f  Orion."

Cross, graduated from Yale In 
1885, was principal of a Westport 
High school before beginning hla 
SS-year career on the Yale facul­
ty In 1897. There he became an 
authority on English literature, 
particularly the' works o f Laur­
ence Sterne from whose charac­
ter, Uncle ’Toby, he acquired a 
nlcknama that clung to him all 
hla Ufe.

PoUtIcBl Unknown in 1980
Though he had a well establish­

ed reputation in academic and lit­
erary circles, the retired Yale dean 
was m political unknown in 1930. 
Then a three-minute antl-problbi- 
tion speech he made at a> Demo­
cratic clambake attracted the at­
tention o f party leaders.

He was nomin...ed for governor. 
Just another Democratic hopeful 
b',cking the regime of the late Re­
publican boss, J. Henry Roraback.

Crosa, a country boy from 
Manafleld, could talk the voters’ 
language in his rasping voice as 
well as he could discourse on Eng­
lish , literature. After a campaign 
during which he stumped the state 
tirelessly, he squeezed into office 
by 5,000 votes

There was no stopping him 
after that. Hlo plurality in 1932 
waa 10,000. In 1934 it fell to 8.500, 
but in 1936 it was a resounding 
95,000. The only four-term gov­
ernor in Connecticut's modern his­
tory might have been elected a 
fifth time. However, in 1938 two 
public scandals, not touching Gov­
ernor O oss but involving other 
high ranking Democrats and Re­
publicans, resulte . in about four 
times the normal vote for Jasper 
McLevy, peVennial Socialist gub­
ernatorial nominee. The election 
went to Republican Raymond E. 
Baldwin, now a U. 8. Senator,'*by 
2,600 votes.

O oss returned to the political 
arena Just once more, again 
against Baldwin and again he waa 
unsuccessful. Two yeara ago he 
received what amounted almost to 
an honorary nomination—for the 
remaining two months o f the tm- 
expired Senate term o f the late 
Francis T. Maloney: In a Repub­
lican landslide Baldwin beat him 
by 100,000 votes.

Never Polltlclaaa’ Stooge
Though Ooaa had no organiza­

tion behind him when he went out 
of the academic halls and into the 
governor’ ofTIce, he never In any 
way resembled a politicians; 
stooge.

If any dictating waa done In 
party councils, he did It. Ho ac­
cepted, rather than sought, - hla 
first nomination, and then onjy 
after forcing several changes in 
the party organization. He never 
accepted aubaequent nominations 
until assured that running mates 
who had hla approval wotud be on 
the ticket with him.

Two y;reat diaastera that vtsltT 
ed Connecticut during hia terma 
in office gave him a chance to 
show hla organiaattonal ability. 
They were the flood o f 1936 that 
ravaged Hartford and other (km- 
necticut river valley commurJtlea 
and the hurricane o f 1938. The ro­
bust governor—he atood about six 
feet, weighed over 200 and never 
sraa seriously ill until last winter 
—worked tirelessly directing .re- 
habllltatipn efforts each time.

CttMM seem eX to enjoy bding 
governor aa mRHi aa any* man

who aver held the office. He had 
a throaty chuckle and twinkling 
smile for almost every occasion.

He gathered Interesting peraon- 
alitiea about him for a staff, in­
cluding foimer Heavyweight 
Champion Gene Tunney, a resi­
dent pf Stamford.

Reunion oa Blrthdaya
After Crass left office, hla staff 

made it practice to hold a re­
union at a Hartford club each 
April 10—hla birthday. He never 
missed one o f these occasions.

Cross held many academic. hon­
ora. Aa a Yale undergraduate he 
waa a member o f Phi Beta Kappa, 
honorary acholaatio fraternity.

InsUtutions awarding him hon­
orary degrees included Yale, the 
University of South Carolina, Co­
lumbia, the University o f Michi­
gan, Brbwn, Wesleyan, Harvard, 
Rochester and Southern California 
universities and Trinity, Union 
and Yeshtva colleges.

