But is our ability to plan and 
organize theae things •‘the great 
testing of our civilisation?” la 
such capacity for such economic 
mobiUsaUon the highest fru it of 
American life? Is it such eco­
nomic mobilization which can aava 
us from the fate which looms 
above the modern world—a fate 
which, in fact, ia itself a  produc­
tion of such capacity for mobiliza­
tion of the world'a material re­
sources?..,

la that ail we want for our na- 
Uonal epitaph, that "we prepared 
efficiently for the last w ar?"

Ia there no other kind of mobil- 
zation, no other kind of testing of 
us, which is more vital, more im­
portant, more friendly with hu­
man hope ?

We think there ie. We think 
there Is a potential mobilisation of 
America's spiritual greatness, a 
possible organisation of our re­
sources and intents tor peace, 
which arc vastly more important, 
since, they alone can aave us or tha 
world. Mr. Baruch la an able eco­
nomic technirian of war. fo r  
every war, or threat of war, he 
haa the sharp and accurate eco­
nomic formula. But what we real­
ly need ia a  technician for peace. 
W hat we realty need la a wisdom ' 
which can read our times accu­
rately enough to know th a t n ^  
excellenca of aconomlc moblUsb- 
tlon, or of military mobilisation 
either, can really meet the teat of 
our riviusation.

Replacement of the North School 

street bridge by a series of three 
Ilnaa of large parallel ciilverts is 
nearing completion. T<^ay the 
street,. still not opened to traffic, 
shows the culveria In place In two 
Ui^, ready for the third section 
to be puehed into place.

Town Engineer Jamee Sheekey 
decided on the cqlverte for replace­
ment of the old bridge. It was 
found that supporting bridge mem­
bers had b^ome of uncertain 
attic'' Tth, and replacement had long 
been conaidcred.

The Installation of the culverts 
will mean that the road may be 
widened to almost {knible Its for­
mer width at the pasyage over the 
brook. ’The three pipe lines will 
each be of 48 Inch diameter re­
inforced concrete aet on concrete 
footings.

Before they were installed, a 
bulldozer had to be lowered to the 
bM of the brook and It cleared 
away the accumulation of silt that 
had been dredged into the brook 
course over the years by erbslon 
farther upstream.

While the culvert is being laid, 
the level of Union Pond has been 
kept down to avoid backing up of 
water to the bridge site. Even so, 
recent rains which have increased 
the brook flow, have Impeded the 
work.

Elsewhere, the towvi highway de­
partment hs4 been busy widening 
and Improving streeU. On Middle 
turnpike east, just east of Sum.i.it 
street, the southerly side of the 
pike has been widened about 12 
feet by a bank cutaway, and trees 
also have been thinned.

.gering America has been ao kind 
as to sec, indirectly, that they 
have anti-tank guns to use against 
British warships.

These intellectual "pad- 
flata" are really mllitariats, when 
it la a Red army which happens to 
be triumphantly on the march.

By their reaction to the news 
of Chinese Communist victories, 
the delegates to the "World 
Peace Congress" made their own 
public definition of the “peace" 
they really seek.

To 
them, disarmament means the dis­
armament of the foes of Commu­
nism. As for war. they think it's 
fine if they and their friends 
are winning if.

All this does not mean that au­
thentic peace and authentic dis­
armament are impossible so long 
aa thsac people are in the world.

What it does mean is 
that, these Communists and their 
fello:y travelers being false and 
insincere in their own "work" for 
peace, the rest of the world will 
have to work the harder, and the 
mors aincerely, for theaa objec­
tives.

One of the arguments made for 
the new plan Is that It t  ould mean 
lower prices for consumers when 
there were eurpluees of farm prod­
ucts.

Gives An Example of Working 
Brannan took the case of hogs 

as an example of how It would 
work.

He osipiined a year’s production 
goal of 20,000.000,000 pounds of 
hogs and a price support level of 
$16.50 for 100 pounds. He as­
sumed that farmers actually pro­
duced 21,000,000,000 pounds — or 
1.000,000,000 more than the mar­
ket would buy at the support price.

Under the present program, the 
government would have to buy the 
extra hogs. In the form of pork, 
and remove it from the market 
supply. The coat, he said, would
