The slogan adopted for_̂  the ob- 
aervance of 1949 National News­
paper „ Week — "Freedom Goes  ̂
Where‘ “ the Newspaper Goes’’— 
should be readily endorsed by the 
American newspaper reader- 

He or she does iH>t need to be 
reminded that from colonial days, 
the traditions of free democratic 
government and of a free press 
have developed side by side In the 
United States. There should be no 
need to point out once again the 
eontrast between the free flow of 
news and opinion here and the 
complete control of commuplca- 
tlon and thought In a totalitariao 
itst$.

There Is, however, apparently a 
need to point out one continuing 
danger to the maintenance of a 
free press. . , ^American nswspapers, protected 
by their censtitutional guarantee, 
rightly have resisted efforts to 
control their freedom through the 
use of censorship, the use of spe- 
claUy ooneeived taxation measures, 
the arbitrary use of Judicial au­
thority, 'and tbs use of other leifis- 
lattve restrictions unwisely made.

But critics o f the press have 
complained that newspapers have 
plaSded “freedom of the press" as 
a means of escaping legitimate re-;

Burgflins A t UJfr
There is a dianged atmosphere, 

which' may be the flrst indirect 
result of the world’s new equation 
In atomic force, in the current 

of the United Nations and 
allied dlplomaUe. meetings. The 
air is full of bargains, compro­
mises, yieldlngs, swaps, aU of a 
variety which has never before 
i^peared in post-war diplomacy. 
Moat o f them are still in the nOb* 
Uious stage, although there are 
signs that others are making real 
progress. But In all of them is 
Involved the flrst genuine atmbs- 
phere o f oompromloe that 
been evidenced in years.

This new atmosphere hit the 
last meeting of the Big Four for 
eign ministers on the Austrian 
peace treaty. The meeUng opened 
with Russian concessions, and 
closed with the promise of cott' 
cessions by the West, all of these 
concessions to be brought togeth 

at the next meeting of the 
deputies. A  flurry of concessions 
does not make a treaty, but this 

the flrst time in the long and 
tortuous history of the Austrian 
peace treaty that concessions and 
modifications have come simul­
taneously from both sides, the 
flrst time both sides have seemed 
eager, at the same time, to make 
progress on the tr,eaty.

Things are popping, too, In the 
special United Nations Commit­
tee which is trying to negoUate a 
peace In the Balkanh. As tho 
latest discussions opened, Russia 
said that Greece would have to 
halt Its executions of guerrillas 
and guerrilla sympathizers before 
a Balkan peace could be negotiat­
ed. The Greek Parliament has 
now suddenly passed a bill sus­
pending all death sentences, pend­
ing review by a Council of Par­
dons of each case.

Greece has not yet brought It-, 
self to give up its territorial am- 
biUon in Albania, but that may 
be forthcoming.

Dovetailing into both these sit­
uations la another cute bargain, 
devised by neutral souircM, and 
currently being waved in front of 
both the United States and Rus­
sia. At is that the United SUtes 
give up its effort to place Yugo­
slavia on the Security Cotmcll, an 
effort many western natloM sup­
port only reluctantly. In return 
for certain concessions by Russia 
la the Balkan situation.

All this atmosphere of poten­
tial bargain and swap has not yet 
produced any final dividends. It 
may not; the world protagonists 
may get just So close to one an­
other and then turn and run 
apart again. Meanwhile, however, 
the atmosphere itself is some­
thing vividly new. For the flrst 
time in the post-war era, such 
bargaining has advanced a little 
bit beyond the stage of wishful 
thinking.

Hickenlooper And The Secret
It isn’t particularly important 

whether, as has been suggested in 
ou^atomic talks with Britain and 
Canada, we revive our war-time 
partnership with these nations in 
the atomic field. These nations 
helped us, during the w v , pro­
duce the flrst atomic bomb. Then, 
when we evolved legislative pol­
icy on the bomb, we passed a law 
making It illegal for them to 
share in' any of our knowledge of 
the boinb. The irony of this was 
compounded, the other day, when 
It was announced that Russia had 
produced an atomic bomb, which 
may well mean that Russia knows 
things the United States Is for­
bidden to tell Britain or Cahada, 
or Its own people.

The Russian bomb announce­
ment cAme In the midst of the 
atomic conferences in which Brit­
ain and-Canada were pressing 
their case for some greater share 
in . American atomic knowl­
edge, and its flrst result 
was to make the conferees 
realize that there was now rela­
tively little excuse for holding 
out on Britain and Canada.

Whether we hold out or not la 
relatively unimportanL For, as 
one atomic expert has pointed 
out, In an atomic war it would 
make little difference whether one 
side has 2,000 bombs as compared 
to the other side's 100. There are 
just so many available atomic 
targets, and they don’t need any 
second going over.

But unimportant as It la. what 
is remarkable Is that Senator 
Bourke Hickenlooper Is still 
against sharing any knowledge 
with Britain and Canada. He sOll' 
wants to keep the "secret" from 
them, even after he ought to have 
reason to believe t W  Russia al­
ready has tt. He ^ 1  seems : to 
think we have some monopoly, 
which we must - protect , against 
our friends, even after those not 
our particular friends have al­
ready broken It /
. Another remar^ble thing is 

that Senator Hickenlooper,^ when 
he flrst* came to Washington, 
seiuned a hopefuUy intelligent leg­
islator. . •

The backgrounding of 
Mitchell Influence would have to 
be done by Baldwin himself. And 
It might take a convention battle 
to deny renomination to Attorney 
General Hadden, which ia what Is 
now cooking in too many party 
luarters for Mr. Hadden's eom- 
ort.

