The question before American
policy 18 one of what we shall do
now, We have three choices, The
first, which none of ua like, Is
merely to continue a flow of gift
dollars to Europe, by which we
would subsidize Europe's surplus
production, much as we subsidize
surplus production on our own
farma.

The second, which ls what we
are trying, ia to mix some contin-
ued Marghsll Plan money for Bu-
rec-
ommendations to Europe. Curren-
cy devaluation, which ironically
reduces living standards In Bu-
rope, where we are supposed to be
trying to help raise them, is one
of these measures. The abolition
of Europesn trade barriers, and
the farmation of s bigger single
European wmarket, (s another.
Coupled with these, we would like
to see Europe improve its meth-
ods of manufacturing and mer-

.
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selves practice the remedies we
preach, is the cholce from which
both aides of the routine Marshall
Plan debate sre lkely to filnch.
For it will even be easier, politi~
cally speaking, to subsidize Huro-
pean over-production than it
would be to adopt for ourselves
the measures we are urging upon

We are urging Europe to blow
down g tarill walls, even If
that means temporary injury to
protected domestic interests. But
we are not letting our own tariff
walls down.

We are urging Europe to ime-
prove productivity and spread the
benefits of lower prices, but that
is not what we do with our sys-
tem of protected prices, which
are the prices those Europeans
who buy from us pay.

We are urging the nations of
Kurope to sscrifice for the com-
mon good. And we ourselvea are
willing to sacrificein some degree
—Marshall Plan dollars which are
certain to come bounding back to
American businegs—but. mnot In
the sound, fundamental way
which will hurt ourselves some
now but bemefit the whole world
later.

Until we are willing to join Eu-
rope in the creation of & real open
market, with real competition in
it, Burope will not ereate such a
market within itself, Until we are
willing to help bulld a sound per-
manent basia for the use of Eu-
rope's production, we are going to
continus to have to finance Mar-
shall Plan pump-priming and sub-
sidizing, all of which will never
create any basic improvement in
conditions, all of which will leave
the basic problem just as difficult
and painful of solution as ever.

The Marshall Plan, left by it-
self, would have to go on forever.
And always, in back of it, would
be the real, fundamental problem,
which s not that of the recovery
the Marshall Plan is promoting,
and could keep golng under a pul-
motor subsidy, but the problem of
building & sounder health for the
whole world economy, Europe and
ourselvea both included.

There In no way we can get out
of Europe with the Marshall Plan
except to join Europe in the poli-
cles we are recommending to Eu-
rope.

The Marshall Plan (tself alone
s an oxygen tent policy for Eus
rope and for us, a pecullar kind of
tent which protecds us from the
world depression germ lurking
outside it, but which does nothing

to Increase our capacity to go out |

and face that germ, an expensive
protection, but no cure,

As It came down the approach,
officials related, it suddenly swerv-
ed from the radar path., Ground
technicians lost it completely.

New York, Dec. 14, {#—The
U. 8. Circuit Court of Appeals to-
day rejected ma move by Valentin
A. Gubitchev to get a new argu-

ment on his contention that he
has diplomatic Iimmunity from
trial for esplonage.

Gubitchev, Russian engineer, ia
scheduled to go on trial Dec, 27
with Judith Coplon, former Jus-
tice’ department employe.

His attorney saked the Court of
Appeals to cgmpel Federal Judge,
Bylvester J. Ryan, who is to pre-
nide at the trinl, to returmn the
matter to Judge Simon H. Rifkind
for re-argument of the immunity
question,

But Presiding Judge August N.
Hand of the Appeals tribunal said
the application was “wholly with-
out merit"” 0

Rifkind ruled several months
ago Gubitchev was not entitled to
diplomatic immunity. This Is the
position taken also by the U, B,
government and the United Na-
tions, for which the Russian
worked.

In taking the case to the Ap-
peals court, Gubitchev's lawyer,
Abraham L. Pomerantz, argued
that “an important question of
diplomatic immunity is involved

15,000,000,000 tax dollars—some 40
per cent of mnnua’ revenue— over
the next three months,

Carporations must make final
payments of tax on 1048 income
tomorrow, giving the government
its last crack at last year's record
high profits. A decline in corpor-
ate income tax collections is ex-
pected after that, reflecting lower
1849 profita, !

The tax focus after tomorrow
will be on individuals, who finished
1948 income tax payments last
March but in many cases have
something to do about 1849 income
taxes nhead of the general deadline
for paying them next March 15,

Dates to Remember

Jan, 1—S8ocial security Insurance
(old age and survivors benefits)
taxes increase upon both employ-
ers and employes—automatically,
too, so there is no immediate re-
turn to be filed.
