Flames Leap Light-
ning Fast Through the
Base; Started in Stoves

Albuquerque, N. M., March
9.—(#)—0il-fed flames, leap-
ing lightning fast through a
Sandia base guardhouse,
snuffed out the lives of 14
military prisoners last night.
Trapped with them in the
tinder dry wood structure,

the prison's other two in-
mates were injured critically. It
was the first major disaster in the
history of the war-built installa-
tion—now & semi-secret assembly
point for the atomic bomb.

+« Two alerted by prison-
ers’ cries, vainly tried to rescus
them from behind bars and
meshed wire windows. They were
overcome along with six others
fighting the blaze, Twenty addi-
tional officers and men also were
treated for smoke effects,

How the Fire Btarted

Investigatora sald there was no
doubt the fire started from one of
two big oll stoves used to heat the
prison. They still sought to deter-
mine how and why today.

It was all over 25 minutea after
the first alarm was sounded at
7:85 p. m. (m.s.t.). Thirteen of the
prisoners apparently died in the
first few meconds; the other suc-
cumbed two hoyrs later at a hos-
pital,

Most of the victims were be-
lieved to have inhaled the intense,
slmost instantaneous heat and
suffocated, Sandia authorities
sald. Guards reported there were
few gutcries to indicate any suf-

fered long, il dilis
No Evidence of Explosion

Contrary to first reports, Maj.
Kenneth Kolster, Sandia's intelll-
gence officer, said there was no
evidence of an explosion.

Examination of the charred,
dank smelling structure after-
ward bore him out. Damage con-
sisted principally of badly scorch-
ed ceilings and walls, mostly in a
100-foot, L-shaped corridor and
three cell blocks. It appeared the
fire flashed overhead in less time
than it takes to tell

The prisoners had finished their
evening mesal a short time befure,
Some already were in bed, read-
ing or sleeping. Bodies of two
were found in & shower room;

Emphasizing that it is too early
to gauge the force of industry's
rebound, one top-ranking econo-
mist noted the ambitious schedules
set for restoring output in the
steel, auto and metal-working in-
dustries. He commented:

“I can’'t see anything except a
very favorable prospect in the com-
ing months."

Letting down the Belgian
trade barriers, it claimed, would
fnvite in cheap and unfair compe-
tition from Holland, and milk off
Belgium's prosperity for the bene-
fit of the Dutch. The Belgian
standard of living, it argued, had
to be protected.

Even while Belgian industry
was still protesting, however, its
isolationist prosperity began to
wobble, Seeking markets in a
trade barrier world became a
more difficult process. The advan-
tage Belgian industry had gained
by its quick eomeback after the
war began to fade, as production
increased in other countries.
