Sales Manager Talks In* 
terestingly on How to 
Write Business Letter
J . H oward Donahue, secre tary  

and general sales m anager of the 
Pioneer Steel Ball C om pany of 
Unlonville, w-as the guest speaker 
a t  the M anchester R o tary  Club 
last night. He wa.s introduced by 
Jay  Rand of the O rford Soap Co.

Mr. D onahue's topic w as "P ub ­
lic R elations on a Postage S tam p 
Budget.” Obviously Mr. D onahue’s 
talk  had to  do w ith le tte rs  and in 
opening he s ta ted  th a t in w riting 
le tters you w an t th ree basic 
things: you w an t tljp le tte r  to  be 
read, the le tte r  to  be understood, 
and the le tte r  no t to  be m isin ter­
preted. If  your le tte r is In te rest­
ing it will be read and if you have 
presented your idea clearly  It will 
be understood.

In w riting  your le tte r, the 
speaker said, you should have 
four ba.sic appeals. The desire to 
apply som ething new; the desire 
to p ro tect w hat one already  has; 
get the approval of o thers; and 
to  m ake a propyr decision. Mr. 
Donahue has a  form ula for le tte r 
w riting. He called his form ula 
AlSA. The first A in for analysis, 
the S for selected points and the 
final A for Apply. In applying 
this form ula to le tte r w ritirig they 
arc more a p t to be of in te rest to 
the receiver.

Then comes the question of who 
^•lll g e t the le tte r. ,The w rite r 
.should know  som ething about the 
person who is to  receive the le t­
ter. Some of tlii’se shpuld be. to 
know if he is an ngont of the com ­
pany; w hat you w ant him to  do; 
wliirli a rgum ent will be the m ost 
effective; and to m ake the a rg u ­
ments orfrctlve.

"Pcr.sonnliMtion in a le t te r  la 
pos.sible. L etters s ta r te d  in a w ay 
that the receptionists do no t have 
to think out the meaning. E ffective 
u.se of standard  opening phra.scs 
arc im portan t. Get aw ay from  old 
phra.se.s so as not to  w aste  the 
time of th e  reailer. Use short seiit- 
ence.s w ith  bu t one Idea. Jo t down 
the various Ideas th a t you a re  to  
use and then line them  up in the ir 
most effective, presentable way 
to get your points acro.ss.”

How It Can Be I'sed
In closing Mr. Donahue consid­

ered the w ays In '>Tiich a bus% ,ss 
le tte r can be used. I t  m ay be used 
for m arke t research, new m arkets, 
as advance le tte r for salesm an, in­
troduce new salesm an. Introduce 
now products, as a recorder m edi­
um and to regain lost custom ers. 
Ho also spoke of evalua ting  the  re ­
plies to  le tte rs  sen t ou t and th e  
short le t te r  vs the longer le tte r.

It was aUted. the 
main benefit now in fluoddatlon ts 
for children, adults too gain some 
Immunieatton againat tooth de- 
ca.v. In any event, they would 
drink the fluorated water.’

Director Walter Mahoney said 
he wanted to take no hasty ac­
tion. He wanted to look into the 
legal side. Director Flrato want­
ed more publicity and public In­
formation to go out. Director Ray 
Warren wanted the public to be 
better Informed, and to have an 
opportunity to express its opinion 
so that harmony In the eventual 
decistdn might be achieved as 
much as Is possible.

The Directors then voted to csll 
the public hearing on the subject 
for, the 17th.

Other Consideration
The legal point that seems to be 

Involved, Judged on the basts of 
publlc-  ̂complaint, is not aimed 
against fluoridation itself, which 
few have attacked, but on the lim­
itation. or lack of it, that sur­

rounds the official right to Intro­
duce medication to a water aup­
ply. -
' I t  la pointed out that there ta a 

distinct difference between the 
Inherent right of governing or 
healbi bodies to protect the gmier-. 
al public health against epidemic 
illness by requiring suqji steps as 
chlorination of water or vaccina­
tion, and a right to mass medicate 
the public Individually for an afflic­
tion that la not liablg to epidemic 
spread.

There has also been widespread 
queatlon as to the origin of the 
powers of health authorities to 
conduct experiments on public 
wards In state Inaltutlona.

Newspapers ,hsve carried letters 
from readers, some of them profes­
sional men, asking that deflnltlon, 
or procedures, be firmly '.aid down 
for the making of sUch experimenta 
as have been carried on in state 
Institutions, or for the use of 
chemical medication in water aup- 
pliea.

