U. S. Polio Rate 
Up 50 P.C. in Week
Washington, July 19—UP)— A 50

per cent increase in polio during
the past w'eek was reported by the
Public Health service today—616 
new cases, compared with 409 In 
the prececilng week.

It was the third week of sub­
stantial increases. A 60 per cent 
increase was reported for the 
week ending June 30. and a 19 
per cent increase In the week end­
ing July 7.

However, for the corresponding 
week last year 662 new cases were 
reported. And the total since late 
in March is 2,648 cases, 17 per 
cent less than the 3,187 for the 
corresponding period in 1950.

Those who are afraid of Rus­
sian peace offensi^'es seem to have 
their worries ahead. The Russians
are la>ing it on thick

And. although it is possible to
label each of their moves a tricky 
propaganda move, it is also true 
that each move is in a direction 
long recommended to Russia by 
American foreipn policy for a 
prospect of peaceful 'life in the
world.

The Russian niovr.s may. aa 
those who fear them allege, be de­
signed to "lu ir us into a sense of 
letdown and security. A t the same 
time, they have substance, and 
enough substance to demand that 
the diplomacy of the west be 
ready to play them positively as 
w*ell as suspect them negatively.

The first of the.se Russian moves 
was. o f course, Malik's open pro­
posal for a cease-fire in Korea. 
We are now into this far enough 
to know* it wasn’t trap or bluff.

The subsequent Russian moves 
reinforce the authenticity of the 
Korean move. They indicate, m 
fact, that the vast Russian po­
litical and propaganda machine 
has been thro\^m into a concerted 
campaign to accompany and fol- 
low' up the Korean overture with 
efforts which would, of course, be 
futile if the Korean peace negoti­
ations should fail.

One of the things Russian policy 
has thrown into Russian world be- 
harior in the past three weeks has 
been a sudden <iecision to re-en­
ter east-west tradp talks in Ber-

Now all this amounts to a changs 
ta the Russian propaganda atti­
tude as abrupt as from black to 
whita—a change such as only a 
dlcUtorship can make, conscioua- 
ly, and with some definite pur­
pose.

As the controversy over the 
New England steel mill revives, 
the one fact that seems clear and 
beyond all question is that, in 
every respect except the actual 
building o f a mill, attitudes count 
more than statistics.

The New England Council has 
Anally, after a nun^ber of tries, 
come up with an appraisal of the 
New England steel mill possibility 
which it likes. T^e first engineer­
ing survey yet nuide on tne pro­
ject which is distinctly and enthu­
siastically favorable to the project 
comes in the form of a comment 
by one engineering firm on the 
previous report of another.

It was the Coverdalc and Ool- 
pitts report which, last winter, 
seemed, to decree the death of the 
steel mill proposal. The impor­
tant thing about this report was 
that, however much it displeased 
the bar kers of the steel mill pro­
ject. il seemed to reflect and coin­
cide with the private opinions of 
Ihe existing steel companies who 
had previously made their own 
surveys of the proposition. And. 
to make a federal certificate of 
nece.ssity worth anything, it takes 
an existing steel company to do 
the New England project.

Now there comes an "apprai.sal" 
of the Cnvcrdale and Colpitts re­
port. this appraisal made, for the 
New England Council, by H. A. 
Brn.ssert and Company.

This "appraisal" takes the same 
basic .situation covered by Cover- 
dale and Colpitts. and by the 
studie.s of the steel companies 
them.selves. and comes up with 
conclusions substantially different 
and more optimistic.

Which I* right? WTio can real­
ly tell? - The aoswer Is that no 
on© would really know how- 
much steel the mlU could sell 
until It were set up and* In op­
eration and fighting for Its 
share of the market. Then such 
an Intangible thing as the tal­
ent and personality of Its sales 
executives might mean a differ­
ence of thousands of tons.
In such a situation, what really 

counts, at least up to a certain 
point? The answer seems to be 
that while engineering reports are 
$00,000 a dozen. ' what really 
counts is the piish and determina­
tion of the individuals and groups 
involved In the proposition.

In the steel mill situation, there 
are three rather terrific individ­
uals who seem to have adopted a 
do-or-dle attitude. One is Walter 
Wheeler of Stamford, under whose 
leadership the New England 
Council brought the project to 
what it thought would be a head. 
He la described by foes of the pro­
ject as a “ fanatic.” who is un- 
quenchably determined to justify 
and bring to reality a project he 
feels is "his baby." From the 
other point of view, he Is one of 
those American go-getter busi­
nessmen who just w'on’t admit

failure, and who, for that Ttry
reason, may eventually attain a
succeaa.

The other two are Senator WII- 
Ham Benton, that whirling dervish 
whose whirling should not be per­
mitted to disgulae hla persistence 
and effecUveneas, and Senator 
Brien McMahon, a somewhat 
stolid figure by comparison* but 
one accustomed to deliver.

Waddell expressed his thanks to 
the townspeople for their cooper­
ation. but pointed out that the em­
ergency situation continues and 
requested that residents of the 
town-owned water district refrain 
from using sprinklers during the
above-stated hours.

Records at the Water Depart­
ment office in the Municipal Build­
ing show that the pressure drop­
ped only five pounds yesterday as 
sgainst a 25-pound drop Monday 
during the later afternoon and 
evening hours. The pressure Mon­
day fell from 50 pounds to 25, hut 
dropped only to 45 yesterday. The 
rate of water use Monday was 
855.000 gallons above normal

Why must I not eat for four 
hours before being a blood
donor?" w

rt 1* permlsaable to eat some 
food* before being a donor. Dr> 
toast, honey, jellies and jams, 
black coffee and tea with sugar. 
fruM Julcee and raw vegetables-- 
these foods con be eaten with­
out Jeopardising your acceptance 
as a donor.

If you eat egge or any food with 
a fat content—fatty meat, for In­
stance. or cream, butter or mayon­
naise— within four hours previous, 
to your blood donation, your blood 
will not be acceptable.

The reason for this stricture is 
that fat and eggs will not be ab­
sorbed within this time limit. 
Some people are eensKive to cer­
tain products of the digestive sys­
tem such as these. Therefore, if 
these products are present in the 
blood whicii is given in a trans- 
fueloil, the recipient may react to 
the tronafuelon.

The reactions may be of vary­
ing nature. AJlergy to the sub- 
stonoe in the blood may cause a 
breaking out on the ^fkln. Or the 
reaction may take the form of 
elight fever and chills. TTie re­
actions in themselves are not seri­
ous; but they ore uncomfortable 
and a source of worry to patients 
already ill enough to require the 
transfusion.

The bkxxl of donors who have 
eaten the strletured foods within 
ths four hour limit, will be 
cloudy when processed. To prevent 
the reacUonn and consequent anx­
iety o f the recipient, doctors will 
not use such blood for transfus­
ions.

Ons hundred and fifty pints of 
blood is Manchester’s quota when 
the Bloodmobtle is at Woodruff 
hall on Monday. The blood which 
the Red Cross Blood Program sup­
plies is desperately needed -- not 
only for the wounded servicemen 
for whom it is often the difference 
between life and death, but also 
for use In our Manchester' Hospi­
tal.
