There has. for the first
time In years, been an open con-
troversy on Russian domestic and
foreign policy In the Russian
press. And by these things the
Russians have given one more
demonstration of how persistently
they are working at the business
of creating a second face for tho
world—a face turned toward rea-
son and peace.

They foUow this up by inviting
Americans to contribute articles
to the “News,” the newly
launched magazine which seems
very strenuously devoted to the
proposition that everybody can
and ought to live together iIn a
peaceful world.

All this, of course, can be shut
off as quickly as it was turned on.
But the hope should be that the
