New Service

A "vacuum tube expedient’* la
now being used by I*he Southern
New England Telephone Company
to Iincrease the capacity of the
open-wire toll telephone line be-
tween the Rockville and Stafford
Springs exchanges by five cir-
cuits. New "carrier wave" radio
frequencies, made possible by the
Instillation of electronic equip-
ment Iin both the Rockville and
Stafford Springs telephone central
offices create five new channels for
conversation In addition to the
channels previously operating.

*The "vacuum tube ” equipment
scrambles and unscrambles the
.electrical pulses imposed on the

circuit enabling five voices to be
carried over the single pair of wires
at tjio same time without inter-
ference with each other. It Is the
first time that the telephone com-
pany has used this particular kind
of carrier wave equipment on an
open-wire line iIn Connecticut, al-
though It is similar to that already
operating Iin toll cables between
New Haven and Hartford.

With the scarcity of materiala
used to make telephone cables, the
company Is restricted Mn the
amount of cable i1t can kistall; and
while the open-wire line between
Rockville and Stafford Springs will
sometime be replaced by aerial
cable, the new f;carrler'* system
will be used in the meantime as an
expedient to help increase the cir-
cuit capacity of the toll line with-
out using cable. Equipment In-
stallers Iin the two central offices
completed the work of setting up
the complex apparatus on July 28
-after which a series of tests
were made before the equipment
went Into service. *There was no
noticeable difference to subscrib-
ers in the quality of transmission,
althou” toll service will be speed-
ed because of the additional facil-
ities now available.
