Asia And The Treaty
American resentment of India’s 

open criticism of the Japsness 
peace treaty Is the more bitter be­
cause we know that India la only 
saying what too many other na­
tions think.

Not aU the other naUona which 
are unhappy about the treaty have 
motives as idealisUcally worthy as 
those of India, The Philippines, 
Indonesia, and Holland are bitter 
about the treaty, although they 
will probably sign It, because it 
does not provide that Japan shall 
pay reparatlona for the war dam­
ages Japan did to their territory 
and properties. Australia and New 
Zealand are nervous about It be­
cause they fear the reconstitution 
of Japan as a mlUUry power. AU 
the nations In the Far East are 
elementally jealous of the emer­
gence of Japan as the nation 
America Is obviously trying to 
buUd up ns Its own main bastion 
and ward in the Far East—s 
choice which has been forced upon 
us, in our Far Eastern power 
politics, by the fact that China is 
no longer available for such a role.

These objections to the peace 
treaty are, for the most part, ob­
jections which are against too 
generous a “reconciliation” treaty. 
India’s key obJecUon, on the other 
hand, is that, for aU these 
gtnsroeltles and favoriUsma. the 
treaty contains provisions—in the 
award of territory to the United 
States and the provision for 
permanent United States occupa­
tion of Japan itself—which are an 
offenae to Japan and a mistake 
for America If we wish to win the 
trust and confidence of all the 
peoples of Asia.

But. In any case, we must 
reaUze that India is not alone in 
ita opposition—merely, perhaps, 
more honest. The same Philip­
pines government which Is sendinif 
diplomats to San Francisco, pre- 

 ̂Bumably to sign the treaty, did 
not dare stop its own citizens from 
burning John Foster Dulles, the 
author of the treaty, in effigy. 
And the Japanese statesmen who 
are so full of gushing gratitude 
for the treaty are ignoring, ae 
they must In,their present role, 
the fact that 8,000 Japanese on 
one of the Islands we are going to 
get are on hunger strike, and 
that popular opinion polls in 
Japan show that the Japanese peo­
ple like the treaty much less than 
their leaders say they do.

This is not a comfortable phase 
for American leadership in Asia. 
We now have to push the thing

•pedal pact pledge of any klnt 
that we have come to the point 
where we consider ourselves obli­
gated to act. under the United 
Nations, to enforce world law 
against aggression anywhere and 
everywhere. That is the pledge 
which really counts, as we would 
see, in a moment, if aggression 
should break out against some na­
tion • not covered by the North 
Atlantic Pact or by any of the 
prospective Pacific pacts.

It should be our national policy 
to see that there is no better 
pledge of a nation’s security, or of 
our own response to aggression 
than the general United NaUons 
pledge. But every time we con­
sider it necessary to negoUaJp 
some special arrangement, out­
side the United Nations, as with 
the naUons of this hemisphere, as 
with the North^ Atlantic Pact na­
Uons, as with the New Zealand. 
Australia and the Philippines in 
the Pacific, we ourselves cast 
doubt on our own view of our 
United NaUons obllgaUons. All 
these pacts, as we may have the 
bad luck to discover some day. are 
mere scraps of paper. But the 
United NaUons has the chance of 
represenUng the collecUve con- 
iclence and the collective will to 
law of all mankind. We ought not 
allow our involvement in old- 
fashioned patchw*ork to obscure or 
diminish our interest in that 
striking new possibility.
