Phejan 
said he remembered filing through 
a wall, and groping downstairs 
with his clothing afire. He man­
aged to seize Weiss as the latter 
tried to flee. Both were hospi­
talized.

The charred bodies of Daggett 
and Shapiro were recovered later.

Education Board Offi­
cial to Judge Suitabili­
ty o f Use for Classes

The state this week win take 
an official look at the ABA Tool 
and Die company building on 
Grandview atreet to determine the 
feasibility of converting the one- 
atory atructure into a three-class- 
room school.

Mr. Tiling asserted, 
might eliminate current double 
sessions at the Manchester Green 
school and would relieve pressure 
at the Highland Park (Porter 
street) school. The rooms would 
house primary grades, the super­
intendent stated.

The Board of Directors at its 
meeting authorized General Man­
ager George H. Waddell to engage 
Architect Lawrence and to Inves­
tigate the poss4)llity of purchas­
ing the brick factory building.

Program

For months, now, ths Red Cross 
Blood Program has been falling 
behind on blood donations. Three 
times in the last five months. Man­
chester has not raised its mini­
mum quota of donors. “What will 
you do if  someone in your family 
needs thU blood you refuse to 
^ v e ? ”  ws have been asking. “The 
need la acute. The need Is 
desperate?”  So has run the month­
ly appeal through these columns.

One Manchester mother has 
just experienced how desperate 
and acute is that need by a bitter, 
personal experience which, fortu­
nately, had a happy ending.

The small daughter o f this lo­
cal woman has for several years 
been suffering from a^ blood 
disease which necessitates periodic 
transfusions. These transfusions 
are needed to keep her alive, but 
they are not strictly tn the cate­
gory of emergency transfusions, 
as in the case o f hemorrhaging or 
the like.

Several weeks ago, mother and 
daughter traveled to the Hartford 
hospital where the periodic trans­
fusions have always been given. 
There they were Informed that the 
hospital had only a couple of pints 
o f the child's type o f blood, that 
they could not secure any more 
at the moment from the blood 
bulk, and that the hospital dared 
not use up its emergency supply 
to give the small girl the trans­
fusion .

Food preservation by atomic 

irradiation on an experimental 
baaia has been achieved by Vni- 
orsity o f Michigan reeearchera.

Prof. Lloyd E. Brownell of the 
College of Engineering, who U 
supervisor of the project, reported 
on it today.

He said several samples of raw 
beef have been e x p o ^  to the 
gamma rays without development 
of spoilage or odor or appr^able 
change in color.

Also subjected to the rays and 
now being studied are bananas, 
red plums, peaches, cherries, 
grapea, red raspberries and blue­
berries.

Prof. Brownell said that normal 
methods of preservation—canning, 
freesing and refrigeration, drying 
and dehydration, smoking, salting 
and use of chemical preservatives 
—all tend to modify the flavor, 
texture and fopd value.

In irradiation, milk, meat, fruit 
and vegetables are exposed to 
gamma rays emitted from a co­
balt cylinder encased In e  lead 
vault. This has destroyed or in­
activated certain bacteria and 
enxjrmes which cause spoilage and 
decay in ‘various perishable pro­
ducts, Prof. BroTvnell said.
