That was the quesUon faced by 
American authoiitlee ' a fter they 
had Investigated the Utest Oom- 
munist charge of American straf­
ing o f the Kaesong area, tn viola­
tion o f neutrality agreements for 
that zone. For they found that the 
complaint ^'aa valid and accurate, 
aa other Communist allegations of
Tlolatlon had not been.

Once they had found this out,
they had their choice. Quite ob­
viously, they could not fool their 
own private knowledge, nor that 
o f the Communlate who investigat­
ed the evidences o f strafing with 
them. But they could, easily 
enough, have fooled the American 
public and the whole free world.
To pass this particular charge o ff 
as merely one more of the false 
charges being manufactured by 
the Communists >vouId have been 
an easy and routine thing.

Furthermore, they could cal­
culate, as they weighed their de­
cision. what the official course of 
Communist conduct would prob­
ably be. For us to admit the truUi 
In this instance would not be to 
inspire the Communists to admit 
the truth in other instances. To 
the contrary, it could be calculat­
ed. almost certainly, that the 
Communists would take this one 
admission as inferential proof of 

11 their other charges. Give the 
Communists a little honesty, and 
they are quite likely to make a 
great big lie.

Concentration on such cer­
tainties and possibilities might 
well have led American authori­
ties to the conclusion that the best 
strategy and the beat propa­
ganda would be to bluff the thing 
through on a basis of straight de­
nial.

This callous course was not 
chosen. Instead, the violation was 
admitted, and the message to the 
Communists stated: ^

“The United Nations Command 
regrets this violation of the agreed 
neutrality which resulted from the 
pilot's error in navigation. Ap­
propriate disciplinary action is ! 
being initiated '

We think that, whatever its 
risks of yielding superficial ad­
vantage to the enemy, such 
honesty is the best policy. I t  Is re­
assuring to the people o f this 
country and of the rest of the free 
world to see. on the part o f mill 
lary authorities, such a deliberate 
choosing of the truth. I t  ia good 
to know that we can practice, 
even in the field, the quallUea 
which are our belief and our 
ideal. And, whatever superficial 
use the Communists may make of 
our admission, they cannot escape 
their own knowledge that they 
have had the truth from us. And 
all this adds up to a moral weight 
far greater and far more im­
portant than any arUficla! propa- ' 
ganda advantage we might hqve j 
attained by an easy He. ^

There are many ways of analyz­
ing and predicting the ultimate 
outcome of the present world 
struggle. But. for all the weight 
of guns and tanks and brains and 
production, there is only one fac­
tor to which we would concede a 
certain role In the outcome. That 
is the factor of which aide. In this 
imperfect world, the more nearly 
approaches moral rightness. And 
when we do what is right and 
honest we are stronger, from the 
ultimate point o f Mew, than we ! 
would ever maintain ourselves 
through cynical opportunism. i 
There will be some who. despite 
their knowledge of the facts in 
the situation, will consider the ' 
mere act of apologizing to the 
Communists an act of weakness, 
and whose idea of a proper reply t 
to a Commimist charge would be I 
more bullets and bombs, the only t 
things, they would say, that th*'
Communists understand. We * 
would challenge their own under- | 
standing of the nature of the con- 
flict in which we are engaged, and i 
we would say that a poUcy of 
truth can shake the Communist 
world and strengthen the position 
o f the free world more than all 
the atomic bombs there are.

W e are forced to conclude that 
W illiam  A. PurteU, the Hartford 
mannufacturer and personality
dynamo, began hia campaign for 
the nomination against Senator 
W illiam  Benton ^ i h  a compli­
ment to that individual. Since 
that la the way w*e like to sec all 
campaigns begin, since our idea 
o f an ideal campaign is one in 
which both contestants make gra ­
cious admission o f the virtues o f 
each other and share frankly and 
^^enly whatever ideals they hold 
In common, we are obviously well 
pleased by Mr. Purtell'a begin­
ning.

In the speech in which he 
launched hia candidacy fo r the Re­
publican senatorial nomination, 
before the W est Hartford Young 
Republican club last Sunday. Mr. 
PurteU may not have been en­
tirely conscious o f his owm virtue. 
There la some indication, in fact, 
that he began the passage which 
we construe as an eventual com­
pliment to Senator Benton with 
the overt Idea of compiling some­
thing o f an attack on that same 
individual.

These people 
have a legend about the origin of 
the crosses, which has been hand­
ed down from father to son for 
many generations. The legend says 
that: "Ages before the discovery 
of America, Titania, with her 
fairy subjects and the Naiads and 
woodland Nymphs, gaily danced 
every day around a. shadow-fleck­
ed Dool of water, vintil one day a 
strange Elfin courier from the 
land of the down, far across the 
sea, arrived in their midst, bear­
ing the sad tiding of the Crucifix­
ion of Christ. As they listened to 
the courier’s terrible story, their 
hearts were filled with sorrow, 
and. as tjiev wept, their tiny tear 
drops fell upon the eartli where 
they eventually crystallized into 
these beautiful, miniature erdsses 
of stone.