The day after he was elected 
governor for a second time, he 
was elected president o f the Na­
tional Institute o f Arts and Let­
ters.

After he was voetd out o f the
governorship, be returned to hia 
literary career. Thia resulted In 
his publication In 1943 o f "Con­
necticut Yankee,’ ’ an autobigra- 
phy.

He bad atarted laat spring to 
work on what he called • sequel to 
that volume.

That 'was after he had * spent 
several weeks In a hoapital, auf- 
fering from pneumonia and pleu- 
riay.

Remarking that "I licked ’em 
both," Cross came out o f the hoe- 
pltal. made what appeared to be 
a full recovery, was able to attend 
hts annual birthday party In Hart­
ford and later to go to hla sum­
mer home at Lake Sunapee, N. H.

He waa ailing, however, when 
he returned from there on Labor 
dny. His condition gradually be­
came worse until it waa pronounc­
ed critical last Thursday. Since 
then, hts death had been expected 
at any time.

Besides the t'wo sons who sur­
vive, Cross had a daughter, Eliza 
beth Baldwin Crana, and another 
son, Arthur William Cross. Hla 
wife, the former Helen Avery of 
Willimantic, died two yeara before 
he was first elected governor.

The funeral aervicea will be 
conducted by the R t  Rev. Bishop 
Frederick G. Budlong, biahop o f 
the Protestant Episcopal diocera 
of Connecticut, Thursday after­
noon at 2 In Battell chapel o f the 
university. A family spokesman 
said it will be a simple funeral 
with no honorary- bearers. Inter 
ment will be in Evergreen cemc' 
tery. New Haven.

Orcuits to hard-hit Havana 
went out at noon.

Storm foncaatera desertbad the 
storm as "small,- but plenty ■ 
tough.’ ’ It is moving along fairly 
fast, causing winds to Increase 
swiftly to destructive force as the 
center approaches.

The weather bureau said the 
center waa "very, very near" Key 
West at noon.

Winds were increasing aU along 
the southern part o f the peninsula 
and will continue to rise as the 
hurricane moves up the keys to­
ward Miami.

TraveUng Northeast 
The Weather Bureau said the 

storm is traveling about 15 miles 
an hour In a northeaaternly Slrec- 
tion. It will bring hurricane winds 
over most o f the Everglades — 
Lake Okeechobee area southeast­
ward to the coas". and at least aa 
far north aa Jupiter tonight, an 
advisory atated.

The hurricane followed almoet 
exactly the same course as the 
storm o f mid-September,

Hurricane warnings now extend 
from Jupiter southward on the 
southward on the west coast.

The ominoua warnings also were 
raised over the Lake Okeechobee 
area hundreds of acres o f rich 
vegetabIS land atill are under 
water from the mid-September 
hurricane.

Norton said five Inches or more 
of rain would fall along the hurri­
cane route.

Washington, OcL 6—(P)—Sena­
tor Robert A. Taft (R., Ohlol ac­
cused President Truman last night 
of trying to lead the nation down 
the road to “ totsliUrian" govem- 
menL He put it this way:

‘There is one great issue be­
tween the Republican party and 
the PreaidenL and that la whether 
progress in Uiis country shall be 
based hereafter, aa in the past, on 
American principles of freedom and 
Juatice, or whether we shall adopt 
the road to totallUrian govern­
ment by a vast Federal bureau­
cracy with unlimited power and 
unlimited money.”

En Route With Warren to Chi­
cago, OcL 6.—(PV-Although con­
trol of the next Senate shapes up 
as a crucial factor in the present 
campaign, the top O.O.P. "team” 
gave pointed indication today of 
all but ignoring the hard-pressed 
candidacy o f West Virginia’s Re­
publican Senator Chapman Rever­
comb.