How does it happen that State 
Chairman Baldwin is thus rising 
Venus-like between and above the 
men who made him? Where from 
his lovely political curves? 'What 
is the Baldwin beauty formula?

Blrst, with the exceptioB of 
rare ocoaalona when somebody 
else has caught him asleep and 
pat him Into a oontortioiUat act 
not Of his own origin. State' 
.CMalrman BsMwIn doew*t go 
around wearing his foot fn his 
month. This elemental political 
beauty rule, not to heAp patting 

your foot in your mouth, la not 
a role Beauty ^Baldwin has pa­
tented. But he does observe it, 
in a day a|id age when such- oon< 
eOrvatlsm Is somewhat beneath 
flashler Republicans.
Second, State Chairman Baldwin 

doesn’t practice the false come on, 
except in those cases where such 
allurement is ' o f an enemy, arid 
therefore pure. He bad an assigna­
tion with Governor Chester Bowles 
or the last day .of the 1949 session, 
for Instance, aiid treated that gen­
tleman’s ardor cruelly after having 
stimulated it with sly and .covert

glances. But among his own Re­
publican faithful, he issues no 
false or double promises, and' is Pt 
sound virtues.

TblrA although we know It is 
old-fashioned to consider such ca­
pacities a part of true beauty. 
State Chairman Baldwin is a good 
housekeeper, and family manager. 
He doesn’t manage a showy salon, 
but he has a lot of steady, reliable 
competence. He doesn't set a fancy 
table, being no famed chef with 
the issues, but he does provide the 
every day fare which keeps the 
party bisically healthy.

Foortk, State Ctialrmaa Bald­
win's pelltleal beaaty owes 
something to the fact that he 
has not yet been caught indulg­
ing hlnuMdf personally at that 
pie counter to which so many 
turn the moment they obtain of-/ 
floe and power. Perhaps it's sli^  
ply a matter of diet pdaelpte 
with Mm.

So the emergency, itop-gap Re­
publican state chalnnan is gaining 
respect and trust, even in the same 
party circles'where the prestige of 
his erstwhile sponsors is slipping.

Meanwhile the purge of Czecho­
slovak civlUans continued.

PoUce prowled the streets of 
Prague last night and early to­
day, extending the roundup which 
already has jailed thousands of 
persons In this fear-^ lled  capital 
alone.

There wefe indications . the 
purge would be widened.

One strong hint eSme In a 
broadcast, over the official securi­
ty police radio station, which de­
clared “not only the support and 
propagation of Fascism must be 
punished, but everything just 
smells of bourgeoisie, nstlonalism 
and Chauvinism must be destroy­
ed by the roots.”

No Direct Mention of Roundup 
There etlll was no direct men­

tion on tile official radio or in the 
controUed Czech press about the 
week-long police roundup about 
which vlrtuaUy everyone In Prague 
was talking—mostly in fearful 
whispers.

Most of those reported seized 
were businessmen or other proper­
ty owners. The arrests aeemed 
intended to confiscate their wealth 
and to force them either out of 
business or llito joining govern' 
ment-sponsored cooperatives.

Some of these businessmen 
might be classed by the Commun­
ist-led government as "bourgeois 
cliques" or "reactionaries."

But even some managers of na­
tionalized enterprises were report­
ed jailed. Frlenda of those peo­
ple said the only apparent reason 
(or their arrest was that the gov­
ernment was after their incomes 
and aimed at liquidating the prop­
erties of the higher-income classes.

The police radio also indicated 
that the purge list included those 
with sympathiea toward the west­
ern nations or YugosIsvia”s Mar­
shal Tito. The broadcast declared: 

“Everybody who apprpYes the 
exploitation of the working classes 
in the vi'est. approves o f colonial 
wars o.r sympathizes with Tito's 
treason is committing a orirae, and 
the hard hand of the working class 
must fall upon him.”

Some Sleep In Shope 
To escape possible arrest some 

frightened people slept last night 
in their shops or hid out in homes

of friends, fearing to be caught 
in their own lodgings.

In addition to arresting busi­
nessmen, the government was re­
ported exerting other pressures to 
liquidate their -enterprises.

One smaU shopowner saaerted 
that after paying his taxes and 
getting a receipt he was presented 
with another bill of nearly 200,000 
crowns (*4,000), which he could 
not hope to pay.

He charged this amounted to 
extortion which would force him 
to surrender his shop and go to 
work in a factory or mine.

This shopkeeper also told of s 
baker friend who was arrested re­
cently in his shop^by police who 
cleaned out his cash tiU before 
taking him away.

Attor­
ney Thomas F. Murphy denied 
toat newspaper publicity had 
biased toe minds of prospective 
Jurors, as Hiss claimed.*

Murphy said an analysto o f aU 
toe news stories on the first per­
jury trial in toe New York area 
showed 68,5 per cent were “ com­
pletely factual” *and said the 
coverage was ” a great tribute to 
the American press for Its nctu- 
al, factual and unbiased report­
ing.”

The trial was to have started 
today, with Hiss asking that the 
case be transferred from the New 
York city area.

Hiss*. new attorney, Claude B. 
Ooss of Boston, asked Judge Vin­
cent Lelbell for a two-month ad­
journment. He explained he had 
hswl only three weeks to study the 
5,000 page record of the first trial.

Assistant U. S. Attorney Thom­
as F. Murphy called this an “un­
reasonable request.” He said toe 
government wants to try the fot^ 
mer State department official "aa 
quickly as possible.”

Two Months Too |X>ng 
Judge Lelbell said two months 

would be too long, but granted toe 
shorter adjournment to Nov. 1 
without prejudice. He said a fur­
ther delay could be asked If it 
really is heeded.