Thla, the bill now before the 
legislature, which would require 
that all water supplies be fluori­
dated, If adopted may not be the 
imposition it at first appears. For 
it would set a precedent, that being 
that any element proposed for in­
troduction to the water supply 
would have to obtain, legal ap­
proval of the people or their rep­
resentatives after public hearing.

Lack of requirement of such a

procedure or legal process it  lias 
been held, might. In the event of 
iome later difficulty with a water 
supply, lay thoM who instituted 
mMicstton liable to pereonal dam­
ages on the ground they had ex­
ceeded their powers.

These ireem to be the lentiments 
of various persons about the state 

-who have, without opposing fluori­
dation, questioned the methods 
available for Its accomplishment.

This oppoaltlont as it  was brought 
out at the Directors’ meeting last 
night, might be Joined by those who 
have no reason to be In opposition 
to the proposal except that they 
arc chronic "aglners’’ In every case, 
good or bad.

It was also brought out last 
night that there is just now aome 
question as to the available supply 
of fluoride chemical, although Dr. 
Erlenbach said he believes the 
chemical, while In short supply, 
could be obtained. New Britain. It 
was related, which started a fluor­
idation setup, has temporarily 
abandoned the project. Complete 
reaaona for thla were not given last 
night although lack of chemical 
storage room, cost and other con­
siderations were mentioned.

Washington — (N E A ) — Main 
usefulness of the great debate 
over sending U. S. troops to Eu­
rope is to convince the American 
people this is the correct thing to 
do.

The current Senate Foreign Re- 
lation.s Committee hearings on 
whether to limit the American 
contribution to European defense 
is the second heat of this race.

tW  speeches of ex-Prcsldent 
Heiwert Hoover, Senator Taft, 
Governor Dewey and others; the 
reports of GeneraiyCisenhower and 
the statemenUi of President Tru­
man con.sUtuteil the first trial 
heat.

The final debate in Congress on 
a solution to set American policy 
on this issiu’ will lie the third and 
last heat.

The recent Gallup poll indicat­
ing Uiut 55 per cent of the Ameri­
can people approved sending more 
troops to Europe might be taken 
as an indication of public senti­
ment. Only 35 per cent disap­
proved. The other 10 per cent-had 
no opinion.

That .55 per cent is hardly a big 
enough majority to be convincing, 
however. If the United States goes 
to the support to Europe, it must 
1)0 with pretty full backing of the 
American people. Otherwise, Gen­
eral Eisenhower will have one 
hand tied behind his back In his 
effort, as supreme commander, to 
organize Western European de­
fenses.

Putting any 20 per cent limit, or 
on U. S. division for every five Eu­
ropean divisions contrlbntcd, 
might well tie both his hands. 
Political, Psychological Problem 

It Is a. touchy situation which 
General Elsenhower has to deal 
with when he returns to Europe 
and sets up headquarters. Closer 
examination of his statement to 
Congress and his report to the na 
tlon reveals that the degree of his 
optimism may have been exagger­
ated. He did not say that every­
thing was perfect, or even wonder 
ful. But likewise he did not say the 
situation waa hopeless.

The material resources to de­
fend Western Europe are there. 
The manj)Ower Is there. The Indna- 

I trial manufacturing capacity is 1 there. The strategic situation is 
such that defcn.se is possible.

The one thing that is lacking, 
however, is the unity of purpose to 
defend Western Europe against 
Russian imperialism, at all costs. 
This lack of unity in Europe ia 
similar to the lack of unity in the 
United States. On both continents 
there are diverse elements, politi­
cal differences of opinion, varying 
threats to the national security of 
the 12  countries that make up the 
North Atlantic Treaty organiza­
tion.

General Elaenhower’s number I 
one task therefore becomes not 
Just military, but political and 
psychological. If his new "Crimade 
in Europe” is to be '8uccc8.sfiil. be 
must be backed by unity at homo 
as well aa unity abroad.

Consider,Just a few of his prob­
lems:

Little Denmark, up on the Bal­
tic sea, Is on the exposed northern 
flank of any Russian aggression. 
The Danes probably feel that any 
defense for them is Impo.saiblo un­
less their neighbor to the south, 
western Germany, ia brouglit into 
the picture fully armed.

Portugal, at the other extreme, 
i.s safe behind Spain and the I’ y- 
rennes mountains. Being the last 
country that might be invaded by 
any succeasful Russian aggression, 
Portugal doesn't care much what 
hapi>cna on German rearmament.

General Elsenhower's own ex­
pressed view is that Die German 
rearmament question has been 
pushed too far and too fast. It 
should be allowed to contribute its 
share to a unified Western Europe'.