The quiet but long-amouldering 
differences between Gov. Thomas 
E. Dewey and the West Virginian 
were refiected with hard clarity 
today in the wake of Gov, Earl 
Warren’s campaign swing yester­
day through preponderantly Dem­
ocratic West Virginia.
Waits In Vain for Endorsement 
A  Charleston audience, filling 

the Clmrleston Municipal audito­
rium to about two-thlrda of its 
4,000 seating capacity, gave en- 
thuaiaatic attention to an attack 
on monopollaWc “ road hogs’’ and 
a demand for economic traffic en­
forcement of the G.O.P. vice pres­
idential candidate. But it waited 
in vain for an endorsement of 
Revercomb’s candidacy . although 
it had cheered mention earlier of 
his name and applauded his glow­
ing Introduction of the Californi­
an.

The night rally capped a day in 
which Warren all but ignored 
Revercomb during tralnside atops, 
at which ho nonetheless called for 
election of a Republican Congress 
to back up a Dewey administra­
tion next January.

Tbougn Revercomb appeared 
with him on the rear platform of 
hla special train, Warren Ignored 
him in Clarksburg. A t two other 
■tops he aUted simply he waa glad 
to aee him on the train. A t Par­
kersburg, Warren asked West Vir­
ginians to elect “A  Republican sen­
ator.’’

Called “ Valued Member”
. It  was ,nct until the final stop 

of the day before reaching Charles- 
rnn-T-at Point Pleasant—that the 
No. 2 G. O. P. candidate told a 
Mtiall crawd he considered Rever­
comb a "valued member”, of Con­
gress and that he held “ a trem'en- 
doualy Important position” aa 
chairman of the Senate Public 
Works committee.

Florida Not 
Hit Heavily

Escapes Serious Wind 
And Water Damage 
In Latest Hurricane

Miami, Fla., Oct. South
Florida’s “Gold Coast”  dried out 
today after a tropical hurricane 
scrubbed the area with wind and 
rain.

One person died of a heart at­
tack and six others were Injured 
in the greater Miami area but all 
Florida apparently escaped seri­
ous wind and water damage.

I I  Dead In Cuba
Cuba counted 11 dead, 300 in­

jured and crop damage estimated 
at $6,000,000 when the storm raked 
the island before moving on Flori­
da. Key West escaped serious 
damage.

The Caribbean-bom storm scored 
a direct hit on Miami. The center j 
of the great .swirling mass passed 
directly over the city eariy last 
night, roared on to Port Lauder­
dale and sliced out to sea at Pom­
pano.

At 5 a.m. (e. s .t.) the hurri­
cane waa 120 miles east northeast 
of West Palm beach, moving up 
the Atlantic at 18 to 20 miles an 
hour. ,

Hurricane winds covered an area 
50 miles In diameter around the 
center and gales extended outward 
60 to 70 miles.

Some Acceleration Indicated
Continued northeast movement 

is Indicated, the Weather bureau 
eald, and some acceleration in for­
ward apeed is- indicated. Shipping 
in the path of the stonn wes ad­
vised to exercise caution.

Sprouting at least three tor­
nadoes before It left Florida, the 
hurricane dumped 9,56 Inches of 
rainfall at the Miami International 
airport and flooded the western 
suburbs of greater Miami, Holly­
wood and Fort Lauderdale.

One tornado wTccked 13 hauaes 
and Injured three persons at Pom­
pano. Another twister hit near 
Opa-Locka where It flettenei fwo 
dwellings.

1. “Any dictatorial aatrap” in 
the world can “hit the .American 
treasury jackpot” by raising the 
cry that he is afraid of Commun­
ists.

2. Russia and Communism have 
been built up as a “gigantic red 
herring” to divert attention from 
a plan to restore a “ lusbly profit­
able war economy” to America.

The candidate said Gen. George 
Marshall's 'sincere" effort to get 
the Chinese people together In 
unified and stable government was 
“about the last gasp of American 
liberal foreign policy."

After this, said Wallace, came 
the "coup d’etat” in which not 
only military leaders but also fin­
ancial leaders came to unprece­
dented power In the government.

Chennault as telling Congress last 
March 10:

“Modern bombers operating 
from airfields In China are within 
much closer range of Russia’s In­
dustrial areas than bombers based 
In the United States.