Germany is not now a member 
of the North Atlantic Treaty or­
ganization. Neither la Spain nor 
Yugoslavia. Technically, as S)i- 
preme Oomm.snilcr of the NATO 
forces, General Eisenhower can't 
talk to the heads of these govern­
ments, their foreign and defense 
ministers, their generals. Nor can 
he integrate their forces into a 
'Kuropean defense scheme.

He can't have real and complete 
Western European unity until the 
12  allied countr^s give hlrae a di­
rective on what to do in every g iv­
en siliiation, such as a Red attack 
on Germany or Yugoslavia—or 
Turkey and Iran, which also ai^jn't 
in NATO.

American policy on such mat­
ters may be found in the so-called 
Truman doctrine. This policy, is I 
applied In Greece and Korea, is to 
aid any country thai «eeks to re- I 
sist Communist a?pTession. But ’ 
this la not NATO ^ Ilcy . Until It 
Is, there can be no complete NATO 
unity of purpose

In building up this unity, Geii- 
Eisenhower must rely first on tlie 
American willingness to supi>ort 
it. That will be measured first by 
U. S. divisions sent to Europe. If 
there is a limit placed on that 
support, it may well wreck the 
self-confidence that General Els­
enhower must build up in the Eu­
ropean countries in order for them 
to defend themselves.

The method of appointing Man­
chester's town counsel Is of little 
direct concern to the voters, but 
possession of the office, as events 
last fall proved, is of high political 
Importance here. The post Is a 
strategic one, involves partisan 
pride, and carries an annual .salary 
of $4,000 at the present level. It 
is also good for two years.

Ready to go before Oie legis­
lature at this time are two pro­
posals on the town counsel posi­
tion, one unanimously adopted aa 
to form by the Board of Directors, 
and the other In much different 
form, drafted by the Republican 
7’own Committee, of which several 
directors are members.

Representative John D. LaBelle ,
Introduced the original Board of 
Directors' bill, vhile Representa­
tive Sherwood G. Bowers intro­
duced the bill for the Republican 
Town Committee.

It Is pos.siblc, report liM it. that 
unless some workable compromise 
In the wording of the two bills 
can be effected, there will be no 
clarification on the ap-^ntineiit 
of a town counsel to come out of 
this legislative session.

• The Background 
Last fall, by reason of an un- 1 

usual alignment of its members, i 
the Board of Directors named |
Representative LaBelle as town [ 
counsel to ."UccCed Attorney |
Charles S. House. LaBelle is a lead- ' 
ifig Democrat, Hou.se an outstand­
ing Republican figure in town and
state. I

A t the time of the choice of Ls- ]
Belle, it was at once held by Re­
publican partisans that the town 
charter had been violated.

The charter provides that the 
general manger shall recommend 
a nominee to serve as town coun­
sel and that confirmation be made 
by Board of Directors. It is also 
provided his compensation be set 
by the Board upon recommenda­
tion of the general manager.

General Manager George H 
Waddell recommended Attorney 
House for the post. With its then 
aligned forces—two Republicans 
voting with a Democratic minor! 
ty  pf three,

ager. Others oppositery held that 
there was nothing to compel the 
Directors to adopt a mere "reconi- 
mendation" of the general man­
ager; directors might or might 
not follow such /recommendation 
as they chose.

This Board of Directors bill, In-

I This bill would amend the town 
I charter provision to read "The

—(4*) The 
Army will begin about the middle 
of this month to bring back from 
Korea men who have been long 
engaged in the fighting there 
They W ill be replaced by fresh 
troops.

Secretary of the Army Pace an- 
nofinced the "rotation" plans to­
day. He said Gen. Douglas Mac- 
Arthur will decide policy on se­
lection of men to be sent home. 
The first battle veterans should 
sail from Korea within s few 
weeks. Pace said.

In a statement. Pace empha­
sized that the rate of roUtion will 
depend upon both the flow of re­
placements to the war theater 
and upon the necessity to main­
tain the combat effectiveness of 
all units now in Korea.

The exact number of men to be 
rotated In the early stages o f the 
program has not been determined, 
Pace added.

He said the exchange of freah 
men for battle veterans will even­
tually run to about 20,000 each 
month. The Army aaid this rate 
may be reached by early aummer.

The rotation plan calls for the 
return direct to the United States 
of as many troops as possible, par­
ticularly In th* sarly phases of 
the program.

Later, some men from Korea 
may be re-assigned to garrison 
duty in Japan or other parts of 
the Far East command, such as 
Okinawa. Even these garrison 
troops will eventually be brought 
back to the United States when 
the outward movement of troop* 
is flowing smoothly.
